Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:31 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the March meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Joe Graham. Second by Joy Curtis. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy reported the March bank statement showed a balance of $37,246.90 with $73.82 interest earned. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Achieving Recovery Together‘s (ART) request for $1750 for 7 individuals to be trained as peer support specialists had a second reading via email on April 20th and was passed unanimously. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 1, 2017 to April 13, 2018: 112 unduplicated participants, 619 total visits, 9522 needles collected, 14,798 needles dispensed. This is a 1.55/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Mayor Burtner asked if she would start reporting numbers that show how many are not new and what that ratio would be without new participants – data to reflect public safety and health improvements. Jennifer said she used to report that and would add that to future reports so we have consistency in the reports. Jennifer also reported she is still working on MAPP data. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the MAPP group has still not met but hope to get back together soon. The next ASAP narcan event will be coming soon, hopefully June or July, as well as an event for Casey’s Law education. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy was absent. 
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported that they had a SAMSA visit recently for their new grant to look into challenge areas they may have and offer suggestions.  She said it went well and they were very impressed with our Drug Court. One suggestion was to form a steering committee to increase incentives. She told them about ASAP and the support we give for their incentives program. They like the support but would like to see more throughout the year. She also spoke of their laundry program to prepare those going to interviews, work, etc.  
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they currently have two participants, one pending move and one aged out. There is also one that will start soon that just moved here. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that he recently went to a state rep training that had over 1200 people there. CR had a P8 rally a few weeks ago with 60+ in attendance. There are more rally’s scheduled around the state coming up. Their goal is to have all the CR ministries working together.   
Law Enforcement
Berl reported 7.5 lbs. of non-scheduled and 79 units of scheduled. He also reported that the county’s calls for needles has gone down since the inception of the needle exchange. 

James was absent.
Youth Network
Melissa reported that we are losing two seniors from our youth network, Sophie Sams and Lauren Palmer. She is recruiting replacements for the next school year.  
New Business
Amber Hull reported that ART had a contest for Alcohol Awareness Month at RDC for all 8th graders (approx. 450 students). The students came up with a message they designed and put on paper grocery bags. A winner was selected and the bags will be used/distributed to customers of Hickman St. grocery. 

Ramsey Flynn updated the group on the upcoming community awareness series, Dangers in Plain Site, an event for parents/guardians that will be a three part series covering Drugs Hidden in Plain Site, Dangers of Social Media, and School Bullying/Violence. The committee continues to meet and iron out the dates, grants, and speakers.

Neal Catlett spoke to the group again about alternative treatment for addiction involving the Ayahsca Church that uses DMT. He brought a video for the group to view but had some sound issues so he agreed to send it to Melissa and she would distribute it to the ASAP group.
