Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:36 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the March meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Beth Poe. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the March bank statement showed a balance of $44,840.27 with $115.49 interest earned.  (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies). Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn, second by Shaye Walker. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Second reading for a request from Spark Ministries for $450 for food for an upcoming Casey’s Law training to be held at Ark of Mercy passed via email after last meeting. Other first read MOAs included Clark Co. Homeless Coalition $450 for NA/AA books, 1st by R. Hake, second by Shaye Walker, motion carried; CCHD/Mental Health Task Force $1650 printing resource guides, 1st by Beth Poe, 2nd by Ramsey Flynn, motion carried; ART $500 for staff training/seminar, 1st Ramsey Flynn, 2nd by Patricia Hopkins, motion carried. Second readings will be done via email due to time constraints.  
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the multi-million-dollar grant UK applied for through the National Institute of Health last December that CCHD and ASAP assisted on was approved. This grant will work to reduce OD deaths by 40% in 3 years with targeted efforts in 17 Kentucky counties, Clark being one. Grant money was also received from the Preparedness Branch at the Dept. for Public Health to help pay for the Too Good for Drugs curriculum that will be implemented in Clark Schools (4-8th grade) in collaboration with CCPS, ASAP, Bluegrass.org and the CCHD for the 2019-2020 school year. Additionally, the Community Opioid Crisis Response Plan partners (law, EMS, hospital, public health, ASAP, government, KIPRC, Detention center, peer support and homelessness all met April 4th at CRMC. The goal is to formulate a plan to recognize when there is a “higher than usual” number of ODs to activate a response that will reduce the number of deaths, etc. The group meets again in May to review data and thresholds. She also reported the KY Harm Reduction Summit was held April 9 in Covington with several CCHD members attending. Finally, the CCHD, CRMC, Better Together Winchester, and the Greater Clark Foundation have partnered to provide a year-long learning journey focused on diversity, equity and inclusion. Implicit Bias was March 8/9. The next one, The Intersection of Race and Culture is May 30/31. See her for more information. Further trainings will be in Sept. and Nov. She reported the Harm Reduction data through April 12 and will email Melissa the report to share.  Unique clients were 158, 16% still share needles, 129 have visited a PSS, Meth is still the drug of choice, needles out 12,809, needles in 8276. She also reported that Hep A continues to decline. Angela Bereznak added the Youth Mental Health First Aid training is May 7, 8-5 at the Central Ky. Education Coop in Lex. She will send Melissa a flyer to forward to the group. Additionally, she continues to do LifeSkills classes at CCHC and ART. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the next narcan event is going to be at Achieving Recovery Together’s new place on West Broadway in May. He is still trying to nail down the exact day but will probably be later in the month. Once it is determined, Melissa will send out all the information. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy was absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Samantha was absent but emailed Melissa – They currently have 47 participants and 10 referrals – 3 that are expected to complete the program within the month. They also have three participants receiving MAT.  
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie was absent but Amber Fields Hull filled in for him. She reported that CR was doing really good. They are doing a fundraiser to help send people to the upcoming Summit. 
ART

Amber reported that the planning for the Rally was in full swing. There are lots of events going on that week. Sept. 7 is the showing of “Ben is Back” at Leeds; Sept 18th is a Treasured A.R.T. Show at the Opera House; Sept. 19 will be the Dangers in Plain Sight: Drugs in Plain Sight event at BCTC ; Sept. 20th “Just on More” One Mile Walk in downtown Winchester with prayer tent, kids zone, live music, guest speakers, and recovery stories; Sept. 21 Run4Recovery 5k/10k and Kids Zone at BCTC. She also reported they have had a huge increase in hospital calls the last few weeks. They have placed 3 our of 5 this week into treatment facilities. They have had lots of other calls for Dr. Chamberlain, DCBS clients, and other referrals. Their recovery coaches have met with clients regularly all month. Their Alcohol Awareness Bag Contest went great. Names of winners will be released next week. Finally, they are humbled to announce they received an award from the KY Public Health Association for outstanding service to the community. 
Spark

Brenda reported they have been super busy! They are planning their trip to Unite in Atlanta and are looking forward to learning and growing. Casey’s Law participants are keeping them busy too, Judge Neal has been extremely helpful. The community training for Casey’s Law is coming up in May (hopefully) and they are working on the details for that. More information coming soon.

Patricia reported they are growing and are now fully staffed at all Clark Co. schools. They are hoping to build an IOP program.
