Call to Order

Statement of Quorum

Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the March meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa Stocker reported the March bank statement showed a balance of $71,973.32 with $48.95 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Harm Reduction Grant monies – including carryover due to Covid). Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Monty Corbett. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Celebrate Recovery had a RFF for $500 to go towards expenses/attendance at the annual CR national event for training, etc. in Dallas. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion passed first reading. 
Health Department Outreach
Melissa reported for Jennifer Gulley from her email:
1. Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Program: Emailed
2. Kentucky Income Reinvestment Program (KIRP).  Valerie Holbert started on 4/4/21 in Clark Co.  She transferred from the Bourbon Co KIRP position, where she had been for the last 2 years. Currently she is in Clark Co 2-3 days/week.  She covers vacancies in Bourbon and Powell while KIRP completes hiring for these counties.  Prior to joining KIRP, Valerie worked in the criminal justice setting.  Her experience includes serving as a regional supervisor for Pretrial Services for the Administrative Office of the Courts, supervising staff in 12 counties.  Before this, she was a program supervisor for Drug Court in Letcher Co.  She is working in another county today but will join ASAP meetings soon.  If there are partners that would like to work with her to provide HIV and Hep C testing for their clients, please contact her at the health department at 859-744-4482.
3. Opioid Crisis Response:  In March there were 18 OD report referrals, ART made 14 home visits, one died as a result of the overdose, 1 entered treatment and 1 was determined not to be an overdose. 
4. HEALing Communities Study:  
a. The subcommittee met 4/6/22 via Zoom.  Next meeting will be May 4th.  Plans are being made for an in-person June subcommittee meeting.
b. The Community Advisory Board met on 4/6/22 via Zoom.
c. Fentanyl Awareness and OEND Stigma are the topics for the 5th and final communications campaign.  
d. Photovoice Project:  The first training was held last week with 9 participants.  This was an excellent training with good participation.  Participants have photo assignments between now and the next meeting/training on 5/4/22.  ~8 additional individuals have expressed interest and our UK contact is exploring having a 2nd Clark Co cohort for this project. 
Kayla Walton, CCHD- Health Education, reported:
1. Mental Health Frist Aid
· Training to become Facilitator for youth mental health first aid will take place in April 27-29.
2. Freedom from Smoking
· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).
· Class beginning April 19 at 6:00 PM at Health Department, taught by Carolyn Burtner with Kayla shadowing.
· Kayla’s training to facilitate this course will take place May 18-20.
· $5.00 for the entire course.
· Freedom from Smoking can be offered to organizations. 
3. Tobacco Treatment Specialist Course
· UK TTS Course Started March 16 and continues for 8 weeks
· Kayla will be trained in providing treatment for tobacco cessation 
4. Healthy Clark County
· Published Facebook page to provide support and education for reducing secondhand smoke in the community.
· Educational graphic has been run in Town Moneysaver catalog.
· Purchasing banners to display at community events/ public spaces.
· Beginning workplan for upcoming grant year. 
5. LifeSkills
· Completed LifeSkills program with 4th grade at Strode Station. Plans to do LifeSkills program with 3rd and 4th grade at Strode Station, and 4th grade at Shearer in 2022-23 school year. Purchased LifeSkills workbooks using the $2000 provided annually by ASAP.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
1. Ron Kibbey reported that the next Mobile Harm Reduction OEND event will be held at Wal-Mart, 12 – 6pm on June 2, 2022.  As in the past ASAP and CCHD will partner with the KDPH and KY Pharmacy Association.  Local partners will again be asked to participate in working the event to provide information and resources (ART, SPARK, CCHD).
