During February:

· HIV – 88 tests (28 SSP, 57 Outreach, 3 walk-in); 18 referrals for follow-up care

· HCV – 13 tests (5 SSP, 8 outreach). Four were new positives and referred to treatment.  Four other clients reported positive HCV status but were not in treatment and were referred. 

During March:

· HIV – 54 tests (18 SSP, 33 Outreach, 3 walk-in); 13 referrals for follow-up care

· HCV – 22 tests (6 SSP, 16 outreach). Five clients reported positive HCV status but were not in treatment and were referred.

· In lieu of the 2nd quarter meeting this year, Community Advisory Board members will be participating in the Substance Use Research Conference at the UK Student Gatton Center on Monday, April 24th.  A report on the conference will be provided at next month’s meeting.  

· The HEALing Communities Study (HCS) Learning Collaborative’s next session is scheduled on May 17, 2023 @ 11:00 am, Addiction and the media: Stigmatizing language and best practices, featuring speaker, Carol Krause, Senior Advisor consultant to National Institute on Drug Abuse and National Institutes of Health.  Following the presentation, there will be a roundtable discussion with Terry DeMio, opioid epidemic reporter with the Cincinnati Enquirer, Brittany Hurley, Peer Support Specialist with Ramey Estep Regroup, and Dr. Alene Kennedy-Hendricks, Assistant Professor with John Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health. The panelists will be discussing best practices when reporting on addiction and the media's response to reducing stigma. 5.  ASAP Overdose Prevention Subcommittee (formerly ASAP HCS Subcommittee):

The subcommittee meets on the first Wednesday of each month at 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid.  Those attending in person meet in the conference room at the CCHD, 400 Professional Avenue.  

· March meeting:  Hilary Surratt, PhD, HCS Clark Co Community Engagement Lead & Renee Tabor, HCS Clark Co Community Coordinator with UK presented on Wave 1 Accomplishments in Clark Co.  Anyone that did not receive the presentation, can contact Jennifer or Melissa.  

· April meeting:  Discussion included passage of HB 353 which decriminalizes test strips used in determining if a controlled substance contains adulterants which can cause physical harm or death (such as fentanyl test strips) and HB 248 which establishes minimum standards for recovery housing.  Also discussed overdose reports and recent deaths (17 reports from dispatch in March with 3 deaths, 6 overdoses between 4/1-4/3 with 2 deaths), and Community Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution event at Wal-Mart, May 5, 2023, 12-6pm.

· Recovery Ready Communities Certification Program – subcommittee is in process of collecting data that demonstrates how Clark Co meets each criterion.

6. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition meets quarterly to review progress on grant funded projects.  The next meeting is May 17, 2023.

9. FR-CARA Grant: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant has expanded for a limited period through September 2023. First responder agencies in 105 counties throughout the state are eligible to request naloxone for FREE. Please share the attached fact sheet with eligible agencies who may be interested. NOTE:  This grant ends 9/30/23.  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.
 MAPP – Substance Abuse Group 
Ron Kibbey reported the mobile event at Walmart will take place May 5, 12 – 6 pm in the same location up by the building. It will be a similar set up as previous events with PSS, HIV and Hep C testing, resources for treatment, and free narcan once trained. March: Calls undetermined (system error), 486 walk-ins, 373 in group meetings, of those 84 PSS

LEAP – 2 referrals, 2 assessments completed, 1 dismissals, 11 active participants 
Free Fair Chance Expungement Expo: May 12, 12-5. Expungement, Fair Chance Employment Opportunities, Education Opportunities. Assistance provided with transportation and expungement certificate fees.

Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported they are doing good. Eight are going to the Summit in California and more will go to the Nashville training. There is a QPR training (suicide prevention) May 13, 9-12. Free but need to register. He will send Melissa the link to share. Carolyn Burtner is the facilitator. He will send a flyer to Melissa to distribute as well. Scott Seitz commented that they are learning that approximately 30% of ODs are actually suicides. Juanita reported the CR is now the presenting sponsor of the Rally for Recovery. Law Enforcement
Berl reported their Rx drug turn-in had 77 lbs. this month so far! A large amount. 
Monty Corbett reported last month had 25 calls for ODs, 5 deaths – 3 males (28, 38, 39 years) and 2 females (both 41). He interviewed Savannah with the Drug Free Club for the WPD facebook page. He and Lindsay presented at the More Empowerment Conference to discuss the LEAP program in Madison. They are interested in starting their own LEAP.
New Business
Melissa encouraged everyone to go vote for the Drug Free Club poster contest they did on peer pressure and substance use. 
Sgt. Corbett reported that there is going to be a training on Xylazine soon. This is a very dangerous drug that narcan does NOT work on. It is being mixed with fentanyl. Lindsay confirmed that UK hospital has had one confirmed case of xylazine use. She is working with the coroner to begin testing for it. 

Dickie asked about meeting in person. Melissa is sending out a survey after she checks with Jennifer about the CCHD hosting the meetings so that it can be hybrid.

KIRP is a partnership between UK and the KY Department for Public Health and is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low-income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. KIRP employs personnel and embeds them into local Harm Reduction Programs at LHDs to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, harm reduction education, and linkages to care for those presenting for services.





Overall Goal:  To implement an evidence-based integrated strategy to reduce opioid-related overdose deaths by 40% in three years in highly affected communities in 4 states (KY, OH, MA, NY) by:


Increasing distribution of naloxone 


Increasing the number of individuals receiving medication treatment for opioid use disorder


Increasing retention of people in treatment beyond 6 months


Increasing the number of people receiving recovery support services


Improving the safety of opioid prescribing and dispensing 





Wave 1 Counties: Clark, Fayette, Madison, Boyle, Franklin, Kenton, Boyd & Floyd. (This phase ended June 30, 2022).


Wave 2 Counties: Jefferson, Knox, Jessamine, Bourbon, Mason, Campbell, Carter, & Greenup. (This phase is projected to end December 31, 2023).


Close out and study analysis is projected to be complete in March 2024.
