1. Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Report

See attached report for July 2020. Melissa emailed out with the documents.
2. Kentucky Income Reinvestment Program (KIRP) Risk Reduction Specialist:  

Introduction of Julie Moon, BSW, employed through UK and embedded in our Harm Reduction Program to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, harm reduction education, and linkages to care for those presenting for services.  For the prior 10 years, Julie was a disease intervention specialist at the Lexington Fayette Co Health Department. 

KIRP is a partnership between UK and the KY Department for Public Health and is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. 
3. Community Opioid Crisis Response  –

KRS 218A.133 When contact information is available for the person who requested emergency medical assistance, it shall be reported to the local health department.  Health department personnel shall make contact with the person who requested emergency medical assistance in order to offer referrals regarding substance abuse treatment, if appropriate.

4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS) reported by Patricia Hopkins:  

· The UK HCS is asking CC ASAP to co-sponsor a “Medication for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) Half & Half Wavier Training Webinar on Thursday, September 17, 2020, 8:00 am – 12:00 pm.  Physicians/APRNs that complete the webinar and the additional 4 hours of self-paced training get free access to the exam to obtain their wavier to prescribe MOUD.  PLEASE NOTE:   The training is open to anyone interested in learning more about the topic and ASAP members are encouraged to participate.  Presenters are Dr. Devin Oller and Dr. Laura Fanucchi, UK addiction medicine physicians. (See attached flyer).
· ASAP BOARD VOTE to Co-Sponsor Training, motion by John Lennon, Chair, passed 100%.
· The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met August 5, 2020 via Zoom to continue work in Phase 4: Community Action Planning (see graphic below on HCS Phases).  Each menu subgroup presented their action plan for subcommittee approval.  All three plans were approved. Each subgroup continues to meet to develop implementation plans for each of the selected strategies. (See attached slides for further information).
· OEND Fast-Tracking:  ART continues to provide OEND at the detention center, HRSEP and through the QRT with the support of HCS.  Currently onboarding New Leaf Recovery.  Others in the works: Kentucky Addiction Center & Beall Recovery (treatment) and New Vista, Mountain Comp Care (community mental health centers).

5. MAPP Partnership:  
· Clark County Wrap Around Services Task Force reconvened July 16th and meets weekly on Thursday’s at 9am.  The group’s work focuses on community issues related to the COVID19 pandemic.  
· Clark County Complete Count Committee:  Clark Co self-response rate, as of 8/17/20, was 73.4%, as compared to Kentucky at 66.4.  Census takers began door to door non-response follow-up on August 11, 2020.
6. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  
· HRSA Rural Communities Opioid Response Program Implementation Grant:  Northeast Area Health Education Center (NE AHEC) received notice of award on August 3rd.  The award is for $1 million over 3 years (September 1, 2020 – August 31, 2023).  This grant establishes programs in three detention centers in the region: Clark, Mason & Powell.  The program, named First Day Forward, is aimed at providing support to promote successful re-entry & long-term recovery through providing peer support specialists and/or mental health counselors to meet with incarcerated individuals with substance use disorder, establish client-centered goals, link to appropriate care and support to assist them with re-entry and long-term recovery. · Rural Health Network Development Program Grant: Notice of Award was received in June. The award is for $900,000 over 3 years (July 1, 2020 – June 30, 2020) and will establish a Medication for Opioid Use Disorder Training Center to support physicians and APRN’s in the region in implementing MOUD into their practice setting.  Additionally, the training center also aims to improve access to Hep C treatment. · The Coalition’s next meeting is August 26th.
Angela Bereznak, CCHD, reported the following:

1. Currently, all health education outreach is being offered using Zoom.
2. Tobacco Grant:  CCHD received a five-year grant to focus on tobacco prevention education and smoke-free environments. Educational messages will be dispersed through billboards and other forms of media.

3. Question, Persuade, Refer (QPR)-Suicide Prevention Training (www.qprinstitute.com) 
a. Offered to community members and to organizations. 

b. No cost associated with this 1 ½ hour training.

c. Next community training scheduled for tomorrow, Friday, July 17, 10:30 a.m.-Noon is full.

4. Life Skills (www.lifeskillstraining.com) 
a.  6th-12th grade curricula have been adapted to an online program during COVID-19. 3rd-5th grade and Parents’ Program has no online program, however, can still be offered. Participants would receive printed book. With online program and with printed book, each session will be led by Health Department staff via Zoom.

b. Life Skills focuses on various topics such as self-esteem, tobacco prevention, and dealing with stress.
c. There is no cost with this curriculum.
5. Freedom from Smoking (www.freedomfromsmoking.org) 
a. Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who wants to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

b. Offered quarterly for community members.

c. Can be offered to organizations.

d. $5.00 per person, one-time fee.

e. 8 weeks, 1 class per week, each class 1.5 hours in length

6. Additional Smoking Cessation Support 

a. Quit Now KY-All Ages 

b. My Life My Quit-17 years and younger 

c. This is Quitting-13-24 years of age
