Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:36 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the July meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Roy Hudson. Second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the July bank statement showed a balance of $50,304.48 with $95.71 interest earned (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Rebecca Kissick-Hake reported she did not have the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity but will catch everyone up next month. They are currently doing the Hep A and B vaccinations at the needle exchange and have had 25 participants for A and 20 for B. The Kentucky numbers continue to climb and have reached 1341 cases so far and Clark is up to 3.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported the next narcan event will be at the Ark of Mercy at the end of the month. He still has one person he needs to confirm and the date will be set. Melissa will get the information out to everyone. After that one there will be two more before November 1. One will be late September and the other will be late October. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported he has continued working with the Greater Clark Foundation and he will report on those results soon.   
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall was absent. Melissa read her email update:
We will have 1 of our case workers (Rebecca Bates) in the Clark office 5 days a week (unless training, etc. is scheduled). We hope this will be helpful to both our participants and the community as a whole. We currently have 33 participants in the Clark programs. We are partnering up with Charla Hylton for a presentation on becoming an organ donor. All Clark DC participants will be attending this event on 8/22. Charla has also offered community service opportunities for the participants to assist with the upcoming 5K. We have numerous participants that have stepped up to volunteer and several that plan to walk/run in the event. One of our aftercare participants hosted a recovery rally for his aftercare project. Mr. Brian Thomas graciously donated and cooked much of the food offered at the event. We have 3 participants scheduled to attend the Bluegrass.org Peer Support Specialist certification program offered in September. One of our recent graduates is now working as a PSS at a nearby residential facility. One thing we are dealing with that the board may be able to assist: Is anyone aware of a local emergency shelter/housing for domestic violence victims/survivors (or any resources)? Thanks and see you next month!

 

Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported that for the time being, JSAP has been suspended due to lack of participants. The senate bill has really burdened the program. They hope it is only temporary. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that they had 24 at the Leaders Meeting. Two new people are interested in starting a CR at their church. There was also a relaunch at River of Life Church. CR has a mental health initiative too and several of the participants say they have these issues and they are hoping to break the stigma. 
ART

Amber reported that in the 80 days they have been open, they have seen 30, with 19 going into long term care, counseling, etc. They are working with the needle exchange and helping with clothing, housing, and other needs. Additionally the EMS have started getting them the information from their calls that don’t go to the ER so ART can follow up with them. ART is also now licensed to distribute narcan. The Rally4Recovery is downtown/BCTC this September 14/15. Melissa will distribute a flyer electronically. 
Spark

No one was present.
Law Enforcement
Berl did not have data, however he reported that their office has seen a decline in OD calls. 
Youth Network
The youth will be assisting at the Dangers in Plain Sight event and also the Rally4Recovery. 
Beall Recovery

Tiffany Osborne reported that they are now offering vivitrol and it is covered by insurance and assistance programs. They also offer sublocade, an injectable form of buprenorphine used to treat opiate addiction. Sublocade releases a steady dose for one month and works by reducing cravings and withdrawal symptoms. 
New Leaf Recovery and Wellness

Shannon Tipton reported that they have added the service of drug testing and can offer help to anyone in the community.   
Mountain Comprehensive Center

Patricia Hopkins reported that they were working to get a grant with the Greater Clark Foundation for a mental health resource guide and other marketing expenses. 

New Business
Melissa gave an update on the “Dangers in Plain Sight”, a three-part community education awareness series for K-12 parents/guardians in an effort to educate and bring awareness to these important issues that affect our youth and community. A lot of work has been going on. She will send out information and flyers to everyone electronically. Help spread the word!

Greg Hollon reported that the CCPS were doing well. There will now be mental health services offered in the Phoenix building via the Ridge.  Mtn. Comp is still in the schools. 
Mayor Burtner informed the group that the City of Winchester had adopted an agreement with the Kentucky League of Cities to have said agreement to sue the drug manufacturers and distributors that have helped create the mess of opioid addiction. The cost of narcan and other services to our city have escalated and have become a burden. So far Winchester is the only city in Kentucky to do so. If they are the only city, then they will join forces with the county and their action. It could take years but they are moving forward.
