Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:31 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the July meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the July bank statement showed a balance of $42,514.81 with $91.14 interest earned.  (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There was a second reading for SPARK Ministries for $1000 to help cover the cost of fees, i.e. serving summons (costs jumped recently from $40 to $70), mental health assessments ($75 if no insurance), Dr. assessments ($40 if no insurance), transportation fees related to rehab, and other expenses involved in the Casey’s Law process on behalf of those in need in Clark County. Additionally, funds will be utilized to help support the Boots on the Ground campaign – which offers gallon size baggies of small, hygienic items and some nonperishables, i.e. vienna’s, crackers, socks, etc. to those who have a substance use disorder and are in need.   Motion to accept as a second reading by Ron Kibbey, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Harm Reduction data for July and will email Melissa the report (along with past few months for comparison) to share.  Unique clients were 76, 17 new clients, with a total of 149 visits, 24% share needles, 69 have visited a PSS, Meth is the single drug of choice (29%), with heroin/meth being the combined drugs of choice (47%), needles out 3129, needles in 2289.

3. UK has posted a position for a Risk Reduction Specialist Associate to be embedded in our Harm Reduction Program to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, counseling, and as indicated, referrals to persons presenting for services.  This position will be employed thru UK with Clark Co as their work location.  This initiative is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. 7. Hepatitis A Outbreak:  6o new cases between July 7th – August 3rd in the state.  As of August 3rd, the state case count is now at 4,837.  Outbreak approaching 2 years.  Clark County has had no new cases reported since week ending March 23, 2019.  (Clark’s numbers: Total cases: 93, Confirmed: 0, Probable: 57, Suspected: 36, Incidence Rate: 258 per 100,000 population).

· HEALing Communities – Kentucky Study:  Advisory Board meeting September 6, 2019.  The web-site created for the study is http://www.uky.edu/healingstudy/
· Northeast Area Health Education Center’s (AHEC) Northeast Kentucky Rural Communities Opioid Response Consortium:  meets August 29, 2019.  This HRSA funding planning grant project specifically targets five rural counties (Lawrence, Mason, Nicholas, Powell, and Robertson) and rural census tracts in two urban counties (Clark and Greenup) to examine the specific needs of our community related to opioid abuse and develop a plan to address the opioid crisis as a consortium of community service providers.   The grant period is from Jun 1, 2019 – May 31, 2020.
