4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS):  

The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met August 17, 2022. Six were present in person at the health department and 4 via Zoom.  The subcommittee did not meet in July. Meeting highlights are as follows:

a. Discussed revision to subcommittee name since our portion of the study has ended.  Will be e-mailing members for thoughts/suggestions.  

b. Focus Area Updates:

· OEND

i. August 31, 2022 is the last day Prevention Specialists, employed through the HCS, will be covering Clark Co.  They have provided OEND at community events and had a monthly schedule of sites.

ii. Discussed sites where the highest need was demonstrated and requested data from UK (Renee Tabor) in order to evaluate. Discussed subcommittee continuing to offer community OEND on some level and the solicitation of members to volunteer to staff the events.  Further discussion tabled.

iii. Pioneer Festival: NE AHEC staff that are part of the Substance Use Response Coalition are willing to provide OEND on 9/3/22 at the Festival.  Jennifer reports that the HD will be able to access KORE Narcan for this event.

iv. FRCARA Naloxbox Placement – CCHD received one Naloxbox under the FRCARA grant. Discussion was held regarding the difficulty in identifying locations for Naloxboxes under the HCS study and it was noted that all 5 were still pending after many months of planning/discussion.  Members were able to see the Naloxbox and are considering locations. Further discussion tabled until subcommittee receives an update from HCS in September on the following Naloxbox locations under the HCS study, which will be supplied through 2022:

1. Summit Apartments (2 boxes) on Oxford Drive (pending), 

2. Apple Market (1 box) on VanMeter (still waiting on Corporate), 

3. Speedway (1 box) on Maple (still waiting on Corporate),

4. Dairy Queen (1 box), Main Street

(NOTE: An additional Naloxbox was being installed at Goodwill as of the June meeting).

· MOUD

i. Nontasha Rose provided an update on the Home Incarceration linkage, EKR retention, and Clark and Madison Drug Court linkage and retention programs. She and Tony Kirk presented on the home incarceration program to Fiscal Court on 7/13/22.

· Safe Rx/Disposal – no updates.

c. Communications: (Henry Branham, Communications Champion)

· Henry reported that he has “Save A Life” cups, chapsticks and grocery bags for distribution.  Group discussed using these at future community OEND events.
· Sustainability: 
i. Jennifer reported that she, on behalf of CCHD, had received the electronic files of all materials developed during the study for us.  Melissa Stoker also requested the files. Regarding the printed material request, each of the palm cards developed during Campaign 1 and 5 were requested.  To date, we have only received one from Campaign 1 and 2 from Campaign 5.  Jennifer will follow-up. 
ii. The Clark County HEALing Communities Study social media pages were to be rebranded to ASAP and to give Melissa access to update.  We currently still have two FB pages: Clark County Agency for Substance Abuse Policy with 26 likes and Clark Co-HEALing Communities Study with 265 likes.   

· International Overdose Awareness Day, August 31st: members discussed displaying purple pinwheels on the court house lawn on this date to represent the number of overdoses. Discussed time period to represent (2022 to date, calendar year 2021, etc) and data source to use (911 calls, KIPRC data, etc). Also discussed a banner describing what the pinwheels are for, as well as a proclamation.  Tasha Rose identified a donor for the pinwheels, JuaNita working on a banner. NOTE: During this report at the 8/18/22 ASAP meeting, Dickie Everman said that Celebrate Recovery would donate the banner.  JuaNita Everman and Teresa Daniels agreed to take the lead on this event and to collaborate with Judge Branham.

d. Community Advisory Board (CAB) Update: Jennifer reported on the 7/13/22 meeting:

· Wave 1 counties (Clark, Floyd, Franklin, Kenton, Madison, Boyd, Boyle and Fayette) ended on June 30, 2022.

· Wave 2 counties (Jefferson, Campbell, mason, Bourbon, Jessamine, Greenup, Carter and Knox) began Phase 1 of the study on July 1, 2022. This wave goes through December 2023.

· Close out and study analysis is projected for March 2024.

· Chairs and champions from each county were recognized.

· Ron Kibbey and Henry Branham attended the meeting, along with 2 other Photovoice participants, Scott Seitz and Victoria Benge.

· Photovoice Project:  Project work from all 8 Wave 1 counties was presented and on display.  At yesterday’s subcommittee meeting Jennifer gave an update on the project and palm cards were on display from all the photos taken during the project.  She requested time on an upcoming ASAP agenda to present the project.

e. NEXT ASAP HCS SUBCOMMITTEE MEETING: SEPTEMBER 13, 2022, 9:30 – 11:30am at CCHD. This meeting will be with research team members and reach data will be presented.

f. KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - is an educational resource open to people living, working, or serving clients/patients in a HCS Wave 1 or Wave 2 community. CE credits available for physicians, pharmacists, nurses, social workers, and KY-licensed Drug & Alcohol Counselors.  If you participated in these sessions during Wave 1 you must sign back up for Wave 2.
· Weekly electronic newsletter and weekly one-hour educational sessions held via Zoom on Thursday’s 11:30am – 1:00pm.

5. FR-CARA Grant: In 2019, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was awarded the First Responders-Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) grant by SAMHSA to expand naloxone training and dispensing for first responders throughout rural Appalachian counties and to increase awareness for ongoing harm reduction activities and personal safety measures for opioid exposures.  The grant period is 9/30/19 – 9/29/23. Clark County is covered under this grant as of May 2022.  All eligible agencies have been notified and a fact sheet on the program is in the May 2022 ASAP minutes.  NOTE:  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.
6. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition met August 17, 2022. Beck Whipple, KY Suicide Prevention Coordinator presented on Suicide Prevention programming, including 988.  The coalition is funded by a Rural Health Network Development grant, now in its final year, and is preparing to apply for another round of funding.  This requires either an expansion in the service area or an expansion of focus.  Members are considering expanding focus to suicide prevention because of the overlap between SUD and suicide (~50% of youth suicide toxicology’s reveal substances).  The coalition meets quarterly. 

7. Community Health Assessment and Improvement Planning Update:  The health department is currently working on compiling a county data profile and establishing a timeline for this assessment cycle, which includes a community survey, focus groups and an assessment of the local public health system.  Two facilitated community forums have been scheduled and all are asked to plan to attend both events:  November 30, 2022 & December 14, 2022.  A Zoom kick-off is being planned in the coming weeks.  Information forthcoming.

8. Overdose Education and Free Naloxone is available at Clark County Health Department for walk-ins or online.  See the attached flyer, post in your organizations and share with others.  Narcan can only be mailed to Clark County addresses.

1. Mental Health Frist Aid

· Taught Youth Mental Health First Aid to CCPS Staff at the Cardinal Connection Academy, had 22 participants in the course. 
2. Freedom from Smoking

· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

· Class began 8/16/2022 at 6:00 PM at Health Department, taught by Carolyn Burtner. Interested participants can contact health department, health education (859-744-1488 ext 2012).

· Working to complete a media campaign and planning out video PSA’s by Something Mohr Media

· Working with Strode Station and Shearer Elementary schools to teach the LifeSkills courses to students (8 week program) in the fall semester

Celebrate Recovery
Dickey Everman reported an update that CR was doing great – took 14 people to a training in Fort Wayne, IN last month. It was a great experience for everyone. The teen program, The Landing and Celebration Place for kids is picking up with more participants. They are having a great turnout at meetings, dinner is offered so long as participants attend the meeting (having about 30 to 40 participants). They are planning to do a series about Celebrate Recovery to try and break the stigma that it is all about drugs and alcohol.  

ART

Juanita reported the June/July QRT (quick response team) data: 70 referrals, 3 fatalities, 7 narcans, 22 treatment, 10 transports. The RCC had 544 walk-ins, ~900 phone calls, 118 meetings with peer support specialists, 142 participants attended a support group. Received (?) Foundation Grant to work with Phoenix students for a year (about 15 kids). They have several upcoming events: Redeeming Grace Recovery Event (8/20), Rally for Recovery (8/23 @ 6pm at the courthouse) with Run (8/24 Next Morning), Webinar FB Live Rally with UnShame KY (8/25 @ 1pm), Harm Reduction Event in Nicholasville (8/26), Voices of Hope Event (8/27), Overdose Event with Mt Sterling (8/31), TBD on Clark County Overdose Event. The had successful QPR training and HIV testing last month.
