Health Department Outreach
Leslie Aitken reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 1, 2017 to Feb. 9, 2018: 83 unduplicated participants, 458 total visits, 7557 needles collected, 10,934 needles dispensed. She also reported for Jennifer Gulley about the upcoming Kentucky Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Program summit (HRSEP) to be held March 13. Additionally ASAP is a sponsor of The Power of Prescribing: Addiction Consequences of Opioid Rx event to be held Tuesday, Feb. 27th for any Dr., Dentist, PA, etc. Any ASAP board member that would like to help, please contact Jennifer and also help spread the word. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the MAPP group has still not met but hope to get back together soon. He also reported that Shaye and himself are meeting with Chamber President Cindy Banks to do a presentation on overdoses with the goal of establishing a way to reach a segment of the population our community forums are not reaching. There are trainings coming up that are all part of the CORE grant. One is for First Responders and it is March 15, 9-11 at the Clark Extension Office. Another is scheduled for April 5 at BCTC, 11:30 – 12:30 that is open to the community.  Ron also reported that our next narcan event is scheduled for March 12 at the Cairn Coffee House, 7-8. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy was absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall was absent but sent an account via email to Melissa: “Our program continues to grow and filter new referrals. Judge Clouse (Circuit Court/DC) is retiring 2/16 but he will continue to preside over the Circuit DC until further notice. We have all 3 grant positions filled through Bluegrass and our enhanced services are in full swing. I don't have a list with me to give you an exact number of participants, but Clark Co continues to be our largest program.”
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they currently have two participants, one pending and another waiting to get approved.
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that Celebrate Recovery is going well. Amber is starting a new Step Study at Grace Baptist. At the state level they are doing P8 (Principle 8) rallies to network – all leaders get together and agree to follow certain guidelines, share testimonies, etc. Juanita reported that the new nonprofit, Achieving Recovery Together (ART) has gotten the approval from the hospital to go in and meet with overdose patients and their families (discussing treatment options, recovery, etc). They will start soon but need to get prevention contacts trained.  
Law Enforcement
James reported that for December they had 11.4 lbs of non scheduled and 57 units of scheduled. January had 9.6 and 83, and Feb. had 10.8 and 75 respectively. Take Back Day is scheduled for April 28, 10-2 at the WPD. Berl was absent.
Youth Network
Melissa reported the youth had recorded their Kick Butts Day video for Baker Intermediate and the slogan contest would begin soon. Kick Butts Day is March 21.
