Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:30 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the January meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Roy Hudson. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy Curtis reported the January bank statement showed a balance of $55,169.35 with $120.87 interest earned.  (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept by Joy Curtis, second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Melissa put a motion to the board to use $500 of the Community Awareness funds from current budget to aid in the awareness project Beautiful Boy, a movie on addiction ASAP is partnering with Bluegrass.org (who has contributed $1,000). The movie will play at the Leeds Theatre on the evening of May 18th and will have guest speakers, etc. Motion to accept by Joy Curtis, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley was absent (Angela Bereznak attended), Melissa gave the emailed report from Jennifer:

1. Last month I shared information about the Opioid Crisis funding opportunity from the Preparedness Branch at the Department for Public Health. We received grant awards the following grant awards:

Awareness/Education: In collaboration with Greg Hollon, Clark County Schools; Chief Palmer, WPD; Shaye Walker, Bluegrass.org; and Melissa Stocker, ASAP, the health department submitted a proposal and was awarded funding to purchase the Too Good For Drugs curriculum to be implemented in Clark County Schools in grades 4-8. The amount awarded was $7,067.15. The health department will be working with the schools to purchase the curriculum ASAP.

Staff Training: the health department was awarded funding to support harm reduction staff’s travel expenses to the Harm Reduction Summit and attendance at Hazeldon Betty Ford Foundation trainings being scheduled across the state by the KY Department for Behavioral Health, Developmental and Intellectual Disabilities.  
2. The University of Kentucky applied for a multi-million-dollar grant from the National Institutes of Health in December with the goal of reducing OD deaths by 40% in 3 years with targeted efforts in 17 Kentucky counties, Clark being one. UK was notified last week that their proposal made the first round of cuts and that they have been selected for a site visit by the NIH. Five people from the NIH and 15 scientific reviewers will be visiting UK on Thursday, February 27 from 8:30am - 1:00pm. From 9:00 – 10:30am at the UK Bill Gatton Student Center, there will be a series of presentations by government officials and UK faculty and other scientists involved in the proposal. UK asks for as many community partners to be in the audience as possible. Any ASAP members interested in attending can contact me for further details.  
3. The Kentucky Harm Reduction Summit will be held on Tuesday, April 9, 2019 in Covington, Kentucky. The summit is an all-day event and is free. Specific details have not yet been released. I will send details to Melissa for distribution as soon as they are available.  
4. The health department, CRMC, Better Together Winchester and the Greater Clark Foundation have partnered to provide a year-long learning journey focused on diversity, equity and inclusion. Health equity was discussed as a focus in all of our community health improvement coalitions when we updated our MAPP assessment in 2016. The first training, Implicit Bias: Starting the Conversation, will be offered at 3 times on March 8th and the morning of March 9th. Other trainings will be provided in May, September and November (dates being set). See handout. I hope that you will participate! There is a registration link in the handout, which helps us plan room set up. Please share with your organizations, family and friends. Call me if you have questions.  
5. Hepatitis A Outbreak: Ongoing since November 2017. Beginning to see a decline in number of cases reported in the state per week with 69 reported the week of January 27th. Counts as of February 9, 2019 in the state: 4091; Hospitalizations, 1982; Deaths 40, Clark cases 85; Confirmed 0; Probably 53; Suspected 32.
· Message: Get vaccinated if you haven’t already and use proper handwashing!
Jennifer Gulley also submitted the Clark Co. Needle Exchange data. The activity for this report is from November 1, 2018 to February 21, 2019: 131 Unique Clients; 39 New Clients; Total Visits 399; 34% had a history of overdose; 16% reported needle sharing; 77.5% reported reusing needles; of the 399 visits, 23% (93) connected with a peer support specialist; 8349 needles out and 5312 needles in. The full report will be emailed to the board, etc. with the Feb. minutes. 
Angela Bereznak added that smoking classes are on-going at Clark Rx and they are using the patches ASAP provides. She is also giving presentations on juuling and second hand smoke and is doing the Reduce the Risk program at the high school. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the next narcan event will be Feb. 27, 7:00 at the Cairn. It will be the same format as before with speakers from the CCHD, Spark, and adding ART. Tanya Meeks is the main presenter for the training. The mental health/addiction support guides are still being worked on. Melissa updated the ASAP (blue) guides and handed them out and emailed copies. Additionally it is on the ASAP website.
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported there is no new news.   
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported they have 41 participants with more coming in. They have a graduation on March 14 at 4:00 in the Circuit Courthouse. She also reported they have a Case Manager position open and her position is now also open as she has been promoted to Operations Supervisor Regions 4-8 and will cover multiple counties. Everyone congratulated her – she is awesome!
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported they had their national one day training and there were over 1200 in attendance. The event was held at the Immanuel Baptist Church in Lexington. They added a new state rep in Louisville – have six now! Both local CRs are doing great and growing. 
ART

Juanita reported that they have moved into their new office on Broadway, although they are still painting etc. They hope to have the office open in March when they can have lifeskill classes, peer support, etc. Amber added they have 3 new peer support specialists training in family/youth. They continue to work with the Needle Exchange Program. Additionally they are working with County Attorney Ekins on how to get users into treatment and also working with CRMC on finding providers that aren’t currently working with them. 
Spark

Brenda was absent however Melissa reported they are super busy and continue to grow! 
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia was absent, Teresa Johnson reported they have new Peer support group that starts this Friday at 5pm. It will cover dual diagnosis topics and focus on recovery support and relapse prevention. The group is being led by Nicole Davis, PSS of their Montgomery County MCCC Clinic. She has a passion for serving and experience specific to substance use group counseling. They are still in search of a supervisor for their youth program.

Youth Network
Melissa reported the youth were currently working on the Kick Butts Day project. 
New Business
Misty Fresca of Spectrum and Molly McClure of RedHat Creative gave a brief presentation about direct marketing spots they are doing in other counties online to bring awareness to addiction. They are working with a few other ASAPs producing spots about needle exchanges, meth addiction etc. Once they are produced they will show on various streaming methods through Spectrum for a fee. The board tabled the idea for now; Jim Bush gave an update on Bluegrass.org – they had applied for a grant with ART for four counties but did not get. They are looking to develop an IOP in the same space as the TRP (therapeutic rehab program) at Comp Care; Debbie Hall said they had noticed a gap in the IOP (intense outpatient program) here as they have to outsource to other counties; Carolyn Burtner said the Mental Health Task Force is planning an art show (mental health/drug ct) at Leeds on May 17, 5-8; John Lennon reported the Truths and Consequences event is still on for the freshmen at GRC on Friday, April 12. There is an orientation meeting March 20; The mayor reported the city continues to work on the lawsuit against the drug manufacturers and distributors; Teresa Daniels reported that there will be a meeting for the Human Trafficking group on March 11, 12:00 @CRMC for anyone that would like to attend – RSVP; Jerian of The Ridge reported that there will be a CEU event April 26 at the Marriot. She will send a flyer to Melissa to distribute.
