Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:32 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. John Lennon motioned to accept Teresa Daniels, Clark Regional Medical Center to the ASAP board, Janna Smith moving to Advisory. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the January meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy Curtis reported the January bank statement showed a balance of $44,860.74 with $73.47 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Ron requested $500 for advertising an additional community forum on narcan - first reading, motion by Lisa Blythe, second by Layne Caldwell. Motion carried

ART requested $1500 for their annual Alcohol Bag Project - first reading, motion for $800 by 

Ron Kibbey, second by Shaye Walker. Motion carried.

Ron proposed a program at the Detention Center for MRT (Moral Reconation Therapy) certification and training books, TBD at a later date. Estimates are $600 to certify the trainer and $300 for book. Ron has a volunteer in the industry that would work for free. He has discussed with the jail and they are interested. There was heavy discussion on whether this program is evidence based for drug use reduction. Support for the program was strong from some,  however, will need more information and discussion as move forward. TBD. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the following:
1. Harm Reduction data for January -  will email Melissa the report to share.  Unique clients were 80, 17 new clients, with a total of 181 visits, 86 referrals to PSS, 7 to clinic, 1 to treatment; meth is the single drug of choice (59%), needles out 3759, needles in 2966. 
2. Community Opioid Crisis Response Planning –
KRS 218A.133 When contact information is available for the person who requested emergency medical assistance, it shall be reported to the local health department.  Health department personnel shall make contact with the person who requested emergency medical assistance in order to offer referrals regarding substance abuse treatment, if appropriate.

3. HEALing Communities Study (HCS) Subcommittee:  
· Welcome: Redonna Chandler, Ph.D., Director of the HEALing Communities Study at the National Institute on Drug Abuse.

· Welcome, Melissa Frazier, Clark Co HCS Community Coordinator

· First meeting held on February 5, 2020 at the Clark Co Health Department with 21 present.  Dr. Sharon Walsh, Principal Investigator for the Kentucky study, and Dr. Hilary Surratt, UK project team member, answered committee members’ questions about various study components. · February 18, 2020 – Laura Fanucchi, M.D., Hilary Surratt and Jennifer attended CRMC’s General Medical Staff meeting.  Dr. Fanucchi presented on the HCS. The purpose was to increase awareness of the study among providers, invite their participation in the local work, and promote the availability of wavier training.   
· Next HCS Subcommittee meeting: March 4, 2020, 9:30 – 11:00 am at the Clark Co Extension Office.  This meeting will focus on a deep dive into the ORCCA.
4. MAPP Partnership:  The Clark County Complete Count Committee held a workshop yesterday at the health department.  Attendees (25) reviewed our 2010 Census participation by census tract and worked on a plan for outreach.  We need robust representation from our schools, government, business, health and the community.  The Committee will meet next on February 26th at 1:30 at the Library.  All are welcome! Clark County’s participation rate in the 2000 census was 74% and in 2010 was 76%. WE CAN DO BETTER!!
Remember the importance of working to ensure all of our residents are counted.  Census data is used to: 

· distribute more than $675 billion annually in federal funds back to tribal, state and local governments, 

· redistricting of state legislative districts,

· forecasting of future transportation needs,

· determining areas eligible for housing assistance and rehabilitation loans, and

· assisting our local government in planning and implementing programs and services and emergency response.

5. The Clark County Mental Health & Substance Misuse Resource Guides, as well as magnets, are still available. 6. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  Coalition met on February 17th to begin drafting the work plan for their HRSA grant application that would provide a substance use program in 4 county jails/detention centers (Clark, Mason, Powell and Greenup), as well as linkages and recovery supports upon release.  The next meeting of the Coalition is scheduled for February 26, 2020 to continue drafting the work plan. NOTE:  The Coalition updated the name from “Opioid Response” to “Substance Use” to reflect the broader coalition focus.
7. University of Kentucky Syringe Exchange Program Grant, “Examining Social Influences on Syringe Exchange Uptake”:  Data collection continues in Owsley county.
Angela Bereznak Reported:
Youth Mental Health First Aid
-Youth Mental Health First Aid training is scheduled March 10, 2020 at the Clark County Health Department (CCHD), 8:00-5:00 p.m. Capacity is 25 participants; 5 spots available. Contact Angela Bereznak for the registration link: 859-744-4482 or Angelar.Bereznak@ky.gov. There is no charge for the training: it is sponsored by the Kentucky Department of Education through the Project AWARE grant.

Freedom from Smoking -Continuing Freedom from Smoking; there are three participants enrolled. The next course will begin in April, exact date not set. Information for upcoming classes are posted on the CCHD’s Facebook page, website, and in Winchester Sun at least two weeks before the 8-week course begins. $5 per person for the entire course. NicoDerm CQ patches are sponsored by ASAP.

-Freedom from Smoking Courses can be offered on site for businesses, agencies, and organizations. The cost is $5 per person.

UK HEALing

In addition to Jennifer Gulley’s report above, heavy discussion on the Partnership Agreement between the ASAP board and UK HCS. A copy was distributed to the group and if there are no changes by noon tomorrow, it will stand as it. Board will do an email vote on this version. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported the next MAPP meeting is March 25, 8:30- 12 at the Clark Extension Office. Additionally, there is another narcan training to be held at the Clark Public Library on March 16, 7:00. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy reported no new changes.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Kelsey reported District has 34 active participants, 7 utilizing MAT and 9 referrals, and 10 suspended. There is a graduation set for March 24, 4:00 at the Circuit Courthouse. They are planning a family fun day event at Equine Stables. Susan VanStone gave a presentation about providing Relapse Prevention Yoga to Drug Court participants and has ambitions to expand yoga services in the Madison community as well as Clark. They work to help with problems that can come after addiction, i.e.  low self-esteem, etc. She also said she needs funding, several offered places where she could look into grants.
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie was absent so Juanita reported they are seeing a large increase in all CR attendance. She reported that Donna Carter of the new CR at First Baptist is very interested in doing a narcan event. They also would like to have one for all CR Leaders at some point. 
ART

Amber said they have been working on the Alcohol Awareness Program and the Rally for this year. She also reported the following:

· Clark Regional Medical Center Quick Response Team- Visited with 4 individuals in February 3 of which have entered a treatment program. 75% success.

· Overdose Follow-ups- 9 suspected overdoses so far in February resulting in 1 death. 3 people trained to use narcan, 6 resource packets distributed. 

· Harm Reduction Program- ART has trained 17 individuals to administer Narcan. 52 hygiene packs have been distributed. 1 person entered treatment. 

· Transportation- ART has transported 8 individuals to treatment from the detention center. 

· ART walk-ins- 6 new walk-ins for treatment options in February, 5 of which utilized recovery services. 5 consistent clients who meet with peer support on a regular basis. They had five yesterday!

Spark

No one was present, Melissa Stocker updated the group that things were picking up since Brenda has been back. They filed 3 Casey’s apps in Clark over the last three days; got 2 into rehab without Casey’s; started calling New Vista for assessments. They are looking for an office if anyone has any input – free or very cheap.

Patricia reported things were going well, everything up and running including the IOP. All classes for youth and adults are going strong.

He does the referrals; Natalie Riney with New Vista’s Recovery Oriented System of Care gave an overview of ROSC, which provides support for substance-exposed infants, mothers, and families. Brochures were distributed; Tara McGuire of New Vista gave an update on the proposed bills at the KY General Assembly that involve alcohol. In particular she pointed out the bill that will allow alcohol to be shipped directly to homes and the negative impacts this could have; Melissa Stocker reported the youth network is working on the annual Kick Butts Day slogan contest at Baker Int.
