· HCV – 18 tests (5 SSP, 13 outreach). Six were new positives and referred to treatment.  Eight other clients reported positive HCV status but were not in treatment and were referred.

4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS) Updates:  Study website: http://www.uky.edu/healingstudy/

Community Advisory Board met on January 19, 2023 via Zoom.  I serve as Clark Co ASAP’s representative on this board. 

· Study Progress Update: Dr. Sharon Walsh, principal investigator, provided an overview of Wave 1 accomplishments and ongoing work, as well as an update on Wave 2 progress. As of the meeting date, the HCS Data Team was processing data to close out Wave 1 and submitting finalized data to the data coordinating center for analyses. Writing teams were working on drafting initial key outcome manuscripts comparing Wave 1 vs. Wave 2 (OEND, MOUD expansion/retention, Overdose deaths).

· Policy Update:  

· Two recent legal cases in KY regarding the enforcement of ADA as it applies to persons with OUD and those taking MOUD were shared.  These cases make it clear that certain discrimination protections under the ADA apply to persons with OUD and those taking MOUD.

· Detention Center Case – required to offer all 3 FDA approved medications for opioid use disorder. Link to press release: Eastern District of Kentucky | U.S. Attorney’s Office Announces Agreement to Ensure Access to Medications for Opioid Use Disorder at Fayette County Detention Center | United States Department of Justice
· Behavioral Health Outpatient Center Case – a potential patient filed a complaint, citing they were denied service at the behavioral health facility because they had OUD and were taking buprenorphine. Link to press release: Eastern District of Kentucky | U.S. Attorney’s Office Reaches Settlement with Ashland-based Hospital Resolving Alleged Violations of the Americans with Disabilities Act | United States Department of Justice
· Amendments to KRS 217.186, effective July 14, 2022:  Changed naloxone to “opioid antagonist” and added language explicitly authorizing a person or agency to provide naloxone to others and immunity from civil and criminal liability for doing so.

· Nalmefene, a new opioid antagonist alternative to naloxone. Released in 2022 for use in hospitals and emergency departments.  A nasal spray formulation is in development with approval expected late February.  Has a much longer half-life meaning it will stay in the system longer.

· Over-the-counter naloxone products in development:

· Naloxone 3mg nasal spray (ReVive) by Harm Reduction Therapeutics – market entry in early 2024.

· Naloxone nasal swab (NaxSwab OTC) under development by Pocket Naloxone Corp. 4-12mg doses under investigation.

· Narcan: Rx to OTC switch – Emergent Biosolutions announced 12/6/22 FDA acceptance and priority review of their new drug application for OTC Narcan nasal spray. Anticipated that we see this in early 2023.
KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - educational resource open to people living, working, or serving clients/patients.  This is now open statewide. CE credits available for physicians, pharmacists, nurses, social workers, and KY-licensed Drug & Alcohol Counselors.  Weekly educational sessions are held via Zoom on Thursday’s 11:30am – 1:00pm.

5.  ASAP Overdose Prevention Subcommittee (formerly ASAP HCS Subcommittee):

The subcommittee last met on Wednesday, February 1, 2023 at CCHD with 27 present.  Agenda items included:

· Recovery Ready Communities Certification Program – Dallas Hurley, JD was our guest speaker. He provided an overview of the program and answered questions about the set of 80 criteria, which is divided into 3 categories (Prevention, Treatment and Recovery Support).  The total points required per category is based on population size.  This is an online application. A site visit is conducted to verify information in the application and to learn more about programs/services the community wants to showcase. Site visit team makes recommendation to the Advisory Council who makes determination.  Certification is for a 3 year period. (HB7, 2021). The subcommittee decided to set up a Google Doc for members/organizations to list evidence of how each criterion is met to identify potential gaps and areas of needed improvement. · Sgt Corbett reviewed the 2022 Clark Co Overdose Data based on calls for service.

· Brief discussion of community health assessment strategic priorities and the need for volunteers to review and draft an updated strategic plan to present to ASAP.

6. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition meets quarterly to review progress on grant funded projects.  The coalition met yesterday, February 15, 2023.  Guest speakers were First Day Forward peers from Clark, Montgomery and Carter counties who spoke about their successes and barriers.  With HRSA funding for First Day Forward ending in August 31, 2023, NE AHEC is working on a SAMSHA grant application to continue this program.  A coalition fact sheet is attached that explains the current grant funded projects.

7. Community Health Assessment and Improvement Planning Update:

Next steps are for existing groups in the identified areas to begin updating/revising their strategic plan and new groups will be formed to explore a direction for Child and Family Wellness and MAPP Partnership Membership & Communications.  Thanks to those who have volunteered to work on reviewing and drafting a revision of ASAP’s plan for the 2023 Clark County Community Health Improvement Plan.  The strategic issue chart has been updated with the Healthy Clark County Coalition.
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8. CCHD Overdose Education Naloxone Distribution (OEND):  Naloxone can be obtained by walking in at the health department or the Recovery Community Center at 37 S Main St or by completing an online training at https://www.clarkhealthdept.org/overdoseeducation.html and requesting a box to be mailed (Clark Co, KY addresses only).  Contact us for to share electronically/post in your offices.  Please share this information widely.
9. FR-CARA Grant: In 2019, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was awarded the First Responders-Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) grant by SAMHSA to expand naloxone training and dispensing for first responders throughout rural Appalachian counties and to increase awareness for ongoing harm reduction activities and personal safety measures for opioid exposures.  The grant period is 9/30/19 – 9/29/23. Clark County was covered under this grant as of May 2022.  NOTE:  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.

 MAPP – Substance Abuse Group 
Ron Kibbey reported he and Jennifer G. completed a narcan training for Martha Miller and County Attorney Elkins staff members located in the District Court building. They also did one for the Kiwanis Club. Both events distributed 12-14 dual doses of narcan. The mobile narcan event at Wal-Mart’s parking lot has been approved and set for May 5, 12-6. The same set up that has been used in the past will be arranged. There will be some resource tables for prevention and education set up as well. He is doing a presentation tomorrow at CCCS with the Leadership Group for high school juniors to discuss ASAP and what we have going on in the community.

Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported things are great. They are having 60-80 on average each week. The teen program is also picking up, averaging 8-10 on Tuesdays. Nationally, they have a new state rep, Eddie Plaster from Grace Baptist. New CR locations are being developed.

Other Agencies

Teresa Johnson announced she is no longer with Mtn Comp, now is with New Day. They have the new men’s facility that opened Jan 16 housing 28 and women’s has 40. They have 2 IOPs going as well.  

Natasha Kirk, E. KY Recovery, reported they have opened their groups up for virtual. Transportation has been an issue so this should help. 
Law Enforcement
Berl had no updates. Monty Corbett reported last month had 13 calls for ODs, one was medical, one suicide, 11 actual ODs, with one of those resulting in OD death. Of those 11, 5 had already been given one narcan before WPD arrived. He reported the younger population’s use is on the rise – for use and distributing. Illegals are paying juveniles to circulate them because they don’t get the same jail sentence that adults do. KY/TN/WV reported 184,382 fake fentanyl pills confiscated in all of 2022; 316 lbs. of fentanyl powder. There are two specific drug cartels running through the area – task forces with the DEA are working to stop but it’s cyclical. There is an 800 number and tip line people can use to report suspicious activity. Melissa suggested ASAP start promoting those. 
New Business
LeAnn Taylor addressed the issues GRC is having with vaping. The principal had inquired about sensors to detect, however LeAnn said those are not evidence-based so not sure of validity or how long may work, if at all. She said education is the key – suggested the program #ICanEndtheTrend, etc. They are a group of college students that come and speak to schools. RDC is currently scheduled to have them. GRC would benefit, bookings fill up fast! 
Melissa Stocker advised the board she would be sending out an email for board nominations to fill the empty spot vacated by Patricia Hopkins. They will send in nominations and then she will email out a list to vote on. Melissa is currently working on the regular ASAP budget for 2024.

KIRP is a partnership between UK and the KY Department for Public Health and is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low-income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. KIRP employs personnel and embeds them into local Harm Reduction Programs at LHDs to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, harm reduction education, and linkages to care for those presenting for services.





Overall Goal:  To implement an evidence-based integrated strategy to reduce opioid-related overdose deaths by 40% in three years in highly affected communities in 4 states (KY, OH, MA, NY) by:


Increasing distribution of naloxone 


Increasing the number of individuals receiving medication treatment for opioid use disorder


Increasing retention of people in treatment beyond 6 months


Increasing the number of people receiving recovery support services


Improving the safety of opioid prescribing and dispensing 





Wave 1 Counties: Clark, Fayette, Madison, Boyle, Franklin, Kenton, Boyd & Floyd. (This phase ended June 30, 2022).


Wave 2 Counties: Jefferson, Knox, Jessamine, Bourbon, Mason, Campbell, Carter, & Greenup. (This phase is projected to end December 31, 2023).


Close out and study analysis is projected to be complete in March 2024.
