Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:36 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the November meeting were reviewed. Shaye pointed out that Shawn Freeman is the Director of Prevention at Bluegrass.org and not her replacement. Additionally, Jerian Petry was listed as Jen (should have been Jerian). Motion to accept with changes by Roy Hudson. Second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy reported the November bank statement showed a balance of $48,723.15 with $62.84 interest earned. The December bank statement showed a balance of $47,556.33 with $73.56 interest earned. Motion to accept both by Dickie Everman, second by Leslie Aitken. Motion’s carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

RFF for Project Graduation request for $500. This is already in the ASAP budget. Motion to approve by Joy Curtis. Second by Leslie Aitken. Motion carried.  
Health Department Outreach
Leslie Aitken reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 1, 2017 to January 12, 2018: 69 unduplicated participants (a year ago for 7/16 – 1/17 had 71), 393 total visits (year ago had 218), 6879 needles collected (a year ago had 3726), 9569 needles dispensed (year ago had 5141). There are a lot more needles off the streets, etc. She also said Jennifer was continuing work on the Strategic Plan draft with Joe. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the MAPP group has not met but hope to get back together soon. He also reported our next Community Forum for narcan training will probably be the end of February or early March as we are waiting for the weather to hopefully improve so more people will come. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy said there were 21 overdoses last year in Clark and so far this year there have already been 2. He is working with the CCHC for outreach with addicts and former addicts to get jobs or just to get clean. They were supposed to meet but the weather cancelled. He will have an update next time. Leslie also reported they are doing a survey to users through UK. More to follow.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported that they have 31 participants, some referrals. She introduced Rebecca Bates as one of their new Case Managers. They will have another start at the end of January. They have had their annual holiday party and it was a success. Carolyn Burtner and others provided snacks. Judge Hardin also attended. They have also been distributing the incentive gift cards ASAP funds when participants meet goals. They are having an event, Shop and Share, at Kroger Feb. 3, 9-5. It is statewide for all Drug Courts and the money goes to domestic violence initiatives. 
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they currently have two participants.  Mountain Comp is getting ready to partner with them as well. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that this past Tuesday was the second time they have had to cancel a CR meeting in ten years but there was no heat in the sanctuary at Calvary. 24 people were at their appreciation dinner they had recently and all recommitted to the program. They are working with a company in Lexington to do some advertising for CR, including how to find a meeting, etc. It will be a 15-30 second spot and it will be FREE! He is working with state reps to have a rally to do some small trainings and build relationships for team building. Juanita reported that she has filed for non-profit status for Achieving Recovery Together. The Rally4Recovery will now fall under that. Any support group, AA, NA, Beacon, etc. are encouraged to be a part of this. There are several education and prevention groups working together on the OD Intervention program at the hospital. Additionally, this group now has donated office space at Clark Community Services. 
Law Enforcement
Both James and Berl were absent.
Youth Network
Melissa reported the youth were planning the upcoming Kick Butts program.  
New Business
Melissa reported that the ASAP office has officially moved to 100 Vaught Road. 

Jerian told the group that The Ridge is taking adult Medicaid for in-patient care.

Ron reported the Wed. evening NA meetings were relocating. Debbie Hall is going to provide a location to Melissa who will email the board.  
Debbie also reported that there is a new Sunday AA women’s only group meeting at 8 pm at 66 Main St. This is currently temporary as they are testing to see if there is a need.

Ramsey Flynn told the group about the new restaurant/bakery in Lexington, DV8, that gives former addicts a second chance. Really neat place – would be nice if Winchester had something similar.
