Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:33 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the November meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Roy Hudson. Motion carried. (Note: we do not meet in December)
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy Curtis reported the November bank statement showed a balance of $48,805.31 with $115.53 interest earned. The December bank statement showed a balance of $47,358.86 with $117.60 interest earned.  (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept both by Roy Hudson, second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange is using the new software so the data points will be a little different than what we have had in the past. The activity for this report is from November 1, 2018 to January 11, 2019: 92 Unique Clients; 19 New Clients; Total Visits 275; 33% had a history of overdose; 13.8% reported needle sharing; 76.1% reported reusing needles; of the 275 visits, 27% (74) connected with a peer support specialist; 5775 needles out and 3820 needles in. The full report will be emailed to the board, etc. with the January minutes. Jennifer also reported that Hep A was still an issue in Kentucky with over 3200 cases reported. They are still pushing for people to get vaccinated. Clark Co. cases peaked in October and went down some in November, however they are waiting on the December numbers to come out to see how the year ended. Jailer Doyle thanked the CCHD for their services at the jail with vaccinations, etc. Jennifer said CRMC was also assisting. Jennifer discussed with Melissa about a possible grant that could assist with the Too Good for Drugs program, should the schools wish to utilize it. They will have a follow-up meeting. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that since we had once again been awarded the Harm Reduction Grant (heroin grant) we were already planning our next community forum for Save A Life: Overdose Prevention 101 for February. The combined resource guide for substance use disorder and mental health should be done by spring. Additionally, a group of ASAP members had met with members of Senator McConnell’s office and they reviewed various grants available to us and offered their assistance with writing, support, letters, etc. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported there is no new news.   
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported they have 39 participants with more coming in. They are planning a graduation for March – checking with the judges to confirm. They hope to have 5-6 graduate. She also reported they have a Case Manager position open. Details are on the website and should be there through January 25 if anyone knows anyone who may be interested. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie was absent. Juanita said it was going well.  There is a national one day training Feb. 9th  in Lexington and they have around 30 people planning to attend. They look to add First Baptist Church on Highland as a meeting location sometime in the next six months.  
ART

Juanita reported that they have a new office on Broadway now and they hope to have it open in a month or so. They look forward to having lifeskill classes, peer support, etc. There will be lots of activities going on there. They have applied for a grant for the recovery center and were awarded another this past December that will help them get a training room set up. Amber added they have 4 new peer support specialists – 16 total now! They plan to train 2-3 in the youth/family area this Feb/March. 
Spark

Brenda was absent however it was reported that they had done 14 Casey’s Law apps since it started in Clark Co. 
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia reported they have a position open to help with youth. Let her know if you have someone in mind. The Adult TRP program is growing. They have also hired a new outpatient clinician, Madison Tackett.

New Leaf

Beall

Amanda indicated they had nothing new to report.   
Law Enforcement
Berl did not have any data today, however James said they had 27.6 lbs. in Nov., 13.2 in Dec., and 15.9 so far in Jan. They have a new reporting system that combines the figures now
Youth Network
Melissa reported the youth helped with the Dangers event and were currently working on the Kick Butts Day project. 
New Business
Melissa reported earlier that they had received the new Harm Reduction grant. She also recognized Sheriff Perdue for having received the Executive Directors President’s Award for service to Deputies and Police Officers across the state. He was also elected VP of the KY Sheriff’s Association. Melissa told the group about the addiction movie, Beautiful Boy, that Baptist Health had shown at the Kentucky Theatre in Lexington and discussed the possibility of doing the same thing here at Leeds. Also, a group of members met in December to further the discussion of Too Good for Drugs in the schools. Greg Hollon and Susan Jacobs of Baker Intermediate were going to review the program amongst themselves and others and the group will meet again soon to review and discuss the possibility of implementing it.  Ron reported the nursing home was looking for help with how to deal with opioid abuse. He had met with them once and would be following up.  Jennifer reported that Senate Bill 69 had been introduced, which calls for a strict 1 for 1 on the needle exchange, which is not “best practices”. They are hopeful it will not go anywhere. Teresa Daniels, CRMC started a discussion about the Blue Campaign for human trafficking and wanted to know if anyone would be interested in joining a committee to discuss strategies for victim identification as a type of symbol for first responders, etc. She will send an email and Melissa will forward to the group.
