Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:35 PM, via Zoom.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. Kayla Walton introduced herself as the new Health Education Planner at CCHD.
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the November meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa Stocker reported the November bank statement showed a balance of $76,602.33 with $26.03 interest earned. She also reviewed December’s (we do not meet in Dec.) bank statement showed a balance of $71,649.83 with $26.50 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies – including carryover due to Covid). Motion to accept both by Ron Kibbey, second by Sgt. Corbett. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were none.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported on the syringe exchange – she will email Melissa a copy of the report when it is complete for distribution. Additionally, she spoke on the status of Clark County’s role with the UK Healing Communities Study that winds down and ends in June. Sustainability will be the focus and there are many things in the works, including keeping the banners for stigma up and continuing to rotate; the addition of the medication drop boxes and advertising their locations; the implementation of new naloxboxes that will go up in various locations (TBD) around the community; and the on-going availability of narcan to treatment providers. She will send a full report when it is complete and Melissa will email. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported that himself and Carly Hickey with UK HCS continue to do community narcan distributions. Since the last time we met they have worked a school event at Central Baptist church on Dec 9th. Several organizations were in attendance, although lightly attended. They continue doing regular events at the library, the courthouse. Carly also is doing Clark Community Services and Ky Addiction Care at the Industrial Park. When regular dates/times are established they hope to make flyers they can distribute around town. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal reported there were 21 active, 5 suspended, 6 on MAT, and 0 referrals, but they are working on getting more in. She introduced Kristin Wilson, who is a new case worker.  
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported they are holding steady, still getting about 50-60 each week. They are doing a virtual training this Saturday for several CRs, which will include praise and worship.
ART

Juanita reviewed the ART 2021 update Melissa had previously shared via email – the infographic. For December, she reported 164 walk-ins, and 211 calls. She reported that ART is now part of the Housing and Homeless Coalition as a warming center during cold winter days. They are open 8am – 9:30 pm and include a meal/snacks. Central Baptist Church is also participating and they are open in the evenings from 8 pm – 7 am. Additionally, she reported that they are applying for a Harm Reduction Grant to continue to supply narcan after the UKHCS program ends. They have already received a KORE grant, a crisis grant, that will start soon. 

Spark

Brenda was absent. 
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia reported that MCC is waiting for projects to wrap up at the new location so they can open there (Old IGA downtown). The S. Maple location is doing well and the evening IOPs are a success.   
New Leaf
Shannon Tipton was absent.
Law Enforcement
Sheriff Perdue was absent. Sgt. Corbett reported they had 8 calls for OD in Jan., 7 of which were actual ODs; 2 refused treatment, 3 went to Clark Regional, 2 deceased. Of the two deceased, one had no information on the seller, however the second had seller ID so the detective on the case is following up. Five of the seven ODs had already used narcan before WPD showed up – one of those was one of the deceased. 
New Business
Jennifer Gulley reviewed the Sustainability Tool ASAP would be using as we transition from a UKHCS partner to maintaining the agenda implemented ourselves. If you recall, last October ASAP voted to assume the role and chairpersons/champion roles and teams will be delegated. The tool is an outline of what is in place now, however, this is a working document and as the team(s) take over, things could be tweaked or changed. ASAP will put Chairs in place and these Chairs will work on the tasks included on the tools sheet now and facilitate action items in the future. A vote took place to approve the Sustainability Tools/tasks currently in place. Dickie Everman motioned to move forward and approve, Patricia Hopkins gave a second and the motion carried. 
Amber Ramsay, a client care navigator with Isaiah House, gave a brief overview of her role and left her contact info in the chat if anyone would like to contact her. Additionally, her email is included in Melissa’s email announcements.
