Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the November meeting were reviewed. The financial statement was reviewed to provide clarification. Amendment was made by Jessica to have Scott Seitz listed as absent. Providing the correction a motion was made by Teresa Daniels and was 2nd by Berl Perdue motion carried.  
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Tammy reported the November and December financial statements. November had a starting balance of $91,955.83. Interest $337.36, bills paid, for an ending balance of $81,043.19 (which included a corrected mistake made by the city that was explained to the board). December had a beginning balance of $81,043.19. Interest was $314.51 December ending balance was $76,291.26. (This includes Harm Reduction and Traditional Grants as well as Opioid Abatement funds) Note: City Abatement funding balance is $4,444.17 County Abatement funding balance is $1887.06.  Motion was made by Ron Kibbey and 2nd by Berl Perdue motion carried and financial statement was passed.

Special Vote Called-   A vote was called for the contract between ASAP and The Clark County Health Department for the purpose of employing Jessica Rose as ASAP Coordinator. 1. Freedom from Smoking

· Next 7-week class starts March 4, 2025 from 5:15- 6:15 PM. Class is FREE and virtual option is available.
· Registration required for class, contact Kayla to sign up 

· Participants receive free nicotine replacement patches/ gum/ lozenges while in program.

2. Healthy Clark County 

· Meeting every second Tuesday of the month. Next meeting is February 10 at 10:30 AM.  New members welcome! Contact Kayla to be added to the email distribution list.

· Smoke-free business campaign accepting new applications! Any local business that does not allow smoking anywhere inside their facility is eligible to apply. Business will receive recognition through paid ads in the Winchester Sun, WWKY radio, and recognition on health department Facebook pages. Contact Kayla for application link.

3. School Programs

· Catch my Breath- Vaping education and prevention program being taught at Baker Intermediate School to 6th grade students in their health class. Two courses completed in the fall semester, and two more will be completed in the spring semester starting in February. 193 students reached.

· LifeSkills- Tobacco education program for 5th grade students at Baker Elementary.  Finished in Dec. with 90 participants completing the program. Due to begin again in February with 90 new participants.

· INDEPTH- Education/ Intervention program for 7th- 12th grade students who have been cited for tobacco use/ possession at school. Four session program, can be taught on an on-going basis. Available in school or outside of school.

i. Program completed at GRC in September, October, and November 2024. 18 students reached in fall 2024 semester.

ii. Current INDEPTH program being conducted starting in February students at GRC.

iii. Extra grant funding from Kentucky Tobacco Prevention & Control received to begin classes at Phoenix and RDC.

· Not on Tobacco- Cessation program for 7th – 12th grade students. Program is composed of 10, 50 minute sessions to support students in quitting. Also available in a self-paced, online format! This option is FREE through the American Lung Association. Contact Kayla or Jessie for more information.

· Drug Free Youth Club 
i. Vaping video was filmed and approved by Kentucky Tobacco Prevention Center (funding source for project). Published on social media and shared through the Winchester Sun.

ii. Next club meeting is scheduled to meet Wednesday the 22nd to work on YSUPS application, upcoming conference and discuss future plans for spreading the vaping PSA.

4. QPR:  Next training scheduled for February 4, 2025, 2-4pm (virtual). Group/Workplace trainings available as needed and requested.  QPR will be moving from a monthly to a quarterly basis. Future dates will be announced soon.

5. ASAP Overdose Prevention Committee:

Met December 4, 2024 & January 15, 2025.  Minutes from the December 4 meeting are attached.  The January meeting focused on working on portions of the Recovery Ready Communities criteria in preparation for submission in the coming weeks.  January meeting minutes forthcoming. Next meeting: Wednesday, February 5, 2025, 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid with in-person attendees meeting in the conference room at CCHDs Population Health & Environmental Services Bldg, 273 Shoppers Drive.  
6. Clark County Health Department Narcan Distribution:  2024 data will be updated for the next ASAP meeting.
7. Naloxboxes:  Brandon Watkins, Chief Operations Officer, Clark Co Public Schools let Ron and I know this week that all front office personnel in the district and game managers had completed overdose education naloxone training.  Eighteen naloxboxes will be delivered to the school in the next week, giving them a total of 24 across the district.  
8. Training Available: 
· The Kentucky Department for Public Health, in partnership with the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, is excited to announce the launch of From Crisis to Care: Opioid Overdose Interventions for First Responders. This new training offers an up-to-date overview of current opioid use trends along with evidence-based recommendations for responding to an overdose safely and appropriately. The training can be accessed by clicking the link above or by searching for course number 1121200 on the KY TRAIN platform. One hour of Continuing Education credit is available for Emergency Medical Service (EMS) professionals, nurses, social workers, and Community Health Workers (CHWs).

While this training is directed specifically to those who may respond to an opioid overdose during the course of job duties, it offers detailed content examining fentanyl in the unregulated drug supply, misconceptions around fentanyl exposure risks, current naloxone formulations, the importance of rescue breathing, and the new Find Naloxone Now KY website. This extensive information will be relevant to agencies that offer Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution, Harm Reduction services, and anyone working to improve health outcomes for people who use drugs.
· The Partnership for a Resilient Kentucky (PaRK) will feature the Franklin County coalition of Just Say Yes, Franklin County ASAP, Yes Arts and Franklin County Health Department at the September PaRK Meeting to talk about their innovative work using the Icelandic Prevention Model.  Many attendees expressed interest in hearing more about their implementation process.  Join us for a special PaRK Model Implementation Session on Wednesday, January 29 from 2:00 - 3:30 p.m. (e.s.t.) to hear how they adapted and implemented the 10 Implementation Steps of the Icelandic Prevention Model.  They will also share tips for how to address challenges and facilitate successful programs!  To register visit: https://us06web.zoom.us/webinar/register/WN_FzH8Rv8RTTOv1EGHaSSWLA#/registration

Agencies wishing to distribute naloxone in their communities can complete a request form through the site.
