Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by Dickie Everman at 1:37 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the June meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Joe Graham. Second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the June bank statement showed a balance of $48,998.12 with $78.84 interest earned. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 15, 2016 to July 13, 2018: 295 unduplicated participants, 1320 total visits, 21671 needles collected, 32615 needles dispensed. This is a 1.51/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Ratio after the first visit is 1.20/1. Percent employed was 22.4%; Percent referred for testing was 35.6%; Percent of Clark County residents, 79.3.She also reported that Hep A has reached a new high in Kentucky with 1094 reported cases. Clark county has had one so far. Kentucky averages around 20 per year (now 1094!). They are now doing a hep A test at the needle exchange and roughly half participated last Friday. They are also offering a hep B if they need one. Jennifer also reported the CCHD is working with ART and their on-site peer support at the exchange. A specific statute from the heroin bill says that EMS units are required to give contact info to the health dept. if EMS was requested for a run. They are working on getting this going so they can help guide users/family to resources. Angela Bereznak reviewed the LifeSkills book that is distributed at the schools and what the curriculum covers (she was asked in a previous meeting to do so). For those absent who wish to review the books, stop by the health dept. and she will review with you.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron said the last narcan event was ok, even though the community event it was supposed to be tied to didn’t happen, there were still about 30 in attendance. He is working to secure three more locations, CCCS, Skinnovations, and Ark of Mercy. Jennifer gave an update on the strategic plan. She met with John and Ron and will be meeting with Melissa soon. Also, the Mental Health task force is compiling a resource guide. Rebecca Smith, an intern, is working on it. She will send to Melissa when the draft is ready so she can forward to everyone for their input.  
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall was absent. Melissa read her email update:
We currently have 34 participants (a number of those are in treatment at the moment) and 5 referrals. Some of our aftercare participants are hosting a recovery rally in College Park on 7/29 from 2pm – 5pm. This is an event planned and hosted by the participants. They are passing out flyers and welcome everyone to attend. They plan to have music, food, games and speakers. Our Clark Co team just completed a Best Practices survey to identify some of the areas we would like to improve. One area in particular includes hosting more health education classes with the Clark Co Health Department. We hosted our graduation in June with a dynamic speaker. Judge Clouse was appreciative of the recognition and kind words from everyone. DC staff wishes to extend gratitude to all those who attended the event and has shown support to our participants and program!
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they had 2 participants. The senate bill is delaying their progress forward. Hopefully it will be worked out soon. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that they had 15 go to the workshop recently. It was a huge success. Melissa told the group that Dickie had won an award while there also – CR State Representative of the Year for his region. Yay!! Dickie said he is still trying to add more churches in Clark.
