Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by Dickie Everman at 1:36 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the June meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the June bank statement showed a balance of $44,069.67 with $92.83 interest earned.  (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There was a first reading for SPARK Ministries for $1000 to help cover the cost of fees, i.e. serving summons (costs jumped recently from $40 to $70), mental health assessments ($75 if no insurance), Dr. assessments ($40 if no insurance), transportation fees related to rehab, and other expenses involved in the Casey’s Law process on behalf of those in need in Clark County. Additionally, funds will be utilized to help support the Boots on the Ground campaign – which offers gallon size baggies of small, hygienic items and some nonperishables, i.e. vienna’s, crackers, socks, etc. to those who have a substance use disorder and are in need.   Motion to accept as a first reading by Ron Kibbey, second by Ramsey Flynn. Motion carried.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Harm Reduction data for June (new monthly format) and will email Melissa the report (along with past few months for comparison) to share.  Unique clients were 72, 13 new clients, with a total of 137 visits, 23% share needles, 24 have visited a PSS, Meth is the drug of choice (31%), needles out 2877, needles in 2207. 

1. New Data Available:  

· For 2018, Clark County was 4th in the state for resident overdose deaths.  This information is contained in the Kentucky Office of Drug Control Policy’s recently released 2018 Overdose Fatality Report, which can be accessed at https://content.govdelivery.com/attachments/KYJUSTICE/2019/07/18/file_attachments/1250345/2018%20Kentucky%20Overdose%20Fatality%20Report%20.pdf.  Some highlights from the report:

· The TOP 5 counties for resident overdose deaths by county, age adjusted per capita, for 2018 were:

· Boyd             60.49

· Madison       57.62

· Kenton          56.43

· Clark         51.16

· Campbell      49.43

· For the first time since 2013, overdose deaths among Kentucky residents declined, falling from 1,477 in 2017 to 1,247 last year – a 15 percent decrease equivalent to 230 lives. When the totals include individuals who died in Kentucky but were not residents, the decrease is similar – 1,566 in 2017 reduced to 1,333 in 2018, a decrease of 233 deaths

· Fentanyl and fentanyl analogues were involved in 786 resident overdose deaths.  That accounts for nearly 61 percent of all deaths, up from 52 percent in 2017, when 763 people died with fentanyl or its analogues in their system

· There is a question as to where the data came from and if they are strictly Clark residents, as CCRMC takes from other counties. This will be researched.

· Also, the Washington Post did a story last week (July 16th) on the distribution of pain pills nationwide, and county level data is available. The data comes from the DEA.  It’s pretty staggering--almost 18 million prescription pain pills supplied to Clark County from 2006-2012….enough for 72 pills per person per year.  Data is available on the top 5 distributors, manufacturers & pharmacies of these pills as well as national maps reflecting the distribution of pills and opioid deaths.  The story and data can be accessed from https://www.washingtonpost.com/graphics/2019/investigations/dea-pain-pill-database/?utm_term=.adf1901ada7a.

2. HEALing Communities – Kentucky Study:  The HEALing Communities Study web-site that has been launched.  On this page will be information about our Research Team and a link to the HEALing fact sheet that will list the goals of the study, counties, selection criteria for the counties and partners.

The second Advisory Board meeting has been scheduled.  It will be a half day retreat in Frankfort on September 6, 2019.  The research team expects to have a good sense of the cross-state protocol and timeline by this date.

3. University of Kentucky Syringe Exchange Program Grant, “Examining Social Influences on Syringe Exchange Uptake”:  Researchers completed interviews with community stakeholders last week.  This concludes the Clark Co portion of the study.  Work is ongoing in Knox and Owsley counties.  I have asked the primary investigator to present her findings at an ASAP meeting after the study is complete.  I anticipate this being at the end of this year/first of next. 

4. Community Opioid Crisis Response Planning –This group will be reconvened in August to work toward completion of the local plan.

5. Northeast Area Health Education Center’s (AHEC) Northeast Kentucky Rural Communities Opioid Response Consortium:  NE AHEC received a HRSA Rural Communities Opioid Response Planning Grant to form a consortium of partners interested in developing a community response to the opioid crisis in the region.  The grant period is from Jun 1, 2019 – May 31, 2020.  This project specifically targets five rural counties (Lawrence, Mason, Nicholas, Powell, and Robertson) and rural census tracts in two urban counties (Clark and Greenup) to examine the specific needs of our community related to opioid abuse and develop a plan to address the opioid crisis as a consortium of community service providers.  I represent Clark County in the Consortium, which met on July 18, 2019.  The group will be conducting a needs assessment and focusing their efforts on inmates in local jails and on employers in the above noted counties.  

6. Mental Health & Substance Use Resource Guide:  We were fortunate to have a summer public health intern, Kayla Jett, a Clark County native, for the past few weeks.  Her focus has been on making the revisions/additions to the guide to prepare it for printing.  Because of the work/time involved in completing the revisions, the second printing was not able to be completed within the Ambition Grants timeframe; however, a carryover of funds to complete the work has been granted by the Greater Clark Foundation.  A portion of the funds will be used to make the guide available electronically.

7. Hepatitis A Outbreak:  Cases continue to decline.  Only 12 were reported in the state for week ending July 6, 2019 (most recent data available), compared to the week of October 28, 2018 when the highest number was reported for a single week at 151.  This outbreak was identified in November 2017 (21 months ago).  

· Counts as of July 6, 2019 in the state:

i. Total: 4,777 (Confirmed: 693; Probable: 2,754; Suspected: 1,330).  This is 62 new cases from June 9 – July 6.  

ii. Hospitalizations: 2,303 (48%)

iii. Deaths: 58 (1.2%)

iv. Incidence Rate: 107.2 per 100,000 population

v. Counties with cases:  109 (91% of KY counties)

· Clark County – No new cases reported since week ending March 23, 2019.  Clark’s numbers:

i. Total cases reported to state: 93

ii. Confirmed: 0

iii. Probable: 57

iv. Suspected: 36

v. Incidence Rate: 258 per 100,000 population

· Message:  Although cases continue to decline we continue to promote the same message--Get vaccinated, complete the series by getting the second dose 6 months later to ensure full protection and handwashing, handwashing, handwashing!!!

Angela Bereznak, MSW, Health Educator

1. Life Skills classes are continuing at Clark County Homeless Coalition and Mountain Comprehensive Care Center. 

2. Freedom from Smoking

a. A Freedom from Smoking course was held for Winchester Housing Authority Residents.

b. Freedom from Smoking course began Tuesday, July 30 for community members. It is being held at Clark County Pharmacy.

c.  Freedom from Smoking classes are available for organizations. These will be scheduled upon request. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported there will be a narcan event for the Hispanic community in August. He is working on a date that will work for Tanya, CCHD, and ART. This will be a smaller event that will use a translator in Spanish. The event is not open to the public, as there is some tension about group gatherings among the Hispanic demographic at the time. The flyer is being re-done in Spanish and will be distributed to specific groceries, restaurants, and churches. Ron asked Greg Hollon if the Migrant program for Clark schools could also help distribute the flyer. Greg agreed. More info to follow. Ron is also working with the new Celebrate Recovery of the First Baptist Church on Highland, Donna Carter, Director, for another event to be held there.

Krystal Lowery reported they currently have 45 participants (28 active) and 13 referrals and got 4 more just today. They have 6 participants receiving MAT. Aug. 28 they will start HIV/STI testing. They are planning a graduation for the end of October.
