3. HEALing Communities Study (HCS):  

· The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met July 1, 2020 via Zoom to continue work in Phase 4: Community Action Planning (see graphic below on HCS Phases).  Menu subgroups presented their draft decision aid tools and solicited feedback from the full subcommittee.  Since the end of May, subgroups have held a total of 13 meetings to conduct SWOT analyses, complete decision aid tools, and draft action plans.  Menu subgroups 1 & 3 have begun developing implementation plans.  Menu 2 is the longest and most complex.  This subgroup just completed the decision aid tool and will begin action planning later this month. Subgroups will present their action and implementation plans to the full Clark Co HCS Subcommittee at the next meeting scheduled for August 5, 2020, 9:30 – 11:30 am via Zoom.
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· OEND Fast-Tracking:  Due to the increased risk of overdose and relapses related to the COVID-19 pandemic, including early jail releases that occurred in March, April and May, HCS was given federal approval to “fast-track” OEND.  Kentucky has focused on fast-tracking OEND in jails, HRSEP’s, Quick Response Teams (QRTs) and treatment centers. ART continues to provide OEND at the detention center, HRSEP and in the QRT with the support of HCS.  Meetings are currently occurring regarding treatment (Kentucky Addiction Center & Beall Recovery) and mental health centers (New Vista, Mountain Comp Care & New Leaf Recovery).

For Menu 1, Ron Kibbey added they are looking at ways to get naloxone out to the community more with fast track utilizing New Vista now too.
For Menu 2, Teresa Daniels added that recognizing health insurance is a barrier to treatment or not even available. Transportation is also a problem. 

Jennifer said they are looking at gaps, detention center – parole and home incarceration and doing follow-ups after release. It will be a huge project, seeing if have the resources to do it all. 

For Menu 3, Dr. Sloop was not in attendance for an update.

Communications – Henry reported the posters and communications materials have been distributed to all partners and uploaded to Facebook. This week he is getting the small cards to give to Community Services that they will put in their food boxes. The SIP program at College Park will also be distributing at their feeding sites for school age children and parents. Henry also gave an update on HCS on the radio last week with Tim Smith and did is Sunday morning show. Next, his group will be attacking stigma with medication and will be using all forms of media, chamber of commerce, etc. 

4. MAPP Partnership:  
· Clark County Wrap Around Services Task Force took a break from meeting during the first 2 weeks of July.  They will reconvene July 16th at 9am to continue their work focus on issues related to the COVID19 pandemic.  
· Clark County Complete Count Committee:  Clark Co self-response rate, as of 7/13/20, was 72.6%, as compared to Kentucky at 65.4.  This is only a couple of tenths increase in the last month.  Responses rates can be found at https://2020census.gov/en/response-rates.html.  Please continue to do what you can to promote participation in the 2020 Census.  If you use Facebook, content can be shared from the U.S. Census FB page.  Census data is used to: 
· distribute more than $675 billion annually in federal funds back to tribal, state and local governments, 
· redistricting of state legislative districts,
· forecasting of future transportation needs,
· determining areas eligible for housing assistance and rehabilitation loans, and
· assisting our local government in planning and implementing programs and services and emergency response. 
5. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  The Coalition has not met since the June ASAP meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 29, 2020.
Angela Bereznak, MSW, Health Educator, reported the following:
1. Currently, all health education outreach is being offered using Zoom.
2. Question, Persuade, Refer (QPR)-Suicide Prevention Training (www.qprinstitute.com) 
a. Offered to community members and to organizations. 

b. No cost associated with these trainings.

c. Next community training scheduled for tomorrow, Friday, July 17, 10:30 a.m.-Noon is full.

3. Life Skills (www.lifeskillstraining.com) 
a.  6th-12th grade curricula have been adapted to an online program during COVID-19. 3rd-5th grade and Parents’ Program has no online program, however, can still be offered. Participants would receive printed book. With online program and with printed book, each session will be led by Health Department staff via Zoom.

b. Life Skills focuses on various topics such as self-esteem, tobacco prevention, and dealing with stress.
c. There is no cost with these curricula.
4. Freedom from Smoking (www.freedomfromsmoking.org) 
a. Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who wants to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

b. Offered quarterly for community members.

c. Can be offered to organizations.

d. $5.00 per course.

e. 8 weeks, 1 class per week, each class 1.5 hours in length
