Health Department Outreach
Julie Moon reported they would be testing for HIV and HEP C at the Clark Co. Fairgrounds during SoberPride July 24, 12-4. June data they had tested 38 with no positive HIVs. There were 12 tested for Hep C with 2 new positives, 26 previous positives, and 10 negative. They made 3 referrals for Hep C to treatment.

1. Phase 1 – Naloxone - (April – July 2020) – educating and encouraging people in our community to become trained and carry Narcan.

2. Phase 2 – MOUD Stigma - (August – October 2020) – decrease stigma associated with Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) – educating and informing people the opioid use disorder (OUD) is a disease, not a lifestyle choice and medications are being used widely and very successfully to treat and help people with this disease.  
3. [image: image3.emf]Phase 3 – MOUD Awareness - (November 2020 – May 2021, revised) – informing and educating people that MOUD saves lives.

5. MAPP Partnership:  
· Clark County Wrap Around Services Task Force meets every other week on Thursday’s at 9am.  The group’s work focuses on community issues related to the COVID19 pandemic.  Currently discussing Back-to-School and Community Mental Health/Healing amidst an ongoing pandemic.
6. Clark County Community Health Assessment: No update.  CCHD continues to be in full response mode, providing COVID19 vaccinations and conducting case investigation/contact tracing.  We are seeing an uptick in COVID19 cases.  Uncertainty surrounding students returning to school in August/September and the Delta variant.  
7. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  
The Coalition met July 7, 2021 to review work progress on each of the 5 active grants (4 HRSA and 1 Bureau of Justice). See ART’s report on the First Day Forward Program, funded by the Rural Communities Opioid Response Program Implementation Grant.

One of the HRSA grants includes a strategy to increase drug disposal locations.  Since Clark County is doing this through the HCS, we have an opportunity to focus this funding on education/awareness of drug disposal locations.  Melissa Stocker, Henry Branham and Jennifer will be meeting with the project director, KaSandra Hensley next Thursday to discuss further.

There will be no health education report until the vacancy in this position is filled.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported that the second mobile narcan event with the Kentucky Dept. for Public Health and KY Pharmacy Association is being worked out for this fall. A meeting has been set up with Carley Hickey, UK HCS, and Goodwill this coming Sunday to see how can partner together to do a narcan training.

Krystal reported there were 21 active, 7 in MAT; 5 referrals in Clark. Samantha Reams has accepted a new position with KY Drug Court  - her current job has been posted.
