4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS) Updates:  Study website: http://www.uky.edu/healingstudy/
· The Community Advisory Board will meet on July 20, 2023, 11am-1pm via Zoom.  John Lennon will be attending to represent Clark Co.
· Stay Safe Study:  Clark Co Health Department’s Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Program is one of 4 sites in the state participating. The study started in June is being conducted by the UK Center on Drug & Alcohol Research with funding from the National Institute on Drug Abuse and the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration. It is a supplemental study to the HCS and is being conducted to learn about drug use and the practices people use to stay safe from an overdose. Information learned from the study may help provide better resources for people who use drugs in the community. The study is taking place in Kentucky, New York and Ohio.
· KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - Weekly continuing education sessions via Zoom on Thursday’s 11:30am – 1:00pm.  Visit http://eepurl.com/hlr8lD or email HCSEducation@uky.edu to sign up for the weekly e-newsletter for additional information.  June 29th session on SUD & Endocarditis was excellent. 5. ASAP Overdose Prevention Subcommittee:

July 5th meeting:  Heard presentations about Winchester Treatment Center, a MOUD facility opening in Winchester in October 2023 that will provide methadone and buprenorphine treatment.  The center is a Pinnacle Treatment Centers facility.  Also heard updates on the implementation of SB 90 (2023), the behavioral health conditional dismissal program being piloted in 11 counties.  Clark and Madison will implement June 10th and will be the 2nd and 3rd counties to begin. The subcommittee meets on the first Wednesday of each month at 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid with in-person attendees meeting in the conference room at the CCHD, 400 Professional Avenue.  Next Subcommittee Meeting: August 2, 2023, 2 pm, in person or via Zoom.

10. FR-CARA Grant: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant provides Narcan to first responder agencies at no cost.  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution. Additionally, the health department can order Naloxboxes for interested agencies and organizations in the community. She said it is also on YouTube if you want to watch and share.

DaShawn said they are hiring a new prevention specialist for Clark, Estill, Madison. She will send Melissa a job description to share. Rachel Stanley shared they are doing a gift card incentive to all youth ASAP board members. She will be distributing one to Savannah soon. She is also working with Jessi Burns and the ASAP Drug Free Club. Ron has a contact that works with VETS for suicide prevention and he is going to send Jessi the info on that for the students. 
Other Agencies

Jessica Nelson, YPR, said there will be a Community Outreach & Cleanup program July 25 at Harmon Park. They walk around and distribute lunch bags, hygiene kits, narcan, etc. and also do cleanup of sharps, etc. (note they have special gloves and disposal for this). They are also planning a bowling event for recovery individuals and those in sober living on August 12. Additionally, they are doing Hope Over Dope in October. This event will take place in downtown Winchester at the Courthouse. They have put together a preliminary flyer. They have recovery meetings on Thursday at 6 and Saturday at 2, both at 19 Wainscot. They are looking for a place where they can do workshops. 
Christine Jett of The Ridge reported they are now offering 3.5 level of care, ideal for those who have relapsed or have dirty screens. They have started a women’s shelter program with Shepherd House – MAT offered, transportation, food, extended services, etc.

KIRP is a partnership between UK and the KY Department for Public Health and is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low-income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. KIRP employs personnel and embeds them into local Harm Reduction Programs at LHDs to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, harm reduction education, and linkages to care for those presenting for services.

Overall Goal:  To implement an evidence-based integrated strategy to reduce opioid-related overdose deaths by 40% in three years in highly affected communities in 4 states (KY, OH, MA, NY) by:


Increasing distribution of naloxone 


Increasing the number of individuals receiving medication treatment for opioid use disorder


Increasing retention of people in treatment beyond 6 months


Increasing the number of people receiving recovery support services


Improving the safety of opioid prescribing and dispensing 


Wave 1 Counties: Clark, Fayette, Madison, Boyle, Franklin, Kenton, Boyd & Floyd. (This phase ended June 30, 2022).


Wave 2 Counties: Jefferson, Knox, Jessamine, Bourbon, Mason, Campbell, Carter, & Greenup. (This phase is projected to end December 31, 2023).


Close out and study analysis is projected to be complete in March 2024.
