Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:34 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the May meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Joe Graham. Second by Roy Hudson. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the May bank statement showed a balance of $43,207.32 with $80.64 interest earned. Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 15, 2016 to June 8 2018: 280 unduplicated participants, 1226 total visits, 20640 needles collected, 30641 needles dispensed. This is a 1.48/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Ratio after the first visit is 1.18/1. Percent employed was 22.9%; Percent referred for testing was 35.7%; Percent of Clark County residents, 81.1%. Jennifer also reported they had received a grant for a 60 second HIV test for the needle exchange participants. This will start July 1. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Jennifer distributed a draft strategic plan and requested feedback. She is organizing the subcommittee to meet and fine tune the next steps towards implementation. Ron reported that there are two more narcan events in the works. The next one is going to be tied around a community event going on in the African American segment and he is working with Martha Miller to add the narcan event to the lineup. The event would take place at the Generations Center on June 23, 4:00. It will be the same program we always do but are hoping to add a Casey’s Law presentation as well. We are also working on having a separate event for Casey’s Law for the community soon. It is still in the planning stages. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy had no new information today.  
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall was absent.  Ron reported the Drug Court graduation on June 13th was a success. There were 8 graduates and a final goodbye was said to Judge Clouse. Jennifer Gulley stated she had a focus group set up with the Drug Ct. participants to determine wants, issues, gaps, etc. She will report their findings back to ASAP. 
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa Blythe was absent. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that they had a booth at the Beer Cheese Festival, however it was not as successful as it has been in previous years. They will be re-evaluating for next year. They have 16 going to the three day training from CR in July and there is interest from other local churches looking at the possibility of starting more CRs. The meetings are growing – last Tuesday they had around 100. 

Amber Hull reported that the ART (Achieving Recovery Together) Angel Program was pushed to June 10, but is now open. Today was day 4 and they have already seen 3 people – one in, one on way, and one open to rehab. The Rally for Recovery is coming up in September. Planning is well under way!
Law Enforcement
James reported that June so far had 15.3 lbs. of non-scheduled and 73 units of scheduled. 
Berl reported that June so far had 6.9 lbs. of non-scheduled and 51 units of scheduled.
Youth Network
No new news.  
New Business
Jenelle Brewer of Spark Ministries introduced her daughter, Chelsea Morguson, who is now officially helping with the ministry. Jenelle will be helping with the narcan events as the speaker for Casey’s Law. She is looking for a Dr./Therapist to be a part of Spark in Winchester to help with the assessment part of the Casey’s Law procedure. There may be fees involved. 

Shannon Ferrell with Clark 4H is the agent who will be working on next year’s Truths and Consequences program for all 9th graders. They did not do it this year because of so many employee changes. She is looking for volunteers to serve on a committee to help plan next year’s events. She is open to new ideas and suggestions. Please let her know if you are interested.  
The 2018/2019 Budget proposal was reviewed. This year the funding is $21k. The increase in funds (5K) from last year’s budget was added to Community Awareness to support programs in our community.  A motion was made by Roy Hudson to approve, second by Dickie Everman. The budget passed unanimously. 

Juanita Everman of ART had an RFF she distributed to those in attendance – a request for $1,000, which included funds for a telephone, resource materials, and transportation/and other needs for applicants. No electronic copy had been previously submitted. Juanita agreed to send one to Melissa to send out to the full board for review. The issue was tabled until July.
