· CCHD had their initial meeting with the HCS OEND lead on June 8th. 

· Kentucky Addiction Center – Had been unresponsive.  Jennifer received a call from Robyn Helton, PSS. Took opportunity to talk about the study and based on conversation, forwarded contact information for KAC to the HCS research team on June 2 for follow-up.  

· Beall Recovery has declined to participate.

Menu 2: MOUD

· Clark Co nurse care navigator, Nontascha Rose, employed through Bluegrass Care Navigators and placed at Eastern Kentucky Recovery.  Start date was May 12, 2021. 

· 0.5 FTE Care Navigator approved for home incarceration program.

· HCS Research Team exploring transportation options with KY River Foothills to surrounding counties (Madison or Fayette) for patients to access Methadone treatment.

· ART continues SMART Recovery on Mondays at 7:30 pm & SMART Friends & Family on Monday’s at 6:00 pm. As of the June 2nd meeting, ART reported 7-8 consistently attending SMART Recovery and 3-4 attending Friends and Family.  Please share info from their FB page on these meetings to promote awareness.

· May 1 – 31, 2021 Campaign Data for Clark County: 27 visits to the HealTogetherKY.org/Clark website. 65% were direct views (people typing in the website URL). Average time spent on page 2 min 47 sec.  No traffic from social media.

· Brooke is looking into coffee cups and sleeves and will research gas pump ads.  

· Fayette County bought ads for games, such as Candy Crush.  Brooke is finding out cost of this.

· Phases:

1. Phase 1 – Naloxone - (April – July 2020) – educating and encouraging people in our community to become trained and carry Narcan.

2. Phase 2 – MOUD Stigma - (August – October 2020) – decrease stigma associated with Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) – educating and informing people the opioid use disorder (OUD) is a disease, not a lifestyle choice and medications are being used widely and very successfully to treat and help people with this disease.  

3. [image: image4.emf]Phase 3 – MOUD Awareness - (November 2020 – May 2021, revised) – informing and educating people that MOUD saves lives.

a. PSA continues to air on WWKY 102.9 FM

b. The 5 banners are currently located at 273 Shoppers Drive, Legacy Grove, & Library. In progress: Rapha Ministries & need location for 5th banner). Perhaps take to Pops in the Park events scheduled June 21-25).

c. 100 posters ordered.

d. Although Phase 3 is ending, distribution of messages through electronic media, palm cards and posters will continue.  Organizations utilizing palm cards are: Community Services, ART, Mt. Comp, New Vista, New Leaf, CCHD, Beacon of Hope Homeless Shelter, Hospice East and some pharmacies. 

4. Phase 4 – Stay in MOUD Treatment – (REVISED: June 2021 – August 2021) –focus on promoting the message of staying in MOUD treatment featuring testimonials from people in their recovery journey from all 4 states, including a Lexington and Kenton Co resident.

5. Phase 5 – Community Choice – (REVISED: September 2021 – December 2021)

· Clark County Prevention Specialist hired.  Hope to meet at July meeting.

· Clark County Community Coordinator begins July 1.

· Study Reminders:

· Timeline: Wave 1 through June 2022 (extended from December 2021).  Wave 2 communities begin implementation July 2022 (rather than January 2022).

· Clark County Wrap Around Services Task Force meets every other week on Thursday’s at 9am.  The group’s work focuses on community issues related to the COVID19 pandemic.  
6. No updates regarding the next cycle for the Clark County Community Health Assessment 
7. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  
The Coalition’s next meeting is July 7, 2021. See ART’s report on the First Day Forward Program, funded by the Rural Communities Opioid Response Program Implementation Grant.

Rural Health Network Development Program Grant – work focused on expanding the availability of MOUD and providing support for providers willing to treat those with OUD.  The 2nd boot camp started June 5, 2021.  Information was e-mailed to Clark Co Providers last month.
There will be no health education report until the vacancy in this position is filled.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported that the mobile narcan event with the Kentucky Dept. for Public Health on May 18th had such a great turnout that we have been contacted by the Dept. of Public Health and KY Pharmacy Association in Frankfort to host another one – or even 2. Ron, Melissa, and Jennifer met to discuss future dates and details. Currently looking at the possibility of having one in September. He also discussed plans to meet with the Chamber of Commerce to have corporate narcan events. Details to follow. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy had no new update.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Samantha was absent, no update.   
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported they have relaunched The Landing and Celebration Place for teens/kids. Getting ready for The Summit. (annual meeting). Putting together a watch party for the virtual participants. One of the current members has started a CR in Frankfort – first meeting was this past Tuesday and 27 showed up. They are off to a good start. 
ART
Amber was absent. Juanita reported they are gearing up for the Rally. Doing the Treasured ART Show at Pioneer Festival this year – Friday and Saturday, Sept. 4/5. They will also have a Friends and Family event Sept. 10, along with the Rally Walk and other events downtown on Sept. 24 and the Rally 10k on Sept. 25 on Rockwell Road.  She reported that for April – June they had 434 referrals, 103 went to treatment, and they distributed 462 units of narcan. Clark Regional had 29 referrals, 16 treatment, 4 started MOUD, and 29 narcans. The jail had 66 referrals, 26 treatments, 66 narcan units. CCHD had 283 referrals, 7 went to treatment, 290 units narcan. First Day Forward had 19 active, 3 treatment, 2 drug court. They did 48 transports. Working with CCCS with housing grant – 5 active, 6 pending. Helped 11 with IDs, and some with birth records. ART is talking with other counties about the possibility of expanding their program. Amber is working with the incarceration/parole units and also the Drug Ct. of Madison County. Smart Groups are going well, up to 7 for various meetings.
