4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS):  
The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met June 1, 2022 for a hybrid meeting.  Eleven participated in person and 5 via Zoom.  In person attendees gathered at CCHD’s Population Health and Environmental Services Office, 273 Shoppers Drive.  This was our final meeting before the end of Wave 1 on 6/30/22.  Meeting highlights are as follows:
a. Heard a sustainability update on criminal justice strategies from Dr. Margaret McGladrey, UK HCS Team. Tasha Rose, RN, nurse navigator at EKR and with the home incarceration program, will continue in her current role through the end of 2022. 

b. Naloxbox Placement:  The HCS Team continues to work with each of the identified locations.  Status:

· Summit Apartments (2 boxes) on Oxford Drive (pending), 

· Apple Market (1 box) on VanMeter (still waiting on Corporate), 

· Speedway (1 box) on Maple (still waiting on Corporate),

· Laundromat on E. Washington – all attempts at contacting owner have failed. Members were in agreement to abandon this location and ask Renee Tabor to pursue the downtown Dairy Queen as a location.

Renee reported that and additional box is being placed. Goodwill has accepted and received a Naloxbox for placement.  Naloxone for the boxes will be replenished by HCS through 2022.

c. Community OEND:  HCS Prevention Specialist, Carly Hickey continues to provide OEND in the community, often accompanied by Ron Kibbey.  Among other locations, they are at the following sites monthly:  Clark County Public Library (2nd Monday); Courthouse (last Monday); Community Services (2nd Wednesday).  Also, she is at the HRSEP every Friday.  Through April 2022, Carly has distributed 720 units, educating all on overdose prevention, recognition, and response.  In May 2022, she distributed 128 additional units.  At the Beer Cheese Festival, June 11th, 104 units were distributed, which was all of the stock on hand.  Ron Kibbey reported that 100 more could have been distributed.  Watch the kyhealclark Facebook page for OEND location information and share the post with others.

d. Photovoice Project:  The final session was held on June 15th.  Participants reviewed meeting transcripts and assigned quotes to photos and brainstormed venues for sharing the work.  Project work will be presented by each Wave 1 county at the KY Community Advisory Board meeting in Lexington on July 13, 2022.  Then a presentation to ASAP and/or the HCS Study subcommittee will be planned.  

e. Communications Campaign:  (Henry Branham, Communication Chairman)

· Campaign 5: OEND and Fentanyl Awareness:  New banners are currently located on the Courthouse lawn, Shearer Elementary School, Campbell Junior High School and College Park Gymnasium.  If you have suggestions for banner locations, please contact Henry or Melissa Stocker.  

· Sustainability:  ASAP (Melissa Stoker) and CCHD (Jennifer Gulley) requested electronic files of all materials developed during our study wave.  Anyone wishing to access the materials can contact either of them.  Henry, Jennifer, Ron and Melissa met on 6/1/22 to finalize and submit the request for printed materials based on materials currently on hand and considering those that have been most useful.  We have requested palm cards from Campaigns 1 & 5 and posters from Campaign 5, as well as Narcan education brochures.

f. Other:

· The HCS study team will be sending a newsletter next week with updates and informational items.  
· Chairs & Champions will meet on Friday, June 24, 10:00-1:00, via Zoom, for a final review and discussion.

· Mark your calendars for a follow up meeting on September 13, 9:30-11:30, at which time the HCS Study Team will share reach data and other information.  

· The HCS Subcommittee has met on the first Wednesday of each month, 9:30 – 11:00 since beginning the study.  This time has become a barrier for several.  I will be polling subcommittee members to identify a more suitable monthly meeting time.  The subcommittee will continue to meet monthly at this time.

· There was discussion about a possible vending machine for narcan at the county jail – Ron said he has heard back and due to size limitations, that will not be happening. 

g. KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - is an educational resource open to people living, working, or serving clients/patients in a HCS Wave 1 community-- Boyd, Boyle, Clark, Fayette, Floyd, Franklin, Kenton, and Madison counties. CE credits available for physicians, pharmacists, nurses, social workers, and KY-licensed Drug & Alcohol Counselors.

5. FR-CARA Grant: In 2019, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was awarded the First Responders-Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) grant by SAMHSA to expand naloxone training and dispensing for first responders throughout rural Appalachian counties and to increase awareness for ongoing harm reduction activities and personal safety measures for opioid exposures.  The grant period is 9/30/19 – 9/29/23. Clark County is covered under this grant as of May 2022.  All eligible agencies have been notified and a fact sheet on the program is in the May 2022 ASAP minutes.  NOTE:  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.

6. Mobile Harm Reduction/OEND Event (Free Narcan) @ Wal-Mart, Thursday, June 2, 12-6pm. This was our third event since last year in partnership with the Kentucky Department for Public Health, Kentucky Pharmacy Association, Kentucky Income Reinvestment Program and community partners.  Event stats:

· Narcan kits dispensed: 42 kits (to 39 persons)

· # of persons screened for HIV risk: 50

· # of HIV Rapid Tests Performed: 25

· # of Positive HIV Tests: 0

· # of HCV Rapid Tests Performed: 3

· # of Positive HCV Tests: 0  (8 persons were already Hep C positive. 5 of these individuals were already up to date with care. 3 individuals were referred to Hepatitis C treatment). 

7. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  NE AHEC has just hired a new director for the Coalition after the departure of KaLeigh Underwood.  The new director is Luke Stapleton.  The next coalition meeting will be August 17, 2022. 

8. Overdose Education and Free Naloxone is available at Clark County Health Department for walk-ins or online.  See the attached flyer, post in your organizations and share with others.  Narcan can only be mailed to Clark County addresses.
Kayla Walton, Health Educator, reported:
1. Mental Health Frist Aid

· Certification complete- plan to work with Clark County Public Schools for professional development in July/ August and community classes in the fall.
2. Freedom from Smoking

· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

· Class beginning June 21 at 6:00 PM at Health Department, taught by Carolyn Burtner with Kayla shadowing
· Freedom from Smoking can be offered to organizations.
3. Healthy Clark County 

· Workplan for upcoming grant year 3 submitted- includes continued education, outreach to community partners/ groups, outreach to policy makers and media development.

4. LifeSkills

· Completed LifeSkills program with 4th grade at Strode Station. Plans to do LifeSkills program with 3rd and 4th grade at Strode Station, and 4th grade at Shearer in 2022-23 school year. Purchased LifeSkills workbooks using the $2000 provided annually by ASAP. 

5. VeggieFest at the Farmer’s Market July 9 – They will be giving out $5 vouchers to the first 100 people to use at the market.
6. There will be a QPR (suicide prevention) class in July taught by Carolyn Burtner – she will send more info later.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
1. Ron Kibbey reported Mobile Harm Reduction/OEND Event (Free Narcan) @ Wal-Mart, Thursday, June 2, 12-6pm was well attended. It wasn’t as packed as the last two, but they made some good contacts. He also reported there would be an “old school” community event at New Day Recovery June 23, 7:00 pm. Melissa is sending out flyers and doing advertising. Same format as before, with ART, CCHD, Spark and New Day. Tanya Meeks will lead the training. The HCS had a booth at the Beer Cheese Festival, 104 boxes of narcan were distributed before 1:30 when they ran out. The response was positive, there was not any negative feedback like they have seen in the past. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy was absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal reported they have 13 active participants and one referral. They have had several complete the program so there will be another Drug Court Graduation June 24, 4:30 in the Circuit Courtroom. She will send a flyer to Melissa for distribution.    
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie was absent. Melissa read his update that CR was doing great – took 14 people to a training in Fort Wayne IN last month. It was a great experience for everyone. The teen program, The Landing and Celebration Place for kids is picking up with more participants.    

ART

Juanita was absent – Cody Angel reported a correction to Juanita’s report last month on the Rally profits, Total Income was $18,649.78, Expenses were 4,662.40, so Total Profit was $13,987.38. He said they are doing a food drive at 7 different locations around the county. QRT (quick response team) data: 40 referrals, 2 fatalities, 6 narcans, 14 treatment, 15 transports. The RCC had 147 walk-ins, 594 phone calls, 28 referrals, 11 transports, and 9 to treatment. 
Spark

Brenda was absent. 
Mental Health Task Force

Patricia reported they are working on the Empowering Mindfulness conference – haven’t had one in a few years due to covid. It will be July 29, 8:30-4:30. There will be CEUs provided, cost is FREE, and includes a free lunch! They have a good lineup of speakers, two local. The event covers stress and support for caregivers. The past pandemic and the aging populations are facing many challenges and the service providers are experiencing the stress even more so. There is also a morning session on the impact of isolation of the elderly. They will have a flyer made soon and she will share with Melissa to distribute. 
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Helen reported they were now all in their new building downtown. Everything is going good, some have graduated from their programs. Their summer rehabilitative program for youths is up and running and doing well.

Kentucky Addiction Centers

Brandon Lewis, the Director of Operations gave a brief overview of the many services they have to offer. They have been here four years and want to get involved more with the community and ASAP. Outpatient MAT is their primary mission but have IOPs, both group and individual, along with many other services, including drug testing help with Casey’s Law, counseling, and DUI Classes, of which they have applied with the state to do, just waiting to hear back when they can start, hoping it will be June/July. They have a few locations around the state with over 1000 participants. Clark county has over 370 currently. He will get me an info packets to distribute to the ASAP email list.

Sheriff Perdue was absent. Sgt. Corbett was also absent.
New Business
Melissa reminded everyone the fiscal year was ending June 30. If anyone has any invoices, please get those to her; Madelaine Coy updated the group on their new Crisis Textline stickers aimed at helping youth with mental health issues. She is sending Melissa a copy of the sticker and the information about them so she can distribute. The stickers are free – just let her know and she will get you some. She also is updating the infographic for 2021 community impact from OD fatalities. The new data was just released. It is county specific so you can see what is impacting your county. There are county resources listed on the back. She will also send something out about this to share.
