1. Freedom from Smoking: Next class series starts Monday, June 23rd at 11:00am.
2. Healthy Clark County: grant funding period has ended.  

3. School Programs

· Catch my Breath- Vaping education and prevention program.  Will resume at Baker Intermediate School in Fall 2025.

· Life Skills- Tobacco prevention class.  Plan to start at Strode and Shearer in Fall 2025.

· INDEPTH- Education/Intervention program for 7th- 12th grade students who have been cited for tobacco use/ possession at school. Four session program, can be taught on an on-going basis. Available in school or outside of school. Plan to start at GRC, RDC and Phoenix in Fall 2025.

· Not on Tobacco- Cessation program for 7th – 12th grade students. Program is composed of 10, 50 minute sessions to support students in quitting. Also available in a self-paced, online format! This option is FREE through the American Lung Association.

· Drug Free Youth Club – Received $2,000 grant funding award from YSUPS to be used for Red Ribbon Week events in October, and another PSA.
· Too Good for Drugs – a universal K-12 prevention education program designed to mitigate the risk factors and enhance protective factors related to alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs.  CCHD health educator co-teaches 7th graders at RDC with School Resource Officer.  During Spring taught 2 classes of 30 students each.

· Held training on Tuesday, May 20th, from 5:30-6:30 at 273 Shopper’s Dr. for Mental Health Awareness month with 2 participants.

· QPR Training is also available to the community as needed for groups and workplaces

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· FR-CARA Grant – 4 YEAR GRANT CYCLE 9/30/23 – 9/29/27: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant, funded by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), provides first responder agencies in 68 Kentucky counties, including Clark Co, naloxone for agency use for FREE, by request. The grant applies to Correctional Facilities, Emergency Management Agencies, EMS, Fire Departments, Law Enforcement Agencies, Park Ranger Services, Quick Response Teams, Search and Rescue Teams, Public Safety Offices (College, K-12 Schools, Universities).  Agencies can request naloxone at https://ky.readyop.com/fs/4p1l/45b0cabf.
