Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:35 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the February meeting were reviewed. Changes to minutes include Melissa called the meeting to order in John’s absence and under MAPP, CORE should be KORE. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Joy Curtis. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy reported the February bank statement showed a balance of $40,503.42 with $69.59 interest earned. Motion to accept by Lisa Blythe, second by Joy Curtis. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Achieving Recovery Together (ART) is requesting $1750 for 7 individuals to be trained as peer support specialists. ART and Clark Regional hospital will be working together to have a member of ART called when an OD is brought into hospital. ART rep will be discussing options of rehab, treatment, etc. with the individual and/or family, providing early intervention in the hopes of decreasing ODs in our community. The next training is coming up soon through NAMI. They need approved ASAP. John Lennon motioned to accept. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried.  Melissa agreed to do an email vote as a second reading.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Burchett reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 1, 2017 to March 9, 2018: 95 unduplicated participants, 532 total visits, 8389 needles collected, 12,488 needles dispensed. Ramsey suggested that the needles that are still being found in the community should be reported so that we can see if they are exchange needles (retractable) not making it back or other, regular needles. Ron said it’s one for one after the first visit. He added that feedback from the parks playgrounds show that they are much cleaner since the inception of the needle exchange. Jennifer also reported the Kentucky Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Program summit (HRSEP) was this past Tuesday. It went really well. They got to review the Kentucky Exchange data – 45 programs now. Kentucky now has a statewide software for all exchanges to share data. Additionally, February 27th was the Power of Prescribing event and it had over 80 in attendance. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the MAPP group has still not met but hope to get back together soon. The ASAP narcan event at the CAIRN Coffeehouse was a success with over 60 in attendance. There was a discussion about Casey’s Law and education on that. SPARK is one training for Casey’s Law. Money used to be a problem for utilizing Casey’s Law, but Medicaid expansion has made a change in that. He is going to talk to Brian Thomas about speaking at our next meeting about what it is and how to start an education program here. Juanita suggested using Charlotte Weddington, the actual founder of Casey’s Law. She said Tanya Meeks of StopHeroinLex is her rep for this area and they have a presentation they offer. Joe Turner said they use a manual and do free assessments as well. Ron would like to see something start in this spring. The Leeds Theatre management has also offered their facility to use for the next narcan event or any educational event we have. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy had no news today. 
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Samantha Owens reported that Clark Drug Court had 27 participants (both district and circuit) and 4 referrals. 5 people are in aftercare. They hope to have a graduation in the upcoming months. Judge Clouse officially retired last month but continues to preside over the Circuit Ct. until a new appointment is made. He will be greatly missed. She is also talking with Juanita Everman of ART in regards to referrals for possible Peer Support Specialists. Also, they are operating a small clothing closet in part of their office space. Some of the participants maintain it, washing, folding, etc. This has been a vital program for them as many of their participants enter the program from jail and have usually lost most of their belongings. 
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they currently have two participants, one pending and another waiting to get approved.
Celebrate Recovery

Juanita reported they have had large numbers recently. As state rep, Dickie is working on P8 rallies. Some have already been scheduled for April and May. These will help current CRs or even start up new ones.   
Law Enforcement
James and Berl were absent.
Youth Network
Lauren reported the youth had met and chosen the Kick Butts winner from Baker. The posters were made and distributed around town. The Sun covered the story and the winner received a gift card. She will also be recognized at the next Board of Education meeting. 
New Business
Joe Turner, VP of StopHeroinLex and Recovery Warriors gave an overview of how these work and how he can help find the proper care for individuals. He has access to scholarships as well. He distributed information on their services for sobriety and mental health, both inpatient and outpatient on a nationwide scale. 

Ramsey Flynn discussed having Officer Purdy of the State Police utilize his program, Drugs In Plain Sight, in our community.  One night for teachers and the HR community and another night for parents and guardians. The program is free but donations to the police for the program are often made. Melissa is working with him and they are discussing grant options. Food would be provided and the event would include all entities from the health dept., drug court, police, county attorney, jail, prevention, treatment and many more. This way everyone would be in one place for questions/answers after the presentation. We are still in the planning stage and Melissa will send out an email looking for anyone who may be interested in serving on a planning committee for this event. 
Neal Catlett spoke to the group about alternative treatment for addiction involving the Ayahsca Church that uses DMT. Questions of legality and the substance (which some said is just like LSD or acid) came from the group.
