Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:35 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the February meeting were reviewed. Teresa Daniels noted that Abbey Stevens was also with CRMC and not Bourbon. Motion to accept with the change by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy Curtis reported the February bank statement showed a balance of $53,572.16 with $121.70 interest earned.  (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Ramsey Flynn. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

First reading for a request from Spark Ministries for $450 for food for an upcoming Casey’s Law training to be held at Ark of Mercy. They anticipate 100-150 people to attend. Motion to accept by Joy Curtis, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried for first reading.  
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley was absent but said she would email Melissa the needle exchange information this week.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that the narcan event held Feb. 27th at the Cairn had about 35 people in attendance. It was the same format as before with speakers from the CCHD, Spark, and this time added ART. Tanya Meeks is the main presenter for the training. He is working on the next event to be held sometime at the end of April or early May.
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported there is no new news for the coalition, however he noted that he had heard from someone with Montgomery Co. that syphilis cases were on the rise. Teresa Daniel with CRMC confirmed that is also the case in Winchester, mostly from prostitution and drug use (related). 
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
The board voted to instate Samantha Reams as the Drug Court representative since Debbie Hall was promoted. Ron Kibbey made the motion, second by Lisa Blythe, motion carried. Samantha reported they have 45 participants with 9 pending. They had a graduation last week for five participants that went really well. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie was absent but Melissa reported their new CR location at First Baptist on Highland Street was set to start on May 10th. Things are going good and they continue to grow. 
ART

Amber reported that they were having their second annual alcohol awareness bag decorating contest in both Campbell Middle and George Rogers Clark High School. Last year they had 300 decorated bags go to stores and this year they had over 600. The Rally4Recovery is September 20/21 and things are moving along. The new house is painted, just waiting for fire inspection. Volunteer staff is being trained – just sent four to PSS training for their youth area. 
Spark

Jenell Brewer talked about the Casey’s Law training they are going to have and how it will help educate so many people in our community. The program is for anyone, advocates and the general public as well. Spark is also having their 5th annual SPARK Recovery Rally, Saturday May 4th from 2-5 at the Powell Co. Courthouse Lawn and Memorial Park. She distributed flyers.  
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia was absent.
New Leaf
Shawn Dawson reported that they are seeing an increase in business right now. They have started offering follicle testing also. On April 2nd they are starting a parenting course that will be 17 sessions long. There will be a fee charged.

Amanda reported they are getting a lot of calls for sublocade (injection into stomach every 28 days so no diversion, stays in system, they get tapered off eventually). 
Law Enforcement
James said they had 27.2 so far in March. 
Youth Network
Melissa reported the youth did great on the Kick Butts Day project. The winner was so happy to have been chosen and her posters are around town and in the schools. 

New Business
Melissa advised the group that Project Graduation sent their letter requesting the $500 we always give to the program that keeps kids in school for fun and games the night of graduation so they are not out drinking, driving,, etc. The funding is already a line item in our budget; John Lennon said the Truths and Consequences event for April 12 at the high school was on track although they could use some more volunteers if anyone wants to help; Ron said he had talked to the nursing home again in regards to the problems they were having with pills and Shaye and ART are possibly going to do a training for their staff to see if that can help them. Teresa Daniels said she also had a resource for him and would speak to him after the ASAP meeting; Teresa Daniels updated the group on the first Human Trafficking Task Force meeting held recently and what a huge success it was. Everyone learned a lot at the meeting about the various forms of trafficking and what to look for, symbols, help, etc. The next meeting is April 17, 1-3 at CRMC.
