Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by Dickie Everman at 1:33 PM, via Zoom.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the February meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Roy Hudson. Motion carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa Stocker reported the February bank statement showed a balance of $66,460.13 with $36.03 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Harm Reduction Grant monies – including carryover due to Covid). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Joe Graham. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were none.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported:
1. Harm Reduction Syringe Exchange Program:  During the month of February the health department was closed on 2/4/22 due to inclement weather; therefore, the HRSEP was open 3 out of 4 weeks.  There were 98 visits by 60 unique individuals.  A full report was not complete at the time of the meeting but will be forwarded when available. 
2. Kentucky Income Reinvestment Program (KIRP).  This position, employed by UK, has been vacant since Julie Moon’s departure in November.  Valerie Holbert will start on 4/4/22.  Valerie is a current KIRP employee and has been stationed at the Bourbon Co Health Department for the past 2 years.  Prior to joining KIRP, Valerie worked in the criminal justice setting.  Her experience includes serving as a regional supervisor for Pretrial Services for the Administrative Office of the Courts, supervising staff in 12 counties.  Before this, she was a program supervisor for Drug Court in Letcher Co.  We look forward to her joining our Clark County harm reduction team.
3. Opioid Crisis Response:  data has not yet been compiled but per reports in past week, one overdose took 5 doses of Narcan to bring the person back and another took 7 doses.
4. HEALing Communities Study: 
a. The subcommittee did not meet in March.  Next meeting will be 4/6/22 via Zoom. 
b. Jennifer will participate in the Community Advisory Board meeting on 4/6/22.
c. Fentanyl Awareness and OEND Stigma were selected as the topics for the 5th and final communications campaign.  Chairs and champions met 3/15/22 to review the toolkit and make decisions on materials.
d. Photovoice Project:  Jennifer shared information about the four-session Photovoice project, which explores the opioid epidemic in your community.  Photovoice invites participants to take photos related to a chosen topic related to the opioid epidemic in their community. The photos and descriptions are then shared and discussed during focus group sessions to explore the impact on the community and ways to address the challenge or leverage strengths.  Participants in the project receive a $50 incentive for each of the 4 sessions.  Jennifer encouraged others to participate and to recruit others from their circles of influence.  See attached information.

5. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:

a. met on 3/25 for strategic planning; reviewing accomplishments, strengths, weaknesses and opportunities for growth

b. a Drug Free Youth Club has been started at GRC, meeting on club days.  They are up to 22 members.  Peer support specialists from ART are working with AHEC on the club.  The next club day is 3/25/22.  John Lennon will be joining the club to represent and talk about ASAP.  Melissa reports that she and John will work with the club to identify youth representation for ASAP in the fall.

6. Ron Kibbey reported he is working on the next Mobile Harm Reduction OEND event to be held at Wal-Mart, 12 – 6pm on June 2, 2022. Once finalized he will let us know.  As in the past ASAP and CCHD will partner with the KDPH and KY Pharmacy Association.  Local partners will again be asked to participate in working the event to provide information and resources (ART, SPARK, CCHD). 
CCHD- Health Education
Kayla Walton, Health Educator, reported on the following:
1. Mental Health Frist Aid
· Training to become Facilitator for youth mental health first aid will take place in April 27-29. 
2. Freedom from Smoking
· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).
· Current class was cancelled due to no participation. Future class being planned for April or May, taught by Carolyn Burtner with Kayla shadowing.
· Kayla’s training to facilitate this course will take place May 18-20.
· $5.00 for the entire course.
· Freedom from Smoking can be offered to organizations. 
3. Tobacco Treatment Specialist Course
· UK TTS Course Started March 16 and continues for 10 weeks
· Kayla will be trained in providing treatment for tobacco cessation 
4. Healthy Clark County
· Published Facebook page to provide support and education for reducing secondhand smoke in the community.
· Educational graphic has been run in Town Moneysaver catalog.
· Meeting with Judge Branham on February 21 and discussed moving forward with educational component with plans to pursue policy changes in the future
5. LifeSkills
· Currently teaching LifeSkills program to 4th grade at Strode Station and have had a request to teach class at Shearer. Will be using $2000 provided by ASAP to purchase more LifeSkills workbooks before the end of the fiscal year.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported that himself and Carly Hickey with UK HCS continue to do community narcan distributions, including at the library, the courthouse, etc. Carly also does Ky Addiction Center, Community Services, and other events. Ron is continuing to finalize the mobile narcan event at Wal-Mart in June. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy had no new update.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal was absent.   
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported they are holding steady at 50-60 attendees each week. They are participating in the Truth and Consequences event at GRC for Freshmen, focusing on the Landing ministry for teens. They are planning to attend a one day training in Georgia soon, not sure how many will get to go. Additionally, their annual conference, The Summit, is going to be in Dallas again in July. It will cover 3 days. They hope to have a good group attend. They also have 60 state reps doing a one day training soon. There is also a team building event this weekend with the main team (about 11). 

ART

Juanita reported they had 195 calls; 265 walk-ins for any service or group; 106 needed services; 130 treatment; 87 narcan; 41 transports; and 1 fatality. They are currently promoting Alcohol Awareness month – doing their annual bag program in the schools – have 1400 bags. Those bags will be judge for three winners, but all the bags will be distributed back out into the community for use at smaller stores, etc. The theme this year is “For the Health of It”.  ART is also doing T& C at GRC this year. Additionally, they are a big part of the new Drug Free Club/ Youth Network at GRC. They have a PSS person that goes into the Phoenix Academy as well now. They are working with a new grant – LEAP – Law Enforcement Assistance Program that allows people charged with certain misdemeanors to go straight to ART for assessment and treatment plans. They can even have their records expunged if the program is completed and meets all the requirements. 
Spark

Brenda was absent. 
Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia reported that they were still taking referrals and growing. She also reported the Mental Health Task Force is partnering with the Aging Coalition on a program they can do together. She is writing a grant also for funding for the Task Force.  
New Leaf
Shannon Tipton was absent.
Law Enforcement
Sheriff Perdue had no update. Sgt. Corbett reported for the last month they had 16 calls for OD, 9 went to treatment, 6 refused treatment, and one was deceased. He reported since they had started the LEAP initiative they were able to send those 9. 
New Business
Alyesse Coonrod reported there would be an educational baby shower, virtual, April 14, 5-6:30, with an in-person/Spanish March 12, 5-6:30. She is also working to get in the high school via a prevention class, etc. Melissa reported the new ASAP Facebook page is up – please like and share.
