GRC-Drug Free Youth Club-

· Students are still working on posters for the Vaping Facts and Myths. Those will hopefully be completed and turned in soon so we can decide which posters to make copies of.

· DV8, Changes Lives and Light House went well. Students got to hear people share their lived experience and was given some educational information about Substance Use/Addiction. I believe this was a really great experience. It definitely ended up creating some conversations amongst students and adults as well as some students who opened up about personal experiences within their family.

He is still working with the Coroner to have a narcan training for staff. There is also a Hospital Health Fair April 22, 9-1:30 and CCHD will have a table with narcan there along with other resources they will share.

Krystal Lowry reported they have 21 active, 4 referrals, 4 suspended. They are working on a graduation to be held in May.

Lindsay Horseman reported the following for February:

Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported they are seeing growth. 83 were in attendance Tuesday night. They served dinner. The Landing is also picking up, they had 12 on Tuesday. He is seeing a lot of anxiety issues, not just drugs and alcohol. The National CR has started an online meeting, not to take place of the in-person, but as support. Got to CR.com for more information. He also reported that Juanita has started working with him at CR. More churches are starting groups. There are training coming up. The Summit in July, a 3 day event in CA, will be expensive. Another is going to be in Nashville. They hope to attend. 
Spark

Brenda was absent but emailed Melissa that they are staying super busy and filing Casey’s Law applications. They are also helping with the homeless. 
New Vista

Madelaine reported there was no prevention updated but there is a youth/mental health First Aid training coming up. Scott Seitz reported Partner’s Healthcare will be starting PSS classes in May, continuing education at the clinic. They can provide education and assistance for other issues as well including hep c education. 

Henry reported he has moved some banners around, i.e. Legacy Grove, and is looking forward to the new banners in the future.
