1. Freedom from Smoking

· Next 7-week class started March 4, 2025 with 5 participants enrolled. It is a 7-week program.

· Participants receive free nicotine replacement patches/ gum/ lozenges while in program.

2. Healthy Clark County 

· Meeting every second Tuesday of the month. Next meeting is April 8th  at 10:30 AM.  
· Kentucky Tobacco Conference in Lexington on April 3, 2025
3. School Programs

· Catch my Breath- Vaping education and prevention program being taught at Baker Intermediate School to 6th grade students in their health class. Fourth series of classes being taught currently with ~50 students.

· LifeSkills- Tobacco prevention class being taught at Strode Station to ~100 4th graders and ~60 5th graders at Baker.
· INDEPTH- Education/ Intervention program for 7th- 12th grade students who have been cited for tobacco use/ possession at school. Four session program, can be taught on an on-going basis. Available in school or outside of school.

i. Currently have 4 students at GRC.

ii. Extra grant funding from Kentucky Tobacco Prevention & Control received to begin classes at Phoenix and RDC in 2025-2026 school year.

· Not on Tobacco- Cessation program for 7th – 12th grade students. Program is composed of 10, 50 minute sessions to support students in quitting. Also available in a self-paced, online format! This option is FREE through the American Lung Association. Contact Kayla or Jessie for more information.

4. Drug Free Youth Club: The club turned in their application for the YSUPS grant on March 14th, we will know within the next couple of months if they get funded. If the funds are granted, they will acquire $2,000 to be used for Red Ribbon Week events in October, and another PSA.

1. Clark Co ASAP Overdose Prevention Committee: Met March 12, 2025, one week later than usual. Dallas Hurley, JD, Senior Director of Policy and Advocacy, Recovery Ready Communities was our guest and shared next steps now that Clark County’s application has been submitted, as follows:

· Application review and initial scoring

· Set up site visit, which is one day. Purpose is to verify information in application and see innovative programs.  Day will consist of an initial meeting with the application team.  Then the review team will do site visits based on their selection of 2-3 “must sees.” The day will end with a debrief with the application team.  ASAP will need to plan a luncheon for this date, at which time we will invite elected officials, judges, and other community partners to discuss gaps with the review team.  It is anticipated that our site visit will likely be in early summer (June/July).

· Following site visit, application will be rescored, as needed and a Recommendation Report prepared.

· Recommendation Report will be presented in open Recovery Ready Communities Advisory Council meeting at the Justice Cabinet.  Meetings are hybrid and we can attend.

· Advisory Council makes determination on certification.  For counties not receiving certification, technical assistance is provided to help address gaps.

The next Advisory Council meeting has not been set due to turnover and awaiting the Governor to make appointments. Council typically meets quarterly.  Nine counties have had site visits and are awaiting the Council’s decision (Letcher, Bell, Marion, Washington, LaRue, Boyd, Carter, Greenup, and Clay).  A 10th, Owsley, was scheduled for a site visit on 3/13/25.  Additionally, 11 counties have open applications, including Clark, which are in the initial review process.  Twenty-one (21) counties have received certification since the program went live in January 2023. The certified counties cover ~1.4 million Kentuckians. 

The committee meets on the first Wednesday of the month at 2pm at Shoppers Drive.  Meetings are hybrid. 
The Recovery Ready Communities criteria includes providing stigma training for local officials, first responders, community members, and the faith-based community.  The first 2 groups were asked to complete the following 30-minute stigma training to address this criterion.  This is a good, short course and ASAP members are asked to complete it.

The Board’s next meeting is anticipated to be in April.  

5. Training Available: 
· KACo Leadership Institute: Opioid Solutions, March 25, 2025, 9am – 3pm at KACo Headquarters, 400 Englewood Drive, Frankfort.  Cost: FREE.  To register: https://kaco.org/calendar/kaco-leadership-institute-opioid-solutions/. The training description from the KACo website follows:
This full-day training will provide critical updates from the Kentucky Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission (KYOAAC) on reporting requirements, best practices, and funding opportunities. Experts like Dallas Hurley from Volunteers of America Mid-States will guide attendees through strategies for making their communities Recovery Ready, ensuring funds are used to create lasting impact.

The Kentucky Youth Advocates team will present the Opioid Dashboard, showing how to translate data into actionable solutions. Adam Trosper from KORE will discuss ways to supplement programs for maximum impact, while Elizabeth Harney will address stigma surrounding substance use disorder and recovery.

With networking opportunities and a dedicated Q&A session, this training is essential for those responsible for managing opioid settlement funds and driving community change. Don’t miss this opportunity to gain valuable insights and practical tools to support recovery initiatives in your county.
6. Charlie Kendall, Franklin Co ASAP Chairman, shared some brief information about the implementation of the Icelandic Prevention Model in Franklin Co and them being awarded state Opioid Abatement Funds for their work.  Two presentations are available to learn more about what they are doing to prevent substance abuse.  
The Partnership for a Resilient Kentucky (PaRK) featured the Franklin County coalition of Just Say Yes, Franklin County ASAP, Yes Arts and Franklin County Health Department at the September 2024 PaRK Meeting to talk about their innovative work using the Icelandic Prevention Model.  To view their presentation visit: https://www.resilientky.org/meetings-events/park-fall-meeting-2024

· Find Help Now KY – https://findhelpnow.org/ky. The site contains locators for Mental Health Treatment, Substance Use Disorder Treatment, Recovery Housing, and Naloxone. The statewide naloxone access portal and locator map connects Kentuckians to 136 locations where naloxone is available free of charge.  Website users can also view more than 1,000 community pharmacy locations where naloxone is available for purchase, by using Medicaid benefits or the naloxone insurance co-pay program. Agencies wishing to distribute naloxone in their communities can complete a request form through the site. 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FR-CARA Grant – 4 YEAR GRANT CYCLE 9/30/23 – 9/29/27: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant, funded by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), provides first responder agencies in 68 Kentucky counties, including Clark Co, naloxone for agency use for FREE, by request. The grant applies to Correctional Facilities, Emergency Management Agencies, EMS, Fire Departments, Law Enforcement Agencies, Park Ranger Services, Quick Response Teams, Search and Rescue Teams, Public Safety Offices (College, K-12 Schools, Universities).  Agencies can request naloxone at https://ky.readyop.com/fs/4p1l/45b0cabf.
