Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:32 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Joy Curtis. Second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Joy announced to the group that she will be handing over her role as the representative for the City of Winchester to Beth Poe, Finance. Joy has been a tremendous asset to our group and will be missed but we wished her well on her new promotion. Joy reported the April bank statement showed a balance of $36,415.06 with $68.16 interest earned. Motion to accept by Dickie Everman, second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There are no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 1, 2016 (went back to start and has added in some additional categories) to May 11, 2018: 266 unduplicated participants, 1149 total visits, 19,636 needles collected, 29,045 needles dispensed. This is a 1.48/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Ratio after the first visit is 1.17/1. Percent employed was 21.8%; Percent referred for testing was 35.7%; Percent of Clark County residents, 80.1%. Jennifer also reported the rise in Hepatitis A, which has been in the news lately. The state had previously had around 20/year but now have seen over 500 since last August. Anyone working with the homeless or addiction environments need to have the hep A shot. She also gave an update on the hiring of a new Health Dept. Director – they have continued with the interview process and hope to have it narrowed down by the end of the month. Finally she told everyone about the upcoming play “Outside our Doors”, which will be presented at Leeds Theatre June 8-10. The play includes interviews of community members expressing their hopes and concerns on various topics affecting our town. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported that there are two more narcan events in the works. The next one is going to be tied around a community event going on in the African American segment and he is working with Martha Miller to add the narcan event to the lineup. The event would take place at the Generations Center tentatively on June 23. As of now the date of the event has not been finalized but he hopes to know soon.

Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy was absent. 
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported that the next Drug Court graduation will be June 13th @ 4:00. This will probably be Judge Clouse’s last one so they are planning something special for him. They have about 30 participants in the program – both circuit and district – and add more every week. There is still a vacancy for the Case Manager position in Clark/Madison. 
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported they currently still have two participants, one terminated but they added another. They are looking at summer programs now. They also plan to use the participant incentives ASAP provides as individual goals are met. 
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported that they recently had a recovery rally in Morgantown, KY that was a big success. He is also glad to know that Spark, CR is going in to Ark of Mercy. They have 16 going to training from CR and there is interest from other local churches looking at the possibility of starting more CRs. Things are continuing to grow! Amber Hull reported that ART (Achieving Recovery Together) got their nonprofit status so the Angel Program will start June 1st. They are hoping the program is a huge success as they would like to set up guidelines to make this program one that can grow across the state and be used in other communities. 
Law Enforcement
James reported that April had 59 lbs. of non-scheduled and 112 units of scheduled and May so far had 23 lbs. of non and 51 units of scheduled. The state collected 11,526 lbs. for Take Back Day! 

Berl was absent.
Youth Network
Melissa reported that Lauren Palmer would be graduating and the search is on to add more students to the youth network. Lauren will be replaced on the board next fall.  
New Business
Jenelle Brewer of Spark Ministries gave an introduction of the ministry that will be opening a new location in Winchester in the old WKYN office by the courthouse. They will be having a rally this Saturday at 4:30 to kick off their entrance in our community. A walk will start at Washington Street apartments and end up at the courthouse where they will have music, speakers and a cookout – rain or shine. Spark has had great success in Powell County working with those interested in utilizing Casey’s Law. ASAP would like for them to also be a part of the narcan events, giving an overview to participants about Casey’s Law. 
Ron told the group about the Bluegrass Mental Health and Aging Coalition’s 11th Annual Empowering Mindfulness Conference on June 21, 8:30 to 4:30. 
Ramsey Flynn and Melissa gave a brief update on the upcoming educational event series Dangers in Plain Sight. Things are moving along and the grants are being written.
