Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:34 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed. Joy made a correction that she did not motion to adjourn, it was Ramsey Flynn as she was absent. Motion to accept with changes by Ramey Flynn. Second by Lisa Blythe. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the April bank statement showed a balance of $43,151.86 with $105.12 interest earned.  (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Ramsey Flynn. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs.  
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Harm Reduction data through May 10 and will email Melissa the report to share.  Unique clients were 166, with a total of 725 visits, 15.8% still share needles, 153 have visited a PSS, Meth is still the drug of choice, needles out 15,061, needles in 9721. 
1. UPDATE:  GRANT AWARDED!  The University of Kentucky applied for a multi-million dollar grant from the National Institutes of Health in December with the goal of reducing OD deaths by 40% in 3 years with targeted efforts in 16 Kentucky counties, Clark being one.  Several ASAP members attended the site visit on February 27th.  UK was funded along with three other sites (Boston University, Columbia University, and Ohio State University).  Because these research studies are part of a Cooperative Agreement, there is significant emphasis given by NIH to harmonizing and standardizing the work of the 4 sites as the projects move forward.  Further information will be provided as we receive it.
2. Opioid Crisis funding from the Preparedness Branch at the Department for Public Health.

· Awareness/Education grant award ($7,067.15):  Too Good For Drugs curriculum has been purchased and received.  Thanks to Chief Palmer for covering the cost of shipping (>$500), which was not covered by the grant.  The program will be implemented in Clark County Schools in grades 4-8 in school year 19-20.  Per Greg Hollon, training has been scheduled for staff that will be teaching the content.  They sent 600 extra and they are trying to determine what to do with them. 

· Community Opioid Crisis Response Planning –the health department is convening stakeholders to develop this plan (representatives from law enforcement, EMS, hospital, public health, ASAP, local government, KIPRC, detention center, peer support and homelessness).  Initial meeting was held on April 4th at Clark Regional Medical Center and the group met again on May 9th.  The purpose of the response plan is to enable public health and our partners to effectively address the varied manifestations of the opioid, illicit and/or other misused drug epidemic in our county.  Specifically, the goal of the plan is to recognize when there is a “higher than usual” number of overdoses in the community to activate a response that will reduce the number of deaths. The group will meet next on June 13th to discuss thresholds.  Between now and the next meeting the health department is gathering additional data and EMS is working toward implementing ODMAP, a web-based system that assists in monitoring OD incidents.
3. Reminder:  The health department, CRMC, Better Together Winchester and the Greater Clark Foundation have partnered to provide a year-long learning journey focused on diversity, equity and inclusion. Health equity was discussed as a focus for all of our community health improvement coalitions when we updated our MAPP assessment in 2016.  The first training, Implicit Bias: Starting the Conversation, occurred on March 8th and 9th.  

The next training, The Intersection of Race and Culture: Avoiding Cultural Collisions will be held on May 30th from 8am-12pm and 5-9pm and on May 31st from 8am-12pm and 1-5pm.  Select the session that best fits your schedule. Registration is open and information has been e-mailed.    Also, Implicit Bias: Starting the Conversation, will be offered again on May 29th from 1-4:30pm for anyone that was unable to attend in March.  Continuing education credit is approved for physicians, nurses, and pharmacists, as well as professional development for Family Resource Center staff.

Additional trainings in the series are scheduled for September (Let’s Talk About Race) and November (Tying It All Together).

4. Hepatitis A Outbreak:  Ongoing since November 2017.  Continuing to see a decline in number of cases reported in the state per week with only 21 reported the week ending May 4th (comparatively, the highest number of cases reported in a single week in the state was 151 the week of October 28, 2018).

5. The Mental Health Task Force (MHTF) is hosting the Hope & Healing Thru Art event tomorrow evening, 5/17/19 from 5-8pm at Leed’s Theater.  The purpose of the event is to reduce stigma associated with mental illness.  Everyone is encouraged to come out to support the task force.

6. Mental Health & Substance Use Resource Guide:  The Mental Health Task Force and ASAP have worked together to develop a joint resource guide.  A limited printing of 125 copies has been received and will be available for distribution at the Hope & Healing Thru Art event tomorrow evening.  The resource guide committee, made up of MHTF and ASAP members, will be gathering feedback to make edits/revisions and will then order a larger quantity for distribution.
Angela Bereznak reported:

7. Freedom from Smoking (FFS):  There is a FFS course specifically for Winchester Housing Authority (WHA) residents; this class will be held on June 11, 1:30-3:00 p.m. at the WHA Community Room at 200 Canewood Drive. 

Another FFS course will begin on June 11, 5:00-6:30 p.m. at the Clark County Pharmacy, located at 716 Boone Avenue. This course is open for everyone in the community. Nevin and Tracy Goebel are always very gracious in allowing the FFS courses to be held at the Pharmacy.

All Freedom from Smoking classes are eight weeks and last 1 1/2 hours. All participants receive NicoDerm CQ patches provided by ASAP. 

8. Life Skills classes are continuing at Clark County Homeless Coalition and will begin at Achieving Recovery Together on June 6. There will be two sessions. 
9. Youth Mental Health First Aid (YMHFA) class:  June 4, 2019 from 8-5 p.m. at Central Kentucky Educational Cooperative in Lexington, KY. Max capacity is 30. YMHFA classes can be divided into two-4 hr. trainings per request of organizations. There is a 6hr. training that can be offered to School Personnel. Currently, there is no charge for the trainings due to the Project AWARE grant through the Kentucky Department of Education. For more info, contact Angela Bereznak: Angelar.Bereznak@ky.gov.

He also said the combination mental health/addiction resource guides have had a small first printing and they will make some changes and print more. They should be available at next month’s meeting.

Samantha reported they currently have 42 participants (9 suspended and 33 active) and 7 referrals. May is National Drug Court month. Participants will be helping with the ART event. There is a graduation on May 29 at 4:00, Circuit Ct.  She introduced Krystal Lowery who is now based in Clark as a case manager.  
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie reported the new CR launched last Friday at First Baptist Church on Highland, although the group will be meeting at 133 3rd St. on Friday’s at 6:30 (they bought the house there). The Calvary CR is doing a fundraiser at the Beer Cheese Festival to help raise money to send members to the training summit in TN soon. 
ART

Juanita reported that they are doing well, making contacts in surrounding counties. In June they will start 12 step classes and LifeSkills classes. Additionally they are hopeful for the QRT grant they have applied for. There are lots of events going on for Rally week. Sept. 7 is the showing of “Ben is Back” at Leeds; Sept 18th is a Treasured A.R.T. Show at the Opera House; Sept. 19 will be the Dangers in Plain Sight: Drugs in Plain Sight event at BCTC ; Sept. 20th “Just on More” One Mile Walk in downtown Winchester with prayer tent, kids zone, live music, guest speakers, and recovery stories; Sept. 21 Run4Recovery 5k/10k and Kids Zone at BCTC.
