4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS):  
The Clark Co HEALing Communities Subcommittee was recognized by proclamation at the Clark County Fiscal Court meeting on May 11, 2022.  On behalf of the subcommittee, I want to again thank Judge Executive Henry Branham and Mayor Ed Burtner for acknowledging our work and emphasizing the importance of it to the community.  A copy of the proclamation is attached, along with two photos below from the meeting.
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The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met May 4, 2022 via Zoom.  The subcommittee will meet June 1, 2022, face-to-face at Clark Co Health Departments Population Health and Environmental Services building, 273 Shoppers Drive, 9:30-11:30 am.  All members are encouraged to attend as this is our final meeting as a participant in Wave 1 of the study.  A Zoom option will be available for those unable to attend in person.  Meeting highlights from the May 4 meeting are as follows:
a. Communications Campaign:  
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Henry Branham, Communications Chair, has received new banners for the 5th and final campaign focused on OEND and Fentanyl Awareness.  New banners are currently located on the Courthouse lawn, Shearer Elementary School, and Campbell Junior High School.  Banners from campaign 3 (MOUD Saves Lives) continue to be rotated throughout the community.  If you have suggestions for banner locations, please contact Henry or Melissa Stocker.  

· Sustainability:  Melissa and John are working with subcommittee chairs and champions to request printed campaign materials and electronic material files for ongoing use.

b. Naloxbox Placement:  HCS has allocated each Wave 1 county 5 Naloxboxes.  The locations chosen are: 2 units at Summit Apartments on Oxford Drive, and one each at Apple Market on VanMeter, Speedway on Maple & Laundromat on E. Washington.  The HCS team is working with each of these on installation. Renee noted she still was working on the laundromat, but needs a new contact, different approach. The group seemed to feel this location should be abandoned and a new one established. 
c. Community OEND:  HCS Prevention Specialist, Carly Hickey continues to provide OEND in the community, often accompanied by Ron Kibbey.  Among other locations, they are at the following sites monthly:  Clark County Public Library (2nd Monday); Courthouse (last Monday); Community Services (2nd Wednesday).  Through April 2022, Carly has distributed 720 units, educating all on overdose prevention, recognition, and response.

d. Watch the kyhealclark Facebook page for location information and share the post with others.

e. Photovoice Project:  Project is in progress with 7-8 participants who have completed 3 of 4 sessions.  Participants brainstormed project focus areas and submit photos representative of the selected topic.  During sessions together, participants share their photo(s), why they took it and how it relates to the photo topic.

f. KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - is an educational resource open to people living, working, or serving clients/patients in a HCS Wave 1 community-- Boyd, Boyle, Clark, Fayette, Floyd, Franklin, Kenton, and Madison counties. CE credits available for physicians, pharmacists, nurses, social workers, and KY-licensed Drug & Alcohol Counselors.

5. FR-CARA Grant: In 2019, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was awarded the First Responders-Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) grant by SAMHSA to expand naloxone training and dispensing for first responders throughout rural Appalachian counties and to increase awareness for ongoing harm reduction activities and personal safety measures for opioid exposures.  The grant period is 9/30/19 – 9/29/23. Originally, this grant covered 21 counties in southeast KY but has just been expanded to cover an additional 18 counties, including Clark.  Eligible agencies can now request naloxone through this grant.  See attached fact sheet for more details and a list of eligible agencies.  All eligible agencies were notified of this opportunity by e-mail 5/5/2022.

6. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition met yesterday, May 18, 2022.  I was unable to attend this meeting and will provide an update after receiving meeting minutes/follow-up with coalition partners.
Kayla Walton, Health Educator, reported:
1. Mental Health First Aid

· Certification complete- plan to work with Clark County Public Schools for professional development in July/ August and community classes in the fall.
2. Freedom from Smoking

· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

· Class beginning April 19 at 6:00 PM at Health Department, taught by Carolyn Burtner with Kayla shadowing- one current participant.

· Kayla’s training to facilitate this course will take place May 18-20.

· $5.00 for the entire course.

· Freedom from Smoking can be offered to organizations.
3. Tobacco Treatment Specialist Course

· UK TTS Course completed

4. Healthy Clark County 

· Published Facebook page to provide support and education for reducing secondhand smoke in the community.

· Educational graphic has been run in Town Moneysaver catalog.

· Purchased banners to display at community events/ public spaces.

· Workplan for upcoming grant year submitted- includes continued education, outreach to community partners/ groups, outreach to policy makers and media development.

5. LifeSkills

· Completed LifeSkills program with 4th grade at Strode Station. Plans to do LifeSkills program with 3rd and 4th grade at Strode Station, and 4th grade at Shearer in 2022-23 school year. Purchased LifeSkills workbooks using the $2000 provided annually by ASAP.
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
1. Ron Kibbey reported Mobile Harm Reduction/OEND Event (Free Narcan) @ Wal-Mart, Thursday, June 2, 12-6pm. This will be our third event since last year in partnership with the Kentucky Department for Public Health, Kentucky Pharmacy Association, Kentucky Income Reinvestment Program and community partners.  Encourage others to come out to be trained on overdose prevention, recognition and response and to receive free Narcan.  Also, free HIV and Hep C testing will be available.  Fliers are being distributed throughout the community, they were also emailed.  Please share widely, including via social media. He also reported there would be an “old school” community event at New Day Recovery June 23, 7:00 pm. Melissa is sending out flyers and doing advertising. Same format as before, with ART, CCHD, Spark and New Day. Tanya Meeks will lead the training. 

Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy had no new update.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal was absent.   
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported CR is picking up. They are getting new people every week. There are 13 going to Fort Wayne IN for a 1 ½ day training Fri/Sat. Some have never been to a conference before so this is good for them to experience. They are still planning for the Summit in July. He and Juanita attended a training in Georgia for him as a Regional Director.   

ART

Juanita said they are waiting to hear about the grant they need – should know by the end of the month. They have worked out a MOU with the CCP Schools that will allow them to go into RDC and GRC in the fall. The Drug Free Club is going well. Started late, but there are over 20 students involved. They worked on a smoke free campaign recently. RDC is also interested in having a club at their school. They are working with the court system on a Mental Health and Unhoused event May 27, 12-2, at the courthouse lawn. April stats include QRT, 31 referrals, 0 od’s , 4 narcans , 12 in treatment, 8 transports. RCC, 253 walk ins (support groups, meetings, etc.), 13 referrals, 7 transports, and 11 to treatment.

Lexus Carr reported they were now in their new building downtown. They have been there for two weeks and all is going well so far. They now do primary healthcare, doing MAT also.
