Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:36 PM, via Zoom.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Monty Corbett second by Scott Seitz. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa reported the April financial statement for review. Starting balance $79,219.75, interest $313.47, paid bills, grant deposit, for an ending balance of $63,051.97 (these include Harm grant and regular ASAP grant monies). Motion to accept by Scott Seitz, second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried. 
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Opioid Abatement Funds – Spark Ministries $1000; Drug Court $3500; Young People in Recovery was submitted but not reviewed therefore it was tabled for the time being. They may resubmit. Much discussion went on about the ins and outs and the criteria that needs to be met in order to receive these funds per the statute. Scott had some concerns about Drug Court supplying dentures as well as a laptop purchase for Spark (for online appointments) as he was under the impression telehealth would soon be stopping. Additionally, even though the application was not reviewed, Young People in Recovery’s initial submitted application was for a student led, peer rally to be held the weekend after CR’s Rally for Recovery. John Lennon suggested they merge as it would be a similar format. Dickie said they could definitely merge. Jessica Nelson with YPR said the event was also in conjunction with Pain to Purpose Ministries and their director could not make it today and she couldn’t speak for him so she would table their application and get with him and see if he was interested in pursuing this collaboration. Ron advised a Funding Group for the abatement monies be formed – from those who would not be requesting funding now or in the future – where those on the committee could review and see what applications were meeting the criteria etc. and then report back to the full board with a recommendation for each. A board vote would happen at this time. Scott made a motion to go ahead and form the group, second by Dickie Everman. Monty Corbett, Scott Seitz, John Lennon, Melissa Stocker, Layne Caldwell and Roy Hudson volunteered to be on the Funding Group. Melissa will send the group the criteria from the statute. Regular Funds – Celebrate Recovery for the Rally, $2500. TBD at the next ASAP meeting.

· Cannabis and the Public Health: Knowns, Unknowns and Nonsense, Alan J. Budney, PhD, Professor of Psychiatry & Biomedical Data Science at Dartmouth’s Geisel School of Medicine – have requested his slides but have not received a response.

· Rapid Actionable Data for Opioid Response in KY (RADOR-KY): Goal – to develop, operate & sustain a timely statewide surveillance system. Shorten time between when raw data available & measures supporting evidenced-based practice are available.

· Oct 2020 – fentanyl given ICD10 code.

· Don’t always know what is involved in non-fatal overdose from ED visit. <40% doing any kind of toxicology.

· Most common stimulant involved in overdose deaths is methamphetamine.

· Oct 2022 – methamphetamine given ICD10 code.

· Missing overdoses that die in ICU 3 days later and is coded as multi-system organ failure as cause of death and not overdose.

May meeting:  Guests, Jessica Hudson & Jovanna Atkinson from UK’s Center on Drug & Alcohol Research provided information on the REFOCUS research study.  Discussion included overdose reports, recent deaths and follow-up/outreach efforts, Wal-Mart OEND event May 5, 2023, 12-6pm, Opioid Abatement funds and Bloom Kentucky Resources available, Recovery Ready Communities certification.  The subcommittee meets on the first Wednesday of each month at 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid with in-person attendees meeting in the conference room at the CCHD, 400 Professional Avenue.  Next Subcommittee Meeting: June 7, 2023, 2 pm, in person or via Zoom.

6. Community ASAP/CCHD OEND Events:  

· May 5, 2023, 12-6pm, Community OEND and HIV testing event at Wal-Mart:  58 individuals received overdose prevention training, 61 units of Narcan distributed; 22 HIV tests and 7 HCV tests with 4 screened out.  Participating partners: ASAP, CCHD, UK KIRP, RCC, Celebrate Recovery, KY River Foothills Kynector, SPARK.

7. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition met May 17, 2023 to review progress on grant funded projects. Heard presentations on the RCC and the GRC Drug Free Youth Club activities from Lindsay Horseman and Jessica Nelson. Discussed new grant opportunity focusing on fentanyl youth prevention education.  Opportunity to be reviewed further by board members and AHEC staff.

9. FR-CARA Grant: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant has expanded for a limited period through September 2023. First responder agencies in 105 counties throughout the state are eligible to request naloxone for FREE. Please share the attached fact sheet with eligible agencies who may be interested. NOTE:  This grant ends 9/30/23.  The Narcan 

provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.

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MAPP – Substance Abuse Group 
Ron Kibbey reported the mobile event at Walmart May 5, 12 – 6 pm was a success, with PSS, HIV and Hep C testing, resources for treatment, and free narcan available once trained. 61 units of narcan were distributed, 22 HIV tests completed, 7 Hep C tests completed. There will also be an ASAP table at the Beer Cheese Festival on June 10th that will hand out narcan again like last year. Ron is looking for volunteers. There will also be an event for the staff at district court. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy Hudson had no update.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal Lowry reported they are working to be the first county in Kentucky to achieve their national certification. They have 9 participants and 2 referrals.  
Recovery Community Center
Lindsay Horseman reported the following:
April: Data recording transitioning for walk-ins, peer support, and mutual aid meetings so no update; 37 transports; 197 daytime calls. 
LEAP – 4 referrals, 0 assessments completed, 9 dismissals, 8 active participants. For 2022 as a whole they had 106 referrals, 46 dismissals, 87% completed full assessment, 39 unhoused individuals.
Free Fair Chance Expungement Expo was May 12, 12-5. Expungement, Fair Chance Employment Opportunities, Education Opportunities. Assistance provided with transportation and expungement certificate fees. 46 registered for expungement; 10 were eligible, obtained certificate; 15 tested HIV/Hep C; 21 units of narcan distributed; 10 counseled for admission to BCTC
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported they held a men’s group and did CR at RCC.  Last Saturday they held the QPR training, 17 participants. The Landing leader and Celebration Place leader are both now state reps for CR. 8 will be going to the Summit soon in June, which is now sold out except for online, which some are doing. Juanita reported CR is hosting a resource table at the Summit. They held an informational meeting recently to get recovery ready congregations – more to follow. They are also doing transportation to meetings now, call Les Farrell at 859-556-1345.

Brenda was absent .
New Vista

Camille shared Madelaine’s update: KIP data is paused until 2024 due to Senate Bill 150. The state is monitoring things and will keep us updated. Friday, June 2, 9:30- 11 there will be a Regional ASAP meeting at New Vista covering topics on gaining youth voices, harm reduction, advocating for change, recovery ready communities and more. All are invited. Camille also shared a link for members to respond to about areas of interest they would like to see information on. Another link was submitted for interest about working with retailers to help stop youth tobacco use. Let her know if you need more information. Steve said there are mini grants for youth programs. He also does vet programs. For more information visit kypurplestar.org.
Other Agencies

Teresa Johnson of New Day Recovery reported they are expanding services beyond residential here in Winchester. They are opening an outpatient clinic on Wainscott next week. They will have therapists, case managers, peer support and medication providers all available. In-house pharmacy is coming soon. She will send Melissa a flyer next week to share. They have also been approved as a DOC site and are in the process of finalizing details for that contract. 
Law Enforcement
Sheriff Perdue had no report. Monty Corbett, WPD, shared the CDC reported 109,680 ODs last year. WPD last month had 14 calls for ODs – 11 were actual ODs, 2 deaths – both males (40 and 46 years old).
New Business
There was no YPR review as Billy O’Bryan was absent. Melissa reviewed the survey results for meeting in person, which were 8 for in-person, 8 for zoom, and 7 for a hybrid. We will try the hybrid at the CCHD starting in August. John Lennon said he would be out next month, Dickie Everman will lead. The Harm Reduction Summit is June 14/15 so some will be absent next month also.

KIRP is a partnership between UK and the KY Department for Public Health and is supported by income funds generated by the Commonwealth’s Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program-KY AIDS Drug Assistance Program through a contract with the UK outpatient pharmacy program.  The federal funds must be reinvested back into initiatives and programs that are designed to provide services to low-income individuals living with HIV and/or persons who are at high risk for contracting/transmitting HIV/AIDS. KIRP employs personnel and embeds them into local Harm Reduction Programs at LHDs to provide targeted HIV and Hepatitis C testing, harm reduction education, and linkages to care for those presenting for services.

Overall Goal:  To implement an evidence-based integrated strategy to reduce opioid-related overdose deaths by 40% in three years in highly affected communities in 4 states (KY, OH, MA, NY) by:


Increasing distribution of naloxone 


Increasing the number of individuals receiving medication treatment for opioid use disorder


Increasing retention of people in treatment beyond 6 months


Increasing the number of people receiving recovery support services


Improving the safety of opioid prescribing and dispensing 


Wave 1 Counties: Clark, Fayette, Madison, Boyle, Franklin, Kenton, Boyd & Floyd. (This phase ended June 30, 2022).


Wave 2 Counties: Jefferson, Knox, Jessamine, Bourbon, Mason, Campbell, Carter, & Greenup. (This phase is projected to end December 31, 2023).


Close out and study analysis is projected to be complete in March 2024.
