Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:36 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the March meeting were reviewed (no quorum last month). Motion by Ron Kibbey to approve. Second by Scott Seitz, motion carried. The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed. Motion by Scott Seitz to approve. Second by Ron Kibbey, motioned carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

John reported the April financial statement, starting balance of $89,464.24, interest $418.03, bills paid, for an ending balance of $87,898.27 (these include Harm Reduction grant, Opioid Abatement funds, and regular ASAP grant monies). City Abatement funding balance is $8510.61. County Abatement funding balance is $600.00 (estimate, final after all receipts submitted from CCHD). Because there was no quorum last month, the March statement was also reviewed. Motion to approve both by Scott Seitz, second by Henry Branham. Motion carried. 
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) – A RFF from Celebrate Recovery for $2500 from the 2025 Fiscal Budget for the Rally for Recovery this fall. Motion to approve by Ron Kibbey, second by Scott Seitz, motion carried.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Community Conversations event that was held was a huge success. There were 74 participants, 12 of those were there more than once. The Train the Trainer portion had 15 participants, 11 from Clark County, 3 from surrounding counties, and 1 from KY River Healthcare. She is planning a meeting with these 15 to discuss the next steps. Sadly she reported that there was only one first responder there. 

The Nalox Box distribution is going well, they have dropped off 3 to the following locations: Hickman Street Grocery, South Main Grocery, and the J and B Foodmart. They still need to be installed.
The HRSEP report was emailed to the group. Of notice is that the number of participant visits is down. This past month there were only 87 total with 49 unique.
