Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa Stocker reported the October bank statement showed a balance of $83,791.30 with $28.86 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies – including carryover due to Covid). Motion to accept by Dickie Everman, second by Patricia Hopkins. Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were none.
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley was absent due to Covid reporting etc. at CCHD, no report to date.
Julie Moon reported she had tested 37 for HIV, all negative; 9 for Hep C with 4 positives and 5 negatives (there were 28 were not tested as they were previous positives). There were 14 referrals - 12 hep c and 2 for Prep (RX to prevent HIV).
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported the mobile narcan event in November in the Wal-Mart parking lot went well. Julie Moon tested about 50 people and 65 boxes of narcan were distributed. ART, CCHD, and SPARK were also there distributing information on resources available. There will probably be another mobile event in the spring. Ron and Carly have been doing narcan distribution at the Library (second Monday of month, 1-4), the Courthouse (Nov. 29, haven’t figured out a regular date yet), CCCS (second Wed. of month). He also reported that Renee Tabor with UK HCS did an online sustainability survey, however the results are not in. They will be shared ASAP. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal reported there were 20 active, 8 referrals, and 1 transfer in Clark. Everything going well. Holiday party coming up. 
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported they are doing well. Another step study is coming up in January. The attendance numbers are about the same, adding some new people every week. 
ART

Amber was out, Juanita reported that they are really busy right now: 323 calls, 214 walk-ins, and the move to Main Street has been really good and people are stopping in. They are doing the Angel Tree for their Christmas Party again, which helps family/children of those incarcerated. They are going to be a part of the Good Giving Challenge that’s coming up – there are 26 non-profits participating, consider giving. They have applied for 2 more grants – one is an expansion of what already doing – crisis, mobile unit, etc. October data: OD referrals, 72; fatalities, 2; narcan units, 70; treatment, 43; transports, 43. 

Madison County ASAP may get funds for a mobile unit for quick response team  to serve several counties around Clark.
