Call to Order

Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the October meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa reported the October Financial statement for review. Starting balance $48,703.39, interest $182.02, paid bills, received monies for regular budget and harm reduction grant (1/2 each), for final balance of  $67,910.41. Motion to accept by Dickie Everman, second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried. 
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the following and will email Melissa the full HRSEP reports for distribution:
Harm Reduction Report:  During October there were 113 visits made to the syringe exchange program by 70 unique individuals, 3 of which were new. Two individuals began attending a recovery support group.  42 encounters included overdose education and naloxone distribution. 16 HIV tests were administered. 7 were referred for follow-up medical care.  The written report will be sent for e-mail distribution.

 

Overdose Follow-up:  During October, the health department received 21 overdose reports from dispatch. One was determined not to be an overdose, one was deceased. Additional stats will be provided in the next report.

 

Overdose Prevention Subcommittee meets on the first Wednesday of each month at 2pm. At the November meeting those that attended the Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission Listening Session in Lexington on 10/26/22 provided an overview of the session.  Those attending that session were Ron Kibbey, JuaNita Everman, Beth Jones and Jennifer Gulley.  Jennifer sent out an e-mail earlier regarding the Opioid Abatement grant portal opening.  The link is https://www.ag.ky.gov/Priorities/Tackling-the-Drug-Epidemic/Pages/Opioid-Abatement-Advisory-Commission-.aspx.    Additionally, a SB90 forum was held in Madison Co this morning. Lindsay Horseman and Judge Branham attended.  Additional information will be provided by them at the December subcommittee meeting.

 

The Northeast KY Substance Use Response Coalition met 11/4/22. Van Ingram was invited and attended to learn about the First Day Forward program and other work of the coalition.  He also answered questions about the Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission and the grant portal/funds.

 

The Community Health Assessment Forums are scheduled for 11/30/22 and 12/14/22.  At the first forum, participants will be reviewing and discussing health status and community survey data, as well as a presentation of the Photovoice project.  The second forum will involve facilitated discussion that leads to the identification of the leading strategic initiatives for collective action over the coming 5 years, as well as an assessment of our capacity to address those initiatives (assessment of the local public health system).

Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported they are doing great. He went to the Ridge and talked to the mental health group about CR and that went well. Calvary Christian Church is doing a series on recovery, trying to break the stigma and to let people know that CR just isn’t about drugs and alcohol, it’s for any kind of hurt or hang up, including mental health issues. The first week the Global Direct of CR spoke on Sunday morning and it was really good and informative. His parents were the founders in 1991. They added a WIN wall in the foyer of people who struggled with different issues and have overcome. Doing short testimonies each week also of different struggles. 30% are drugs and alcohol, so 70% are other issues. They are having about 80 attend each week. Grace is also doing well and having good attendance. 
ART

Juanita reported that ART is having funding issues and can’t continue their services. The Clark County Health Department, however, is stepping in and will work to maintain many of those programs. ART will officially dissolve December 31, 2022.

Kentucky Addiction Centers

No one present. 
Law Enforcement
Berl was absent. Sgt. Monty Corbett with WPD, addressed the CCHD about keeping the LEAP program, a type of diversion for those charged with specific drug, alcohol, mental health issues. He also discussed the medical marijuana issue and what’s allowed under state guidelines. 1. Must be purchased outside of KY; 2. Have to have receipt with the date/time; 3. Amount has to be less than 8 ounces; 4. Must meet certain requirements/diseases from a Dr. perspective. If they don’t have all 4 of these they CAN be arrested. They have to enforce this until it goes through appeal process. Teresa Daniels asked if there was an age limit to the medical marijuana and he indicated no, as long as Dr. note for disease, can purchase if under 18. He also reported that since his last update, they had 15 calls to 911, 13 were ODs, of those 3 were deaths.
