1. Freedom from Smoking
· Health Department completed Freedom from Smoking class on November 6th. Class started with 4 participants, 2 completed class.

· Freedom from Smoking will be offered again in March 2025. More information to come.

· Participants receive free nicotine replacement patches/ gum/ lozenges while in program.

2. Healthy Clark County

· Smoke-free business campaign accepting new applications! Any local business that does not allow smoking anywhere inside their facility is eligible to apply. Business will receive recognition through paid ads in the Winchester Sun, WWKY radio, and recognition on health department Facebook pages. Contact Kayla for application link.

3. School Programs

· Catch my Breath- Vaping education and prevention program being taught at Baker Intermediate School to 6th grade students in their health class. First program completed with two health classes, and currently in second cycle of program, to be completed in December.

· LifeSkills- Tobacco education program for 4th grade students 

i. Program completed at Shearer Elementary fourth grade in the fall reaching 88 students. 

· LifeSkills- Tobacco education program for 5th grade students at Baker Elementary.

i. 90 5th grade students completed the course in the fall at Baker. 90 more currently participating.

· INDEPTH- Education/ Intervention program for 7th- 12th grade students who have been cited for tobacco use/ possession at school. Four session program, can be taught on an on-going basis. Available in school or outside of school.

i. Completed at GRC Sept through Nov 2024. Will resume Jan 2025.  10 students reached in fall 2024 semester.

· Not on Tobacco- Cessation program for 7th – 12th grade students. Program is composed of 10, 50 minute sessions to support students in quitting. Contact Kayla or Jessie for more information.

· Drug Free Youth Club 

i. Vaping video was filmed and approved by Kentucky Tobacco Prevention Center (funding source for project). Published on social media and looking to share on  other community platforms.

ii. Walk against drugs at GRC took place during red ribbon week (the last week of October). About 200 students participated. 

iii. Next DFYC club day is Dec. 20th. DFYC teacher’s meeting tomorrow (Friday Nov. 22nd).

4. Kentucky Overdose Response Effort (KORE)/HEAL Community Advisory Board Quarterly Meeting
The Board’s next quarterly meeting will be held via Zoom on January 7, 2025.  Adam Trosper, State Overdose Coordinator, chairs the group.  

5. ASAP Overdose Prevention Committee:

Met November 6th: Working toward January 2025 application submission for Recovery Ready Communities Certification.  Dickie Everman presented to Fiscal Court on 11/12 and to City Commission on 11/19.  Both have expressed support for the process are preparing letters of support to send to ASAP.  The mayor and city commissioners will be completing an online stigma training to support the certification process. Chief Whitely has said that he will be asking his Fire/EMS staff to complete the training as well.  This will assist us in the points for “local officials and first responders have completed anti-stigma training.” Next meeting: Wednesday, December 4, 2024, 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid with in-person attendees meeting in the conference room at CCHDs Population Health & Environmental Services Bldg, 273 Shoppers Drive.  
6. Clark County Health Department Narcan Distribution:  2024 data will be updated for the next ASAP meeting.
7. Naloxboxes:  CCHD has received the 15 Naloxboxes for Clark Co Public Schools that ASAP approved for purchase with Opioid Abatement Funds.  Ron and Jennifer are working with school leadership on staff overdose and naloxone use education currently.
8. Training Available: The Kentucky Department for Public Health, in partnership with the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, is excited to announce the launch of From Crisis to Care: Opioid Overdose Interventions for First Responders. This new training offers an up-to-date overview of current opioid use trends along with evidence-based recommendations for responding to an overdose safely and appropriately. The training can be accessed by clicking the link above or by searching for course number 1121200 on the KY TRAIN platform. One hour of Continuing Education credit is available for Emergency Medical Service (EMS) professionals, nurses, social workers, and Community Health Workers (CHWs).

While this training is directed specifically to those who may respond to an opioid overdose during the course of job duties, it offers detailed content examining fentanyl in the unregulated drug supply, misconceptions around fentanyl exposure risks, current naloxone formulations, the importance of rescue breathing, and the new Find Naloxone Now KY website. This extensive information will be relevant to agencies that offer Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution, Harm Reduction services, and anyone working to improve health outcomes for people who use drugs.

9. Community Conversations on Opioid Use Disorder (CCOUD)

10. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition – The Coalition met November 15, 2024 for annual strategic planning.  

11. Find Naloxone Now KY – (statewide naloxone access portal and locator map that connects Kentuckians to 136 locations where naloxone is available free of charge).  Website users can also view more than 1,000 community pharmacy locations where naloxone is available for purchase, by using Medicaid benefits or the naloxone insurance co-pay program. Agencies wishing to distribute naloxone in their communities can complete a request form through the site. The site can be accessed directly at https://findnaloxone.ky.gov/Pages/index.aspx or through https://findhelpnow.org/ky. 


12. FR-CARA Grant – NEW 4 YEAR GRANT CYCLE 9/30-23 – 9/29/27: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant, funded by the Substance Abuse and mental health Services Administration (SAMHSA), provides first responder agencies in 68 Kentucky counties, including Clark Co, naloxone for agency use for FREE, by request.
