Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:31 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the September meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ramsey Flynn. Second by Roy Hudson. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the September bank statement showed a balance of $43,199.35 with $103.41 interest earned (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Ramsey Flynn. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 15, 2016 to October 14, 2018: 362 unduplicated participants, 1696 total visits, 26298 needles collected, 40511 needles dispensed. This is a 1.54/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Ratio after the first visit is 1.23/1. Jennifer also reported that from 7/6 to 10/14, of the 74 participants, 69% had met with a counselor/peer support specialist – a really good amount! Other data collected showed that 76% are still re-using needles and that 62% choose meth as their drug of choice. The full report will be emailed to the board, etc. Jennifer said that the state has purchased new software that will reduce the labor cost to enter all the data. As of now only Clark information is available to them. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported the last narcan event was at City Hall (originally was to be at Mountain Comp but they had a facility issue). Approximately 30 people attended. The next narcan event will be held Oct. 23 at Clark Community Services at 7:00. Melissa will be doing all the promotional pieces and will get a flyer out soon to the group to help distribute. The Mental Health Task Force group is working with ASAP to have a combined Resource Guide. The grant was approved to help fund. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported there is no new news.   
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported they have 36 participants, and 14 referred (changes weekly). They now have a PSS, Tabitha Roark, working with them in both Clark and Madison. They are working on their annual holiday party scheduled for December 11, 5:30 pm at Boonesboro again. They will have entertainment, activities, and small gifts. Everyone is welcome to attend. 
Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa was absent, Tim Allen reported that they are still inactive.
Celebrate Recovery

Dickie was absent, Juanita reported that they have new people coming in.  CR is continuing to grow.  
ART

Juanita reported that they had a meeting recently at Clark Regional with the CEO, ER Dr’s, and Van Ingram of the Ky Office of Drug Control Policy to discuss how they were doing and what’s working and what’s not etc. They received an Ambition Grant and are going to be training some recovery coaches. Additionally they are doing the Good Giving Challenge and will receive funds from that. They are planning a Christmas party for 31 children (of program participants). They have teamed up with First Baptist of Highland Street. It is scheduled for Dec. 1, 11-1 but may change the time to work around the Christmas parade. They will provide activities, gifts and a meal. Amber reported that the peer support specialist working the needle exchange every Friday has seen 32 participants. They have also visited 8 through the ER and many have gone on to receive other types of treatment. They continue to add volunteers. 
Spark

Brenda was absent. Melissa reported they had filed 10 Casey’s law applications.  

Mt. Comprehensive Care

Teresa reported they were continuing to grow and are still interviewing for more staff. They have already outgrown their current building and are looking for a place to have a second location. 
New Leaf

Amanda reported things were going well. No additional info to share.  
Law Enforcement
Berl reported that so far in Oct. they had 7.2 lbs. of non-scheduled and 27 units of scheduled. James said that for Sept. they had 16.7 lbs. and October had 44.4 lbs., some of which came from pharmacies and hospice this time (they only report in pounds now). He also said the DEA Take Back Day is scheduled for Oct. 27. 
Youth Network
Melissa reported that they have new students and that Sam Williams will be representing them as the official board member next month. 
New Business
Melissa submitted to the board a budget modification to allot $1k each to Spark and ART from the current Media and Community Awareness line item ($6400 to $4400 now). Spark will use these funds for applications and transportation. ART will use their funds for training expenses. Each will submit receipts of qualifying expenditures to Melissa for reimbursement. All funds must be utilized before the end of May 2019. Motion to approve by Debbie Hall, second by Ramsey Flynn. Motion carried. 
Melissa updated the group on the next Dangers in Plain Sight event, the Dangers of Social Media. It will be November 8, at BCTC, with dinner served at 5:15, the program to begin at 6:15. KSP Trooper Pudy will be the main presenter, along with Dr. Latonia Sweet and the Rev. Marvin King. Melissa will email everyone a flyer, please help spread the word. 

Teresa Daniels asked if there were signs available or being used to designate locations as safe places – where users could identify. Currently there is not but there was agreement that would be a good idea. She also reported that syphilis is back in our community/state.
