Jennifer Gulley reported the following:
HD report for October ASAP meeting minutes – she will forward the full Harm Reduction report-

 

· Overdose follow-up: 26 overdoses reported, 2 determined not to be an overdose, 1 deceased, 13 transported to CRMC for treatment, 7 refused treatment, 1 arrested, 1 taken to ART.  ART made contact with 11 individuals on follow-up and provided OEND to 9.

· ASAPs Overdose Prevention Subcommittee meets on 1st Wednesday of each month at 2pm.  At the October meeting, the Klaxxado rep presented about the product and answered questions.  Klaxxado is an 8mg naloxone nasal spray as compared to Narcan, which is a 4mg nasal spray. The price of Narcan has dropped to $37.50/box.  Klaxxado is $60/box.

· Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission updates:

Lindsay reported for September at CC – 306 walk ins, 265 calls, 175 of walks ins was for meetings, 79 to peer support, housing 9 in project (3 approved and looking and 21 on wait list). LEAF law program had 81 cases referred in 7 months, 14 active treatment, 28 cases dismissed. There is an expungement clinic tomorrow that is free, 2-6 pm. Four attorneys will be there to help – fees waived if qualify.
