3. HEALing Communities Study (HCS):  

· Medication for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) Half & Half Wavier Training Webinar sponsored by UK HCS and CC ASAP will be held on Thursday, September 17, 2020, 8:00 am – 12:00 pm.  Three APRN’s, 1 physician and 2 RN’s are pre-registered.

· The HCS Clark Co Subcommittee met September 2, 2020 via Zoom.  Progress reports were given on Fast Track OEND and the communications campaign. Hilary Surratt presented an overview of Phase 5 (Implementation).  The implementation plans developed by each subgroup now move to the implementation teams.  

· OEND Fast-Tracking:  Ron reported: ART continues to provide OEND at the detention center, HRSEP and through the QRT with the support of HCS.  New Leaf Recovery, Mountain Comprehensive Care & New Vista have finished onboarding and have started OEND.  Others in the works: Kentucky Addiction Center & Beall Recovery, as well as Rapha Ministries.

4. MAPP Partnership:  
· Clark County Wrap Around Services Task Force meets weekly on Thursday’s at 9am.  The group’s work focuses on community issues related to the COVID19 pandemic.  
5. Northeast Kentucky Substance Use Response Coalition:  
· First Day Forward Program:  Implementation begins in CC Detention Center September 2020.  Mason & Powell counties will follow in subsequent years.  Funded through a HRSA Rural Communities Opioid Response Program Implementation Grant ($1 million over 3 years, September 1, 2020 – August 31, 2023).  The program, named First Day Forward, is aimed at providing support to promote successful re-entry & long-term recovery through providing peer support specialists and/or mental health counselors to meet with incarcerated individuals with substance use disorder, establish client-centered goals, link to appropriate care and support to assist them with re-entry and long-term recovery. · Medication for Opioid Use Disorder Training Center:  Funded by a Rural Health Network Development Program Grant ($900,000 over 3 years, July 1, 2020 – June 30, 2020).  The training center will support physicians and APRN’s in the region in implementing MOUD into their practice setting and also aims to improve access to Hep C treatment.  Outreach currently being done to providers that have obtained their waiver to prescribe MOUD. · The Coalition’s next meeting is September 23rd.  Amber Hull, JuaNita Everman and I serve on the coalition.

Angela Bereznak reported:

1. Tobacco Grant:  CCHD received a five-year grant to focus on tobacco prevention education and smoke-free environments. Educational messages will be dispersed through billboards and other forms of media.

2. Question, Persuade, Refer (QPR)-Suicide Prevention Training (www.qprinstitute.com) - Offered to community members and to organizations.  FREE 1 ½ hour training.

a. Next community training September 28, 2020, 1:30-3:00 p.m. via Zoom.

3. Life Skills (www.lifeskillstraining.com) 

a.  6th-12th grade curricula have been adapted to an online program during COVID-19. 3rd-5th grade and Parents’ Program has no online program, however, can still be offered. Participants would receive printed book. With online program and with printed book, each session will be led by Health Department staff via Zoom.

b. Life Skills focuses on various topics such as self-esteem, tobacco prevention, and dealing with stress.

c. There is no cost with these curricula.

4. Freedom from Smoking (www.freedomfromsmoking.org) - Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who wants to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).  Offered quarterly for community members.  Can be offered to organizations.  $5.00 per person, one-time fee. Eight (8) week program, 1 class per week, each class 1.5 hours in length.

MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported OEND Fast-Tracking: ART continues to provide OEND at the detention center, HRSEP and through the QRT with the support of HCS.  New Leaf Recovery, Mountain Comprehensive Care & New Vista have finished onboarding and have started OEND.  Others in the works: Kentucky Addiction Center & Beall Recovery, as well as Rapha Ministries. Ron also reported there were still no in-person community narcan events, however working on a zoom version. UK HCS is allowing us to use their training video, which is about 9 minutes long. That, coupled with presentations from ART and Spark will make the event. Ron, Melissa, and Jennifer are meeting soon to work on the details, including how the narcan will be distributed. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy was absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Samantha reported their numbers were growing as the courts reopened and things were moving forward.  They are still having some scheduling issues but they are working out. They are utilizing the services of ART and it is helping their participants. They had a Comedy Show and participants were encouraged to attend (virtual). It was a success, they hope to do again. They are also encouraging their participants to go to the Treasured ART show this Friday as part of the Rally4Recovery events. If they go, they will get a self-help credit.  She also reported they did not get the SAMHSA grant they normally receive (mostly because they are reaching their goals), but this means they are short on funds. They are currently looking for other grants to pursue.
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported they are running at about 50% participation than they normally would. This past Tuesday they started childcare again. Celebration Place (5-12 years) had 0 and the Landing for teens had only one. They still have under four care.  
ART

Juanita reported the Treasured ART show is Friday, 5:30-7:30. Come out and see the art (over 50 pieces donated), enjoy the reception, and make a bid – they will be practicing social distancing, masks worn. There will also be a narcan training. Cash prizes will be awarded. The 5/10k runs (virtual too) will take place Sept. 26th at the soccer complex on VanMeter Road. They are still looking for sponsors.
