Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:32 PM, via Zoom.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves.
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the August meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried.
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Melissa Stocker reported the August bank statement showed a balance of $89,503.52 with $31.06 interest earned. (Remember, the account includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies and Heroin Grant monies – including carryover due to Covid). Motion to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

Melissa Stocker reported the board voted via email to approve $120.33 (including shipping) for Sharps containers for the Winchester Police and Sheriff’s Office sharp cabinets.  
Health Department Outreach
Julie Moon reported for the August data they had tested 32 with no positive HIVs. There were 16 tested for Hep C with 1 new positive, 16/32 were previous positives. They made 2 referrals for Hep C to treatment. One pregnant female tested positive for syphilis, received referral.  
Jennifer was out due to the increased covid caseload. She sent the HRSEP update for August that Melissa emailed out. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron Kibbey reported that Spark Ministries had their Open House earlier in the week. They had really good attendance, including Senator Alvarado and Representative Andy Barr. The staff there has been trained to administer narcan and is now on the Fast Track with HCS for distribution as needed. Carly continues to do general outreach trainings around the community. He is still working on the November mobile narcan event at Wal-Mart. There is concern with the growing covid numbers – talking to the CCHD and the State on whether to proceed. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal reported there were 29 active, 3 in MAT; 4 referrals in Clark. They are planning a graduation to be held in October.      
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie reported things are ok. They are struggling with childcare for the under four age group – tried to hire but can’t find anyone yet. If you know of anyone interested in helping on Tuesdays from 6:45 – 9:15ish, let him know. They will have to do a background check. Pay is $30 each night. The Pioneer Festival was a success for their fundraiser (booth for country ham sandwiches). Saturday was good, but ran out on Sunday – they were only able to buy half as much pork as last year. The Lions Club helped them again. CR is good, doing men’s step study with Grace that’s going really well.

Melissa read Amber’s report:
Quick Response Team Clark Regional Medical Center- 16 Referrals, 12 into Treatment, 2 started on Medication for Opioid Use Disorder/ 16 naloxone distributed

Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution- 35 Jail Referrals, 10 into Treatment, 35 Naloxone distributed 

ART Walk-ins- 40 Referrals, 32 to treatment, 40 Naloxone distributed 

Transports- 56 individuals transported to Treatment (New protocols implemented this month)

ID program- 2 id’s obtained for individuals in June, 0 social security cards, 0 birth certificate obtained in June   

First Day Forward Jail Program- 39 consistent participants working on curriculum and calling peer support on a weekly basis, 2 entered drug court, 5 are in long term treatment

Housing Grant with Clark County Community Services- Targets those who were just released from jail and/or rehab. 10 active housing, 6pending. 

Working on implementing linkage and retention within the detention center through HEAL. This will place 1-2 peer support within the jail to assist with treatment options. Meeting tomorrow to finalize.

Mt. Comprehensive Care

Christopher reported they are doing well, staying open. IOPs are going good – on MWF 11-2 for now but looking to change to T,W,TH with one in the morning and one in the evening. They are doing a children’s after school rehab program. There are Adult Programs also with TPP doing well. 
New Leaf
Shannon Tipton reported they had distributed 38 units of narcan this month. She is seeing a decrease in heroin/fentanyl use but an increase in cocaine and meth. Additionally she reported there is an issue in the community with the “Dirty 30’s” on the street. They look like Percocet but it is actually fentanyl. She is sharing photos of the fake ones with clients to educate. Also seeing Xanax that is also fentanyl. They continue to work with DJJ and CPS.
