Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by John Lennon at 1:35 PM.  

Introductions

Board members, staff, and guests introduced themselves. 
Statement of Quorum

The required number of board members needed for a quorum is present. 
Minutes of Previous Board Meeting

The minutes of the August meeting were reviewed. Motion to accept by Roy Hudson. Second by Patricia Hopkins. Motion carried. 
Fiscal Agent (Treasurer’s Report)

Beth Poe reported the August bank statement showed a balance of $57,225.54 with $115.13 interest earned (Remember, the account now includes the Dangers in Plain Sight monies). Motion to accept by Roy Hudson, second by Ron Kibbey. Motion carried.
Request for Funds (RFF)/Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

There were no RFFs at this time. 
Health Department Outreach
Jennifer Gulley reported the Clark Co. Needle Exchange activity for July 15, 2016 to September 14, 2018: 345 unduplicated participants, 1571 total visits, 24480 needles collected, 37529 needles dispensed. This is a 1.53/1 ratio. She indicated this data is skewed due to the increase in participants, as they do not generally bring in needles when they come the first time. Ratio after the first visit is 1.24/1. Percent employed was not reported; Percent referred for testing was not reported. Percent of Clark County residents, not reported, however she estimated it was around 80%. For those that are not bringing back the initial 21 needles, they have targeted them for education. Some have indicated they are concerned about bringing back broken needles. The CCHD is working to educate them on the process. They are currently doing the Hep A and B vaccinations at the needle exchange and have had 37 participants for A and 25 for B. Angela reported that there are two Freedom from Smoking classes scheduled. One is Sept. 25 for the Seikisui employees only and the other is Oct. 2 for the community. See her for more information. 
MAPP – Substance Abuse Group
Ron reported the last narcan event was at the Ark of Mercy at the end of the month and it went really well. There were around 40 in attendance. Brian Thomas attended and discussed the legal side of Casey’s Law and how his office is helping. Additionally, Dr. Ralph Alvarado attended, as he is providing the medical exam piece – free of charge – to the Spark participants. The next narcan event will be held September 25 at Mountain Comp and the final one for the fiscal year will be held Oct. 23 at Clark Community Services. Melissa will be doing all the promotional pieces and will get a flyer out soon to the group to help distribute. The Mental Health group is working with ASAP to have a combined Resource Guide. The grant is in process. 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition

Roy reported there is no new news.   
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Debbie Hall reported they have 32 participants, 12 referred (changes weekly). They are working on their annual holiday party scheduled for December 11, 5:30 pm at Boonesboro again. They will have entertainment, activities, and small gifts. Everyone is welcome to attend. Additionally, they have secured a Case Manager and are in the process of hiring a peer support specialist. 
 

Juvenile Substance Abuse Program (JSAP)
Lisa reported that they are still inactive.
Celebrate Recovery

Juanita reported that the Highland First Baptist Church is opening a Celebrate Recovery. There are other churches interested as well. CR is continuing to grow.  
ART

Amber reported that there is a peer support specialist working the needle exchange every Friday getting hygiene packs (140 so far), clothes when needed etc. They are also working with Beall Recovery for their drug testing. The Rally4Recovery went well- they gave out over 150 plates of spaghetti! They estimated over 200 people were in attendance. They are working on their Angel Tree Christmas party – it’s for children whose parents are incarcerated. They will have more information soon, but need people to help buy gifts for the participants from the tree. 
Spark

Brenda reported that they are having financial issues with the cost to file the Casey’s Law paperwork, transportation to treatment, etc. Dr. Alvarado has agreed to do the medical portion of it for free so that’s very helpful. They have a case worker in the jail she is working with. Janelle attended the Judges Conference and met with judges from other towns for possible expansion. There is no word on if they will be moving into the old WKYN office. 

Mt. Comprehensive Care

Patricia announced they have a new CRP program for adults. She introduced Bradlee Burtner. It is a day program from 9-3 for adults with serious mental illness. They will be teaching social aspects, living skills, bill payment, and anything else related to everyday living. They are not required to come every day, however, they want to encourage them to come as needed to help them learn to live independently. A PSS helps and there is a substance use counseling portion on T/TH 3:15-4:15.
New Leaf

Shannon reported they have seen a big increase in meth use and fentanyl. Trends have shown that drug use generally starts around age 12, however they have seen it starting younger and younger. They recently had one child who started at age 7. 

Beall

Amanda reported they had a booth at the Rally4Recovery and are trying to get out in the community more. Dr. James is having a meeting at CRMC in October to discuss the Angel Program with directors, ER staff etc. to see what’s working and what’s not. 
Law Enforcement
Berl reported that for August they had 5.12 lbs of non scheduled and 77 units of scheduled. Melissa recognized Berl for receiving the Boy Scouts of America Distinguished Citizen of America award. Kudo’s to him!!
James was absent.
Youth Network
Melissa reported that they have five students on the youth network but none of them can serve on the board because of school. John Lennon is helping with the search. 
New Business
*Ramsey gave an update on the “Dangers in Plain Sight”, a three-part community education awareness series for K-12 parents/guardians in an effort to educate and bring awareness to these important issues that affect our youth and community. Flyers were sent out, banners are up. 
*Melissa reported that ASAP has moved to the old Vo-Tech building, however, there is no mail delivery there so the mailing address will go through CCPS at 1600 W. Lexington Ave.

*John Lennon reported the Truths and Consequences event at GRC is set for April 12. 

*Teresa Daniels with CRMS reported that they are seeing Hep C on the rise from straw sharing from snorting, not injecting.

*Greg Hollon reported that the outpatient services from the Ridge operating in the Phoenix Bldg. are up and running now. Students go in for 4-8 weeks of intensive outpatient services. They continue education while there as well. They currently have three in now. Currently students are from RDC and GRC, however they hope to add the elementary schools in the future.
