· 135 HIV tests performed

· 33 referrals for follow-up care

· 16 Hep C tests performed 

· 2 new positive individuals 

· 35 individuals referred to Hep C treatment

4. HEALing Communities Study (HCS) Updates:

· The meeting with the study team to present reach data to us did not occur on 9/13/22 due to the data not being ready.  This meeting is now tentatively scheduled for Tuesday, January 10, 2023.

· OEND Demographic data: Clark Co – Graph 1, All Wave 1 counties – Graph 2
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· None of the 5 Naloxboxes were able to be placed at the locations our subcommittee identified.  The strategy has been discontinued.  The only Naloxbox that I am aware of in the county is at Goodwill, which HCS provided.

· Photovoice Project:  The researcher is disseminating “toolkits” to each Wave 1 county. This will help in presenting on the project.  I have not yet received it but hope by the next meeting I will be able to share the photos via our Zoom meeting.

· KY-OPEN (KY Overdose Prevention Education Network) - educational resource open to people living, working, or serving clients/patients in a HCS Wave 1 or Wave 2 community. CE credits available for physicians, pharmacists, nurses, social workers, and KY-licensed Drug & Alcohol Counselors.  If you participated in these sessions during Wave 1 you must sign back up for Wave 2. 
· Weekly electronic newsletter and weekly one-hour educational sessions held via Zoom on Thursday’s 11:30am – 1:00pm.

5.  ASAP Overdose Prevention Subcommittee (formerly ASAP HCS Subcommittee):

· The subcommittee met on Tuesday, September 13th at CCHD with 12 present.  Agenda items included:

· Update on Kentucky’s Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission, which meets quarterly.  The Commission is hosting listening sessions across the state for community members to share their thoughts on the work of the Commission and the opioid epidemic. The sessions will include a presentation on the opioid settlement and the Commission’s mission and public comments from attendees. The closest session to us will be held on Wednesday, October 26, 2022, 6-8pm at the UK Student Center, 160 Avenue of Champions. · an update on the Overdose Awareness Day Proclamation at the courthouse on 8/31/22. Nearly 30 people attended the event.  Members thanked Mayor Burtner and Judge Executive Branham for recognizing the event and for their support of local efforts to prevent overdose deaths and curb substance use disorder.  Members also expressed their gratitude to Dickie Everman & Celebrate Recovery for providing the banner, which can be reused year after year and to Eastern Kentucky Recovery for providing the purple flags that were displayed on the lawn (one for every overdose 911 call last calendar year),

· discussion regarding HCS and FR-CARA Naloxbox placement (post meeting we were informed that the HCS program had been discontinued in Wave 1 counties,

· OEND at the Pioneer Festival on Saturday only by NE AHEC staff. Nineteen kits were distributed,

· Overdose follow-up/Quick Response Team and First Day Forward Program Updates from ART and CCHD,

6. FR-CARA Grant: In 2019, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was awarded the First Responders-Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) grant by SAMHSA to expand naloxone training and dispensing for first responders throughout rural Appalachian counties and to increase awareness for ongoing harm reduction activities and personal safety measures for opioid exposures.  The grant period is 9/30/19 – 9/29/23. Clark County is covered under this grant as of May 2022.  NOTE:  The Narcan provided under this grant is for agency use and not for community distribution.

7. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition:  The coalition’s next quarterly meeting will be held on Friday, November 4, 2022 in Morehead.   

8. Community Health Assessment and Improvement Planning Update:  MARK YOUR CALENDARS for two facilitated community forums:  November 30, 2022 & December 14, 2022.  A Zoom kick-off is being planned.  Be looking for information on the kick-off and the community survey.

11. Report date: 9/7/2022

Kayla Walton, Health Educator, reported:

1. Freedom from Smoking

· Available to anyone 18 yrs. and older who want to stop using tobacco products (e-cigarettes, cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, cigars).

· Class began 8/16/2022 at 6:00 PM at Health Department, taught by Carolyn Burtner. Interested participants can contact health department, health education (859-744-1488 ext 2012).
· Freedom from Smoking can be offered to organizations.
2. Healthy Clark County 

· Working to complete a media campaign and planning out video PSA’s by Something Mohr Media

· Working on completing community survey to share with policy makers in advocating for smoke-free policy

3. LifeSkills

· Working with Strode Station and Shearer Elementary schools to teach the LifeSkills courses to students (8 week program) in the fall semester

i. Shearer to start Oct. 6

ii. Strode Station TBD

4. INDEPTH Program (American Lung Association) 

· Tobacco Use Diversion Program offered to youth ages 14-18 yrs. to avoid citation/ suspension for tobacco use or possession.

· Four week educational (not cessation) program to encourage teens to consider quitting and choose alternatives to tobacco use. 

· Can be offered during the school day or after school.

MAPP – Substance Abuse Group 
Ron Kibbey reported on possible overdose training. Spoke with Neil Oliver (?) about coordinating a Narcan Training for him and all of his staff. He also mentioned the possibility of having a Naloxbox location in the Winchester/Clark County Public Library as a centralized resource as there is some community interest and participation. The Naloxbox location was suggested to the subcommittee with CCHD and Ron was able to speak with a staff librarian to arrange a meeting with the head librarian to discuss further details and publicization (if it is a matter that needs to go before their board and how to communicate access to the community). They are also working with Tim Smith with WKYN to set up a monthly show called “Voicing Recovery.” Individuals in recovery will be on the radio program to talk about “places they’ve been, where they are now, and where they hope to be in recovery. The intent is to give a human voice to the process and to show people that we are talking about people and not just numbers or stereotypes.” 
Drug Coalition – Clark Christian Drug Coalition
Roy Hudson was absent.
Adult/Misdemeanor Drug Court
Krystal Lowry reported that she has a total of 17 active participants and 6 new referrals.
Celebrate Recovery
Dickie Everman reported an update that CR was doing great – last meeting had 69 people attend; The teen program, The Landing and Celebration Place for kids is picking up with more participants. Coordinated a fundraiser with the Lions Club for the Pioneer Festival selling country ham sandwiches and it was a success! They have a verbal commitment from John Baker, the Celebrate Recovery Founder and Head Pastor of Saddleback Church in Lake Forest to come in November and share a message with the church. Dickie and Juanita Everman are traveling to Tennessee to share their own testimony tonight! 
ART

Juanita reported the August QRT (quick response team) data: 32 referrals, 1 fatalities, 3 narcans,10 treatment, 9 transports. The RCC had 262 walk-ins, 289 phone calls, 63 meetings with peer support specialists, 126 participants attended a support group. They have an upcoming Rally4Recovery Event (9/23 from 6p-8p) where there will be over 20 different resource tables!
Lindsey Horseman reported that ART Programs were going well, including their LEAP Program with the Winchester Police Department and County Attorneys Office. With the number of peer support appointments, there have been a lot of individuals coming to receive services. For their Rally4Recovery Event (9/23 from 6p-8p), they are holding a fundraiser; “Jail or Bail.” Participants will be able to donate virtually and in-person toward the bail of different “wanted” members for the rally and those wanted posters and details are and will continue to be available on their Facebook Page!

Law Enforcement
Sheriff Perdue was absent. Sgt. Corbett reported that LEAP with ART was going well! June 1st – August 30th reporting – 70 reported overdose calls (unfounded calls are not included in that number). They are going to have a Wellness Fair (10/4 from 10a-6p). Phillip Powell (?) has been contacting agencies for representation, but you are able to reach out and request representation as well if it hasn’t been offered yet. He also mentioned that uncomfortability that individuals were experiencing from their tip lines and reporting to the police departments; individuals are not comfortable reporting where/how/when they received narcotics. This information is important for them to relay to the Narcotics Detectives so that they can intervene in drug trafficking. He suggested that it is possibly for different community resources to have an amnesty box, tip box, confidential system of some kind where individuals can feel more comfortable reporting details to relay to their detectives to help shut down major drug providers in the area.   
New Business
John Lennon introduced Savannah Angel, the proposed Student Representative. She is a 10th grader interested in better ways to help the community and student involvement. Board voted for her membership as Student Representative. Motioned to accept by Ron Kibbey, second by Dickie Everman. Motion carried.
