7. KORE/HEAL Community Advisory Board Quarterly Meeting
The Board met September 17, 2024 via Zoom with 10 in attendance, including myself and Jennifer Miles (Clark Co resident, UK employee and Overdose Prevention Committee member), and is working on naming the board, drafting a purpose statement and expanding membership post HCS. Adam Trosper, State Overdose Coordinator, chairs the meeting.  Below is a graphic depicting where the CAB is in relation to government agencies.  NOTE: KORE has recently revised their name from the Kentucky Opioid Response Effort to the Kentucky Overdose Response Effort to reflect their broader focus. 
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8. ASAP Overdose Prevention Committee:

Met September 4th: Updated Resource Guide (Version 008) has been printed and is available for distribution. See Jessica Rose, ASAP Coordinator, Sheila Brown at the RCC or me for copies.  Jennifer Miles and Tish Shupe have volunteered to work on the Recovery Ready Communities certification in hopes of moving it to the next step. Next meeting: Wednesday, October 2, 2024, 2pm.  Meetings are hybrid with in-person attendees meeting in the conference room at CCHDs Population Health & Environmental Services Bldg, 273 Shoppers Drive.  
9. Training Available: The Kentucky Department for Public Health, in partnership with the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, is excited to announce the launch of From Crisis to Care: Opioid Overdose Interventions for First Responders. This new training offers an up-to-date overview of current opioid use trends along with evidence-based recommendations for responding to an overdose safely and appropriately. The training can be accessed by clicking the link above or by searching for course number 1121200 on the KY TRAIN platform. One hour of Continuing Education credit is available for Emergency Medical Service (EMS) professionals, nurses, social workers, and Community Health Workers (CHWs).

While this training is directed specifically to those who may respond to an opioid overdose during the course of job duties, it offers detailed content examining fentanyl in the unregulated drug supply, misconceptions around fentanyl exposure risks, current naloxone formulations, the importance of rescue breathing, and the new Find Naloxone Now KY website. This extensive information will be relevant to agencies that offer Overdose Education and Naloxone Distribution, Harm Reduction services, and anyone working to improve health outcomes for people who use drugs.

10. Community Narcan Distribution

The RCC’s newspaper stand for community naloxone distribution is now located in the rear of their building.  
11. Northeast AHEC Substance Use Response Coalition: 

· No new updates. The Coalition meets quarterly.  Next meeting date TBD.
12. Find Naloxone Now KY – (statewide naloxone access portal and locator map that connects Kentuckians to 136 locations where naloxone is available free of charge).  Website users can also view more than 1,000 community pharmacy locations where naloxone is available for purchase, by using Medicaid benefits or the naloxone insurance co-pay program. Agencies wishing to distribute naloxone in their communities can complete a request form through the site. 13. FR-CARA Grant – NEW 4 YEAR GRANT CYCLE 9/30-23 – 9/29/27: The Kentucky First Responders - Comprehensive Addiction and Recovery Act (FR-CARA) Grant, funded by the Substance Abuse and mental health Services Administration (SAMHSA), provides first responder agencies in 68 Kentucky counties, including Clark Co, naloxone for agency use for FREE, by request.

Jeff agreed – would like to have a box upstairs by the gym and a second one down by the pool. Ron and Jen will meet and train staff on Tuesday September 24th.  Ron also reported he met with Superintendent Dustin Howard about nalox boxes in the schools. There was a misunderstanding before they are now open to doing so. Alison Nelson will follow up with Dustin. There is a MAPP meeting November 20th  at the Extension Office from 8-12. Also it was reported that additional Nalox boxes may need to be purchased.
